57th ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING  

 

 
1. Date, time and place of Annual General Meeting. The Board of Directors of Bukit 

Sembawang Estates Limited (“Company”) wishes to announce that the 57th Annual General 
Meeting (“AGM”) of the Company will be held, in a wholly physical format, at the Grand 
Ballroom, Level 4, Grand Copthorne Waterfront Hotel, 392 Havelock Road, Singapore 169663 
on Friday, 28 July 2023 at 10.30 a.m. to transact the business set out in the Notice of AGM 
dated 6 July 2023.  There will be no option for shareholders to participate virtually. 

 
2. Notice of AGM and proxy form. Documents relating to the AGM have been made available 

to members of the Company via publication on SGXNET and may be accessed on the 
Company’s website at www.bsel.sg/agm2023. 

 
Printed copies of the Notice of AGM, proxy form and request form will be sent by post to 
shareholders. Shareholders may request for a physical copy of the Annual Report 2023 by 
completing the request form and returning it to the Company by 20 July 2023. All requests 
for printed documents submitted in previous years will be disregarded. 

 
3. Arrangements for participation in the AGM. Shareholders (including CPF and SRS 

investors) may participate in the AGM by: 
 

(a) attending the AGM in person; 
 

(b) submitting questions to the Chairman of the Meeting in advance of, or at, the AGM; and/or 
 

(c) voting at the AGM (i) themselves; or (ii) through a duly appointed proxy(ies)1. 
 

Details of the steps for registration, submission of questions and voting at the AGM by 
shareholders, including CPF and SRS investors, are set out in the Appendix to this 
announcement. In particular, CPF and SRS investors who wish to request their CPF Agent 
Banks or SRS Operators to appoint the Chairman of the Meeting as their proxy in respect of 
the BSEL shares held by such CPF Agent Banks or SRS Operators on their behalf should 
approach their respective CPF Agent Banks or SRS Operators to submit their votes by              
5.00 p.m. on 18 July 2023. 

 
4. Persons who hold shares through relevant intermediaries. Persons who hold BSEL 

shares through relevant intermediaries, (as defined in section 181 of the Companies Act 
1967), other than CPF and SRS investors, and who wish to participate in the AGM by: 

 
(a) attending the AGM in person; 

 
(b) submitting questions to the Chairman of the Meeting in advance of, or at, the AGM; and/or 

 

(c) voting at the AGM (i) themselves; or (ii) by appointing the Chairman of the Meeting as 
proxy in respect of the BSEL shares held by such relevant intermediary on their behalf, 

 
should contact the relevant intermediary through which they hold such shares as soon as 
possible in order for the necessary arrangements to be made for their participation in the AGM.

the Chairman of the Meeting) to attend, speak and/or vote at the AGM on their behalf. 
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5. Record date and payment date for final dividend and special dividend. Subject to the 

approval of shareholders to the Final one-tier tax exempt dividend and the Special one-tier 
tax-exempt dividend (the “Proposed Dividends”) at the AGM, the Share Transfer Books and 
Register of Members of the Company will close at 5.00 p.m. on 3 August 2023 (“Record Date”) 
for the purpose of determining Members’ entitlements to the Proposed Dividends. Duly 
completed transfers in respect of shares in the Company received up to Record Date by the 
Company’s Share Registrar, M & C Services Private Limited at 112 Robinson Road #05-01, 
Singapore 068902 will be entitled to the Proposed Dividends. Members whose securities 
accounts with The Central Depository (Pte) Limited are credited with the shares of the 
Company as at Record Date will be entitled to the Proposed Dividends. The Proposed 
Dividends, if approved by the shareholders of the Company at the 57th Annual General 
Meeting, will be paid on 16 August 2023.
