COVID-19 UPDATE

A surge in COVID-19 infections from the Omicron
subvariants saw the Indonesian government reinstating
public activity restrictions in certain cities, which include
limiting operations of companies, shopping malls and
restaurants until early August.

Travellers were also required to undergo COVID-19 testing
starting from 17 July 2022.

Despite the upswing in cases, Singapore has not tightened
COVID-19 restrictions, but will continue to monitor the
situation closely.

On 5 Jul 2022, the Ministry Of Health announced that visits
to all hospital wards and residential care homes are
suspended for four weeks from 7 Jul 2022 to 3 Aug 2022.

In view of the spike in COVID-19 cases, Japan is looking at
holding back on plans to reopen further to foreign tourists.

However, in July 2022, the central government reiterated
that it does not plan to impose movement restrictions
across the country.
