Revenue by 2017 was a transformative year for the Group coupled

Due to the challenging operating conditions in our major
markets, all of the Group’s geographical segments
recorded weaker revenues in FY2017, resulting in a
decline of 21% in the Group’s total revenue over the
preceding period.

Malaysia has gained traction, now accounting for 74% of
the Group’s total revenue for FY2017, an increase from
67% for FY2016. Singapore’s share of total revenue was
25%, a decrease from 32% in FY2016.

Despite lower revenues, the Group reported gross profit
margins of 20% in FY2017, which was an improvement of
