To receive and adopt the Directors’ Statement and the Audited Financial Statements of the Company for the
year ended 31 December 2020 together with the Auditors” Report thereon.

To declare a one-tier tax-exempt First and Final Dividend of 2.0 Singapore cents per share for the year ended
31 December 2020 (2019: 1.5 Singapore cents per share).

To re-elect Mr. Lou Yiliang (Chief Executive Officer and Executive Director), who will retire in accordance with
Rule 720(5) of the SGX-ST Listing Manual and who, being eligible, offers himself for re-election as a Director of
the Company.

pursuance of Instruments made or granted pursuant to this Resolution) does not exceed 50% of the total
number of issued ordinary shares (excluding treasury shares) in the capital of the Company (as calculated
in accordance with sub-paragraph (2) below) of which the aggregate number of shares and Instruments
to beissued other than on a pro-rata basis to existing shareholders of the Company shall not exceed 20%
of the total number of issued ordinary shares (excluding treasury shares) in the capital of the Company (as
calculated in accordance with sub-paragraph (2) below);

(subject to such manner of calculation as may be prescribed by the SGX-ST) for the purpose of determining
the aggregate number of shares that may be issued under sub-paragraph (1) above, the total number of
issued ordinary shares (excluding treasury shares) shall be based on the total number of issued ordinary
shares (excluding treasury shares) in the capital of the Company at the time this Resolution is passed, after
adjusting for:

(i) new shares arising from the conversion or exercise of any convertible securities or share options or
vesting of share awards which are outstanding or subsisting at the time this Resolution is passed;
and

(ii) any subsequent bonus issue, consolidation or subdivision of shares;

in exercising the authority conferred by this Resolution, the Company shall comply with the provisions of
the Listing Manual for the time being in force (unless such compliance has been waived by the SGX-ST)
and the Constitution of the Company; and

(unless revoked or varied by the Company in a general meeting) the authority conferred by this Resolution
shall continue to be in force until the conclusion of the next Annual General Meeting of the Company or the
date by which the next Annual General Meeting of the Company is required by law to be held, whichever
is the earlier.

that the aggregate number of shares to be issued pursuant to the Share Plan shall not exceed 15% of the total
number of issued ordinary shares (excluding treasury shares) in the capital of the Company from time to time.

Ordinary Resolution 7 proposed in item 7 above, if passed, will empower the Directors from the date of the above
Annual General Meeting until the date of the next Annual General Meeting, to issue, or agree to issue shares
and/or grant Instruments that might require shares to be issued on a pro rata basis to shareholders of the Company,
up to an aggregate limit of 50% of the total number of issued ordinary shares (excluding treasury shares) in the
capital of the Company of which up to 20% may be issued other than on a pro-rata basis to existing shareholders of
the Company (calculated as described).

Ordinary Resolution 8 proposed in item 8 above, if passed, will empower the Directors, from the date of the above
Annual General Meeting until the next Annual General Meeting, to allot and issue shares as may be issued pursuant
to the exercise of options under the Share Plan up to an aggregate limit of 15% of the total number of issued ordinary
shares (excluding treasury shares) in the capital of the Company from time to time (“15% Limit”). The 15 % Limit is
calculated by including the shares which have already been allotted and issued pursuant to the exercise of options
under the Share Plan.

The tenure of Mr. Steven Chong Teck Sin as an Independent Director of the Company (subject to Resolution 4
being duly approved at this AGM) will end at the AGM scheduled in 2022. Pursuant to Rule 210(5)(d)(iii) of the
SGX-ST Listing Manual which take effect from 1 January 2022, Mr. Steven Chong Teck Sin, having served on the
Board beyond nine (9) years from the date of his first appointment, will not be considered an Independent Director
on 1January 2022 unless his appointment as an Independent Director is approved in separate resolutions by (A) all
shareholders, and (B) shareholders, excluding the directors and the chief executive officer and their associates prior
to 1January 2022 as required for his continued appointment as an Independent Director. Ordinary Resolutions 9
and 10, if passed, will enable Mr. Steven Chong Teck Sin to continue his appointment as an Independent Director
(unless the appointment has been changed subsequent to the AGM) pursuant to Rule 205(5)(d)(iii) of the SGX-ST
Listing Manual and to Provisions 2.1 of the Code of Corporate Governance 2018 and the approvals shall remain in
force until the earlier of (a) his retirement or resignation; or (b) the conclusion of the third Annual General Meeting
of such approval. Resolution 9 is conditional upon Resolution 10 being duly approved, else the aforesaid director
will be designated as Non-Independent Director with effect from 1 January 2022.
