Dear Shareholders,

FY2020 has been an eventful year for the Company, as we
continued our expansion plans, both organic and inorganic:- (i)
acquired 25% stake in an established general practitioner clinic
Medistar Services Pte. Ltd. in July 2019; (ii] acquired the
remaining stake in our subsidiary Medical Services @ Tampines
Pte. Ltd. in September 2019; [iii) acquired additional 19% stake
in Julian Ong Endoscopy & Surgery Pte. Ltd. ("JOES”] in October
2019, whose performance had exceeded our expectations when
it first joined the Group in 2017; (iv) started 2 new endoscopy
centres at Camden Medical Centre in October 2019 and Ang Mo
Kio in February 2020 to extend our presence in Singapore; and (v)
had our first overseas foray in Cambodia in January 2020, where
we started the endoscopy centre for The Prestige Hospital Co.
Ltd. This is a testament to our medical services standards and
reputation. Other changes to our corporate structure involved
the disposal of HMC Medical Pte. Ltd. in July 2019 for a stake
in Singapore Paincare Holdings Limited which has successfully
listed on the Catalist on 30 July 2020 where HCSS holds a direct
interest of 3.67% and a deemed interest of 4.91% of the total
issued share capital; and the disposal of CTK Tan Surgery Pte.
Ltd. in September 2019.

The results of HCSS’s expansion plan to build the Group and
bring value to its shareholders can be seen when it achieved a
15.3% revenue growth in the first half of FY2020. It is unfortunate
that this momentum is being interrupted by the COVID-19
pandemic which surfaced in end January 2020, that resulted in
the numerous safety measures introduced by the government,
including the circuit breaker measures being implemented in
the last two months of the financial year. Our revenue was thus
affected as the Ministry of Health imposed restrictions on the
medical services that we can perform. In addition, the news of Dr.
Julian Ong’s defamation suit and the Singapore Medical Council
complaint in April 2020; and Ms. Serene Tiong’s allegation of Dr.
Heah Sieu Min breaching his director’s duties in the acquisition
of the additional 19% stake in JOES (the “Allegation”) and her
application for leave to bring an action in the name and on behalf
of the Company against Dr. Heah in respect of the Allegation (the
“Application”) added to the challenges faced by the Company,
with many queries from the Singapore Exchange Securities
Trading Limited and negative media publicity. Nevertheless, our
Group’s spirits remained high and united. We are very glad that
the High Court had, on 6 August 2020, dismissed Ms. Serene
Tiong's Application in full, on the grounds, inter alia, that the
decision to acquire an additional interest in JOES was made

by the Board on commercial grounds, in good faith, and in the
Company’s interest; further, that Ms. Serene Tiong had not shown
a legitimate and arguable case in respect of the Allegation and
had also not brought the Application in good faith.

For the next financial year, we are happy to start off by having our
first female surgeon, Dr. Goh Minghui who joined us in July 2020.
HCSS also held our inaugural charity event on 19 July 2020 as
part of our corporate social responsibility initiative, to contribute
back to society amidst this challenging times. Last but not least,
| would like to take this opportunity to thank our shareholders,
patients and business partners for their continuous support
to HCSS, as well as my fellow Directors for their valuable
contribution during this challenging times. | would also like to
wish all good health and keep safe, hoping that the COVID-19
situation can be brought under control soon.

To say that FY2020 has been a challenging year may be
somewhat an understatement. The financial year started
routinely and calmly enough with (i) the further 19% acquisition
of Julian Ong Endoscopy & Surgery Pte. Ltd. ("JOES”) on 3
September 2020; (ii) Dr. Julian Ong (“Dr. Ong”) helped to licence
another heartland centre, HC Endoscopy & Piles Centre (AMK)]
on 31 January 2020; and (iii) Dr. Jason Lim, encouraged by his
successful management of HC Endoscopy & Piles Centre (GM],
proceeded to set up and licence another endoscopy centre,
Jason Lim Endoscopy & Piles Centre, in Novena Medical Centre
on 16 May 2020. | congratulate the doctors who immersed
into the HCSS motto of bringing “specialist healthcare to your
doorstep”.

On 13 January 2020, we signed a consultancy and medical
service agreement to set up the endoscopy centre as well as
to perform endoscopic services for the patients in The Prestige
Hospital, Phnom Penh, Cambodia. Due to the restrictions on
international travel, the project has been temporarily delayed
but we look forward to resuming the collaboration when the
COVID-19 situation permits.

The COVID-19 virus first surfaced in Wuhan, China in December
2019. The situation then evolved and exploded globally. In
Singapore, this culminated into the “circuit breaker” ("CB”)
which stretched from 7 April to 1 June 2020. This crisis
has become and still remains the greatest challenge in our
generation.

| wish to give a version of how the Company has handled the
situation and our part in Singapore’s and global fight against
this formidable and persistent pandemic, showing “Diversity
through Adversity”.

1) Diversify our locations of practice

As the pandemic evolved, it became clear that everyone
had to quickly adapt to a “new norm”.

During the
CB period, we adhered to Ministry of Health ("MOH")
guidelines, including amongst others, to provide only
essential medical services under safe distancing practice.
In post-CB phases 1 and 2, we continued to maintain
separate teams and locations for each specialist doctor to
serve Singapore and Singaporeans within the constraints
imposed by the evolving COVID-19 situation.

Distancing

Safe distancing measures such as floor and furniture
markings are further strengthened by limiting the number
of people in clinics by restricting the maximum number
of accompanying person to one (1), and pacing out
appointment times so as to avoid congregation of people.

Directorship

Donation

The Company organised a charity event as part of its
ongoing corporate social responsibility program on Sunday,
19 July 2020 ("HCSS Charity Event”). This consisted of the
provision of endoscopy services at its endoscopy centres by
all the Group’s specialists. The services provided were in
line with phase 2 of the MOH guidelines. All net proceeds
(including endoscopists” and facility fees) raised from the
endoscopy procedures performed during this event will
be donated to the President’s Challenge and The Courage
Fund. The Company will, in addition, contribute dollar
for dollar on the amount raised during this HCSS Charity
Event. | am proud to announce that we had raised a total
of approximately $73,000 and donated this in its entirety
to the abovementioned organisations. As fellow healthcare
professionals, we applaud the courageous frontline
healthcare workers and volunteers who care for COVID-19
patients, ensuring that our community is kept safe. We hope
that our donation to The Courage Fund and The President’s
Challenge will help these workers and many other citizens
who are negatively impacted by the crisis.

Diversity in Gender

On 1 July 2020, we welcomed Dr. Goh Minghui, a
lady surgeon, previously a consultant surgeon in the
Department of Colorectal Surgery at the Singapore General
Hospital. She began her practice at HC Ming Endoscopy
& Piles Centre in Camden Medical Centre and Tampines
Endoscopy & Surgery Centre. She is trained in minimally
invasive surgery especially in the surgical management of
colorectal cancer, which remains the most common cancer
in Singapore and the Western world.
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CEO’S STATEMENT

DR. JULIAN ONG’S SMC COMPLAINT

The Singapore Medical Council (“SMC”) complaint (the
“Complaint”) was filed by Ms. Serene Tiong (“Ms. Tiong”) who
was neither a patient of Dr. Julian Ong nor was she ever in a
relationship with him. To be clear, she was in a relationship
with Dr. Ong’s friend, Dr. Chan Herng Nieng (“Dr. Chan”),
a psychiatrist. Ms. Tiong submitted a complaint to SMC in
June 2018, alleging that Dr. Ong and Dr. Chan had exchanged
information that took advantage of patients and vulnerable

women for sex. Dr. Ong was only informed by SMC of this
Complaint in a letter dated 27 February 2019. HCSS had done
our own investigations in the matter and to-date, there has not
been any complaints from either a “patient” or “vulnerable
woman” claiming to have been taken advantage of by Dr. Ong.
Hence, the Company decided to await for due process as the
Complaint is currently before the Disciplinary Tribunal at SMC.

As a sign of transparency, in April and May 2020 respectively,
HCSS had required Dr. Ong to provide patients with verbal
and written statement of facts regarding the Complaint prior
to consultation and to obtain their signed consent for Dr. Ong
to continue to act as their physician if they should so agree.
To date, no patient had declined to see Dr. Ong after being
informed of the Complaint. Nonetheless, Dr. Ong continues to
implement this requirement before consulting new patients.

The SMC Complaints Committee and Interim Orders Committee
had, in April 2020 and June 2020 respectively, required Dr. Ong
to sign undertakings pertaining to restrictions on contacting
female patients outside the scope of his medical practice.
Dr. Ong has committed to honouring these undertakings. He
continues to be a dedicated doctor to his patients.

In end May 2020, Ms. Tiong, who had bought 100 HCSS shares
(approximately S$50 in value) after the Company announced the
acquisition of a further 19% stake in JOES (the “Acquisition”)
and on the day prior to the Company’s Annual General Meeting
on 26 September 2019, commenced application to the Court
under Section 216A(2) of the Companies Act, for leave to bring
an action in the name and on behalf of the Company against
me alleging that | had breached my duties as a Director of the
Company in relation to the Acquisition (the “Allegation”) (the
“Application”). Both the Company and | had consulted our legal
counsels in May 2020, when the Allegation first came to light,
who were of the view that the Allegation is frivolous and without
merit.

The hearing took place on 6 August 2020 and was heard by High
Court Justice Chua Lee Ming. At the end of the hearing, which
took place over approximately 2 hours, the Court dismissed
the Application in full, with costs to be paid by Ms. Tiong to the
Company and myself. In arriving at the decision, the High Court

had found that the decision to proceed with the Acquisition was
made by the Board of Directors of the Company on commercial
grounds, in good faith, and in the interest of the Company. The
High Court had also found that the Application by Ms. Tiong was
not brought in good faith.

From the outset, the Company’s position has always been that
the Acquisition was a considered commercial decision, made in
the interests of the Company. The Court’s decision was a clear
affirmation of the Company’s position.

Ms. Tiong had submitted her application for appeal on the same
day as the above judgement. The Company and | are confident
in the Singapore Judiciary System. We believe that justice will
protect the innocent and remain optimistic that a favourable
outcome will finally put this matter to bed.

| am nonetheless grateful that this failed Application, whilst
frivolous and unmerited as it was, enabled our processes to
be thoroughly scrutinised publicly and in the court of law, and
the conclusion was that the Company had made commercially
sound decisions for its own benefit, which is a clear vindication
of myself and my fellow Directors.

The events described above has effectively galvanised us
together, Directors, Management, Doctors and Staff, and
this “Esprit de Corps” arising out of a need to confront and
successfully overcome tremendous adversity, bodes extremely
well for the future, immediate and beyond. | am all the more
confident of serving you, our shareholders, better than ever.

What is certain is that | will proudly continue to serve as your
CEOQ to the best of my ability “without fear or favour”. With
such an eventful financial year just gone by, and with continual
ongoing challenges, it is clearly more appropriate than ever,
to keep focused on the ethos and purpose of HCSS which is
to bring quality healthcare to the reach of as many people as
possible. To do this, we must prioritise being “doctors first and
businessman second”. Bearing in mind this principle, | am
confident that all our doctors, staff and Directors will continue
to work with “compassion, commitment and dedication”, to
constantly be on the lookout for opportunities, be adaptive and
responsive to the new norm, and together we will continue to
add value to shareholders.

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FY2020 YEAR IN REVIEW
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PERFORMANCE REVIEW

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE

FY2020 saw a decrease in revenue of $$1.6 million due to the
disposal of investments in subsidiaries, HMC Medical Pte. Ltd.
("HMC”) in July 2019 and CTK Tan Surgery Pte. Ltd. ("CTK"]) in
September 2019 and the circuit breaker measures of COVID-19
pandemic in April and May 2020. This was partially offset by the
increase in revenue from existing subsidiaries.

Other income increased by $$0.7 million mainly due to higher
dividend income from investment in financial assets at fair
value through profit or loss (“FVTPL") of $$0.2 million; higher
government grants (including the Jobs Support Scheme) of
5$0.2 million; and dividend from joint venture of $$0.02 million.

Fair value gain on derivative financial instruments ("DFI")
of $$1.9 million arose mainly due to recognition of put option
granted by a subsidiary and forward purchase contract related to
an associate. The fair value loss on DFl in FY2019 related to the
fair value loss on options to re-purchase granted to subsidiaries.
Gain on disposal of investments in subsidiaries of $$0.2 million
related to the disposal of investments in HMC and CTK.

Gain on remeasurement of investment to fair value upon
cessation of equity accounting of $$3.0 million in FY2019 arose
from the recognition of financial assets at FVTPL following a
de-recognition of investment in an associate in December 2018.
There is no gain on remeasurement of investment to fair value
upon cessation of equity accounting recorded in FY2020.

Employee benefits expenses decreased by $$0.5 million due
to lower provision of bonus for the current financial year. Fair
value change on financial assets at FVTPL of $$2.0 million due
mainly to the drop in share price of Medinex Limited, in which
the Company holds a direct interest of 22.92% and a deemed
interest of 9.50% of the total issued share capital. The increase
in depreciation and amortisation expenses by $$0.9 million
was due to the depreciation of right-of-use assets that arose
from the adoption of SFRS(I) 16. The increase is in line with the
decrease in operating lease expenses by S$0.9 million. Other
expenses increased by $$0.8 million mainly due to allowance
for impairment loss on goodwill of $$0.7 million (FY2019: S$0.4
million); loss on derecognition of convertible bond of S$0.4
million; and allowance for impairment loss of right-of-use assets
and plant and equipment of $$0.1 million and $$0.04 million
respectively. Finance costs increased by $$0.8 million mainly
due to (i) unwinding of interest expense related to other financial
liabilities of $$0.1 million; (ii) interest expense on convertible
bond of $$0.3 million; and (iii) changes in estimated future cash
flows on other financial liabilities of $$0.4 million.

Income tax expense decreased by $$0.2 million or approximately
23.1% due to lower taxable profit recorded in FY2020 as
compared to FY2019. As a result of the abovementioned, profit
after income tax decreased by S$4.4 million or approximately
52.1% in FY2020.
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FINANCIAL POSITION

Plant and equipment increased from S$1.1 million to S$1.9
million due to additions of plant and equipment for new clinics
partially offset by an allowance for impairment loss on plant and
equipment. Intangible assets comprise of goodwill and computer
software. The decrease in intangible assets from $$5.9 million to
S$4.1 million was primarily due to the decrease in goodwill of
S$1.1 million from the disposal of investments in HMC and CTK;
and an allowance for impairment loss on goodwill of a subsidiary
of $$0.7 million. Right-of-use assets of $$2.6 million arose from
the adoption of SFRS(I) 16.

Investment in associate arose from the investment in Medistar
Services Pte. Ltd. ("Medistar”) of $$0.5 million in July 2019.
Financial assets at FVTPL decreased by S$1.4 million mainly due
to the decrease in fair value and capital reduction of $$2.0 million
and S$0.1 million respectively, offset by an addition of $$0.7
million of investment in unquoted equity interest classified as
financial assets at FVTPL. DFI classified under assets increased
by $$1.9 million due to recognition of financial assets for put
option of a subsidiary and forward purchase contract of an
associate. Advance payments comprise of payment for proposed
acquisition of a subsidiary (FY2019: an associate). The decrease
from S$0.1 million to $$0.02 million was mainly due to lower
advance payment made during the year.

Inventories increased by S$$0.2 million due to an increase
in medication and consumables purchased during the vyear,
coupled with lower revenue towards the end of the financial year
due to the circuit breaker measures in place. Trade and other
receivables decreased by $$0.8 million mainly due to a decrease
in trade receivables outstanding from patients in line with lower
revenue. Prepayments increased by S$0.1 million due to advance
payment for purchase of medical equipment for an existing clinic
and other expenses.

Capital reserve changed by 5$3.8 million due to recognition of
differences between the consideration paid and the carrying
amount of additional 19% and 16.7% equity interest acquired
in JOES and Medical Services @ Tampines Pte. Ltd. ("MST")
in October and September 2019 respectively; other reserve
changed by S$1.1 million due to recognition of financial liability
for forward purchase contract of a subsidiary.

DFI classified under liabilities decreased by S$0.6 million due to
derecognition of DFI upon the disposal of HMC and CTK. Other
financial liabilities comprise present value of the exercise price
for the forward purchase contracts of subsidiaries relating
to certain contractual payment obligations due under the
acquisition terms for the relevant subsidiaries. The increase
from $$0.8 million to $$2.4 million was due to recognition of
financial liability for forward purchase contract of a subsidiary
and remeasurement of financial liability for one of the forward
purchase contracts.

Non-current bank borrowings amounted to $$5.0 million were
drawn down during FY2020 for working capital purpose whereas
the decrease in current bank borrowings of $$0.5 million is due
to the repayments of short-term loans. Current and non-current
lease liabilities of $$2.7 million arose from the adoption of
SFRSI(I) 16. Trade and other payables decreased by S$0.6 million
mainly due to lower provision of bonus for the current financial
year.

CASH FLOW

The Group recorded net cash from operating activities of $$6.5
million in FY2020 as compared to net cash from operating
activities of $$6.8 million in FY2019, due to higher operating
payments.

In FY2020, net cash used in investing activities was primarily
related to the acquisition of additional equity interest in JOES and
MST of $$2.9 million and the purchase of plant and equipment
for new clinics of $$1.3 million.

Net cash used in financing activities in FY2020 mainly related
to (i) the payment of FY2019 final dividends of $$1.8 million and
FY2020 interim dividends of $$1.9 million to shareholders; (ii)
dividends paid to non-controlling interests of $$0.5 million;
(iii) repayments of bank borrowings of $$0.5 million; and (iv)
repayments of obligations under leases of $$0.8 million.

Overall, the Group recorded a net increase in cash and cash
equivalents of $$1.8 million in FY2020, resulting in cash and
cash equivalents of $S$6.8 million as at 31 May 2020.

Mr. Chong Weng Hoe was appointed as our Non-executive Chairman and Independent Director on
28 September 2016 and was re-elected on 26 September 2017 and 26 September 2019. Since 2016,
he has been the Executive Vice President of TUV SUD Asia Pacific Pte. Ltd. where he supervised
a global network of wireless laboratories. He has held numerous positions within TUV SUD PSB
Pte. Ltd. since April 1991 where he joined as an engineer and was subsequently promoted to vice
president, senior vice president, chief executive officer and a director of the board. Mr. Chong
was also an independent director of Regal International Group Ltd. from 4 March 2008 to 11 May
2019; and an existing independent director of Keong Hong Holdings Limited since 22 November
2011, both of which are listed on the Main Board of the SGX-ST; and an independent director of
Singapore Paincare Holdings Limited, a company listed on the Catalist Board of the SGX-ST, since
17 June 2020.

Mr. Chong graduated from National University of Singapore with a Bachelor of Engineering
(Electrical) in June 1989 and obtained a Master of Business Administration (Accountancy) from
the Nanyang Technological University in March 1997. Mr. Chong was also awarded the Standard
Council Merit Award by SPRING Singapore (currently known as Enterprise Singapore) in 2004 for
his contribution to the national standardisation programme in his industry.

Dr. Heah Sieu Min was appointed as our Executive Director and Chief Executive Officer on 1
September 2015 and was re-elected on 28 September 2016 and 27 September 2018. Dr. Heah Sieu
Min is responsible for the overall management, strategic planning and business development of
our Group. Dr. Heah started his career as a houseman in Ireland, before returning to Singapore
where he served as a Medical Officer in Tan Tock Seng Hospital from 1992 to 1994. After moving
to Singapore General Hospital in 1994, he held various positions including Registrar of the
Department of Colorectal Surgery, Associate Consultant of the Department of Colorectal Surgery
and Consultant of the Department of Colorectal Surgery until 2004. He then spent approximately
3 years as a Consultant for colorectal surgery at Pacific Colorectal Centre, before starting his
own private practice in 2007, the Heah Colorectal Endoscopy & Piles Centre. He has since opened
various other clinics including Heah Endoscopy & Piles Centre (Bukit Batok) and The Endoscopy
& Piles Centre (Hougang].

Information on some of the typical endoscopic procedures we perform, the conditions we treat and related treatments commonly
carried out by us are set out as follows:

ENDOSCOPIC PROCEDURES

Endoscopy is a non-surgical procedure used to examine the digestive tract. An endoscope or colonoscope is a thin, flexible tube
with light and camera attached at one end and is used to view the stomach/colon through a TV monitor. These are commonly done
to evaluate:

1 Abdominal pain or discomfort 98 Nausea, vomiting
2 Epigastric pain 6. Loss of weight

3 Bleeding in the digestive tract 7.  Anaemia

4 Constipation, loose stools

Polypectomies may also be performed during the procedure to remove any polyps (growths) found in the lining of the stomach/
colon.

GASTROSCOPY

Gastroscopy is sometimes referred to as an upper
gastrointestinal endoscopy. It allows specialists to view the
inside of a patient's oesophagus, stomach and duodenum
through the TV monitor.

It is often used to:

B Investigate problems such as difficulty in swallowing or
persistent abdominal pain.

B Diagnose conditions such as gastritis, stomach ulcers or
gastro-oesophageal reflux diseases and stomach cancer.

H Treat conditions like bleeding ulcers, blockage in the
oesophagus, polyps or small benign tumours.

COLONOSCOPY

Colonoscopy is a procedure which enables the specialists to
view the inside of the colon (large intestine). It is best known
as a screening tool for early detection of colon cancer and is
often used to investigate other diseases of the colon, resulting
in abdominal discomfort, anaemia, blood in stool, diarrhoea,
change in bowel habits, and unexplained weight loss. It can
also be used in the treatment of bleeding diverticulitis, and
polyps removal (which are the precursors of cancers).

HAEMORRHOIDS

Haemorrhoids, commonly known as piles, are swelling or enlarged blood vessels found inside or around the rectum or anus.
Symptoms typically include bleeding when passing motion and/or anal lump. Haemorrhoidectomy, Haemorrhoid Energy Therapy,
and Ligation of Piles are some of the treatments done in our centres.

Piles can be classified into four stages:

B FIRST DEGREE H THIRD DEGREE
Internal piles that bleed, but do not prolapse past the anus Piles that are prolapsed and must be manually reduced.
(or ‘pop out’).
B FOURTH DEGREE
B SECOND DEGREE Piles that are permanently prolapsed and cannot be reduced,
Piles that prolapse past the anus during bowel movement or piles with painful blood clots.

ANAL FISSURE

An anal fissure is a small tear in the mucosa lining of the anus.
Anal fissures can be acute or chronic.

This usually occurs after passing out hard stools. Pain is often
severe and common symptoms include:

B Sharp anal pain on defecation, especially after hard stools
B Throbbing pain that persists after passing motion

B Blood on passing motion

B | oose skin felt at area of pain (sentinel skin tag)

ANAL ABSCESS

Anal abscess is the build-up of pus in the rectum and anus.
Symptoms include anal pain and fever. If this is not fully treated,
it can lead to anal fistula. Treatment usually involves draining
the infected fluid and dressing of the wound after the operation.

ANAL FISTULA

Anal fistula is a small channel that can develop between the
end of the bowel and the skin near the anus, usually the result
of an infection near the anus causing a collection of pus in the
nearby tissues. When the pus drains away, it leaves behind a
small tunnel. Common symptoms can include skin irritation,
anal discomfort, smelly anal discharge, swelling and fever.
Fistulectomy is often done as a treatment for anal fistula
whereby the surgeon uses a probe to find the fistula’s internal
opening. Following that, the tract is cut open, scraped and the
contents are flushed out. The wound is then dressed till the
wound heals.
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TYPES OF OTHER DISEASES

LIPOMAS AND CYSTS

Lipomas are soft, fatty lumps that grow underneath the skin.
They are usually harmless and can be left alone. They are
benign and are caused by an overgrowth of fat cells. They
can grow anywhere in the body, but are commonly seen at
the shoulders, neck, chest, arms, back, buttock and thigh.

Cysts are sacs under the skin that contains fluids and can be
mistaken as a lipoma. Surgical treatments are carried out
when they cause pain.

Lipomas and Cysts can be removed in our centres under local
anaesthesia, by cutting the skin over the lump, removing the
lipoma/cyst and stitching it up.

HERNIA

A hernia is a gap or space in the strong tissue that holds
muscle in place. It occurs when the inside layers of the
abdominal muscle weaken, resulting in a bulge tear. The
inner lining of the abdomen pushes through the weakened
area of the abdominal wall to form a small sac. Hernia can
cause discomfort, severe pain or other potentially serious
problems that could require emergency surgery.

There are currently 2 types of treatment for hernias:

1. Open surgery
- where one cut is made to allow the surgeon to push
the lump back into the abdomen.

2. Laparoscopic (keyhole) surgery
- less invasive, but more difficult technique where
several smaller cuts are made, to allow the surgeon to
use various special instruments to repair the hernia.

CHOLECYSTITIS

Cholecystitis is the inflammation of the gallbladder,
commonly caused by an obstruction of the cystic duct by
gallstones arising from the gallbladder (cholelithiasis).
The common symptoms are nausea, vomiting, right upper
abdominal pain, and occasionally fever. Cholecystitis
can be diagnosed through ultrasound. The treatment for
cholecystitis is Laparoscopic Cholecystectomy [making
smallincisions in the abdomen to remove the gallbladder).

APPENDICITIS

Appendicitis is the inflammation of the appendix, a finger-shaped
pouch that projects from your colon on the lower right side of
your abdomen. The appendix does not seem to have a specific
purpose. Appendicitis causes pain in your lower right abdomen.
However, in most people, pain begins around the navel and then
moves. As inflammation worsens, appendicitis pain typically
increases and eventually becomes severe. Although anyone can
develop appendicitis, most often it occurs in people between the
ages of 10 and 30. Standard treatment is surgical removal of the
appendix.

COLORECTAL CANCER

Colorectal cancer is the cancer of the colon and rectum. It
develops from polyps that grow on the inner wall of the colon/
rectum. Polyps are usually benign lumps. However, certain
polyps may develop into cancer overtime. Polyps may be small
and usually do not cause any symptom. For this reason, doctors
recommend regular screening tests (colonoscopy) as a prevention
by removing the polyps before they develop into colon cancer.

The common symptoms of colorectal cancer are:

B rectal bleeding

B change in bowel habits (e.g. constipation and diarrhoea)

B abdominal pain, bloating, symptoms of anaemia (fatigue,
breathlessness, dizziness etc.)

B weight loss

GASTRIC CANCER

Stomach cancer, also known as gastric cancer, is cancer
developing from the lining of the stomach. Early symptoms may
include heartburn, upper abdominal pain, nausea and loss of
appetite. Later stage signs and symptoms may include weight
loss, yellowing of the skin and whites of the eyes, vomiting,
difficulty swallowing and blood in the stool among others. The
cancer may spread from the stomach to other parts of the body,
particularly the liver, lungs, bones, lining of the abdomen and
lymph nodes.

The mostcommon causeisinfection bythe bacterium Helicobacter
Pylori, which accounts for more than 60% of cases. Certain types
of Helicobacter Pylori have greater risks than others. However,
these can be treated medically if detected early.

Gastroscopy is used to diagnose the condition, after which
gastrectomy may be done for the treatment (removal of part or
whole of the stomach).

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INTRODUCTION

HC Surgical Specialists Limited ("HC Surgical” or the “Company”) and its subsidiaries (the “Group”] are committed to maintaining
a high standard of corporate governance to protect shareholders’ interests and enhance shareholders’ value. The Group adopts
practices based on the Code of Corporate Governance 2018 (the “Code”] issued on 6 August 2018. This report describes the
Group’s corporate governance practices that were in place throughout the financial year ended 31 May 2020 (“FY2020"), with
specific reference made to the principles and provisions as set out in the Code and Singapore Exchange Securities Trading Limited
(the “SGX-ST") Listing Manual Section B: Rules of the Catalist (the “Catalist Listing Manual”) where applicable except where
otherwise stated. Appropriate explanations have been provided in the relevant sections below where there are deviations from the
Code.

(A) BOARD MATTERS

The Board’s Conduct of its Affairs

Principle 1: The company is headed by an effective Board which is collectively responsible and works with Management for the long-term
success of the company.

The primary function of the Board of Directors (the “Board”) is to provide effective leadership and direction and work with
Management to enhance the long-term value of the Group to its shareholders and other stakeholders.

The Board sets the tone for the Group in respect of ethics, values and desired organisational culture, and ensures proper
accountability within the Group.

The Board has the overall responsibility for reviewing the strategic and financial plans, performance objectives, key operational
initiatives, major funding and investment proposals, financial performance reviews and corporate governance practices.

In general, the principal duties of the Board include:-
o Approve the corporate direction and strategy of the Group and monitor the performance of Management;

o Review the adequacy and integrity of the Company’s internal controls, risk management systems and financial information
reporting system;

o Approve the nomination and appointment of Key Management Personnel;

o Approve the annual budget, major funding proposals and investment proposals, and ensuring the necessary financial and
human resources are in place for the Company to meet its objectives;

o Review the financial performance and necessary reporting compliance;

o Set company values and standards (including ethical standards) and ensure that obligations to shareholders and other
stakeholders are understood and met;

o Assume responsibility for corporate governance; and

o Consider sustainability issues, e.g. environmental and social factors, as part of its strategic formulation.
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Directors are required to promptly disclose any conflict or potential conflict of interest, whether directly or indirectly, in relation
to any matters, transactions or proposed transactions with the Group as soon as is practicable after the relevant facts have come
to their knowledge. Any Director who has a conflict of interest which is likely to impact his independence or conflict with a subject
under discussion by the Board is required to immediately declare his interest to the Board and recuse himself from participating
in any discussion and voting on the subject matter.

Directors are constantly kept abreast of developments in the business including changes to laws and regulations, corporate
governance, financial reporting standards and industry-related matters that are of relevance to the Group through participation
in the relevant training courses, seminars, and workshops conducted by Management and professional advisers. The Company is
responsible for arranging and funding the training of directors, where required.

The Board ensures that incoming new Directors are familiarised with the Group’s businesses and corporate governance practices
upontheirappointment, to facilitate the effective discharge of their duties. Upon appointment, the incoming new Director will receive
a formal letter of appointment setting out his/her duties. All newly appointed Directors will undergo an orientation programme
where the Director would be briefed on the Group’s strategic direction, governance practices, business and organisation structure
as well as the expected duties of a Director of a listed company. To get a better understanding of the Group’s business, the Director
will visit the Group’s operational facilities and meet with Key Management Personnel.

The Company has an on-going budget for all Directors to receive relevant training. Board members are encouraged to attend
seminars and receive training in connection with their duties as Directors in areas such as accounting and legal knowledge,
particularly on latest developments to relevant laws, regulations, accounting standards and changing commercial risks to enable
them to make well-informed decisions and to ensure that the Directors are competent in carrying out their expected roles and
responsibilities. All Directors are expected to objectively discharge their duties and responsibilities at all times as fiduciaries in
the interests of the Company.

First time Directors would have training in areas such as accounting, legal and the industries which the Group operates in.
Directors are constantly kept abreast of developments in regulatory, legal, and accounting frameworks that are of relevance to the
Group through participation in the relevant training courses, seminars and workshops.

The Directors are also encouraged to attend the relevant courses and programs from the Singapore Institute of Directors to be
acquainted with the role and responsibilities of a Director in the context of a listed company.

Investigation

The Board has documented internal guidance for matters that require Board approval. The Board approves transactions exceeding
certain threshold limits, while delegating authority for transactions below those limits to the relevant Board Committees,
namely the Audit Committee ("AC”), Nominating Committee (“NC”), and Remuneration Committee ("RC") (collectively the
“Board Committees”) and/or Management to optimise operational efficiency guided by internal policies and limits of authority.
Specifically, matters and transactions, which require the Board’s approval include major investments exceeding $S$1,000,000,
corporate restructuring, mergers and acquisitions, material acquisitions or disposal of assets, the release of the Group’s financial
results announcements, material interested person transactions exceeding $$100,000 and declaration of dividends.

The Board has delegated certain functions to various Board Committees. The Board Committees are constituted with clear written
terms of reference setting out their compositions, authorities and duties. While the Board Committees have the authority to
examine and may approve certain matters, the Board Committees generally report to the Board with their recommendations for
the Board’s decisions.

The Board convenes regularly for scheduled meetings and any ad-hoc meetings are arranged when required. If Directors are
unable to attend Board meetings physically, such meetings may be conducted via telephone conference, video conference, audio
visual or by means of a similar communication equipment. The Board and Board Committees also make decisions by way of
written circularized resolutions.

The NC assessed each Director’s contribution and devotion of time and attention to the Company’s affairs, having regard to his
attendance at the directors’ meetings, directorship in other listed companies, principal commitments, and is of the view that the
number of directorships in listed companies and principal commitments are not significant and there were sufficient time and
attention to the Company'’s affairs given by each Director during the course of FY2020.

Each Director’s listed company board directorships and principal commitments can be found in the Board of Directors Profile

section of the Annual Report.

Management recognises the importance of ensuring the flow of information to the Directors is on an ongoing basis to enable
them to make informed decisions and to discharge their duties and responsibilities. All Board and Board Committees papers are
distributed to Directors in advance to allow sufficient time for Directors to prepare for the meetings.

Management’s proposals to the Board for approval provide background and explanatory information such as facts, resources
needed, risk analysis and mitigation strategies, financial impact, regulatory implications, expected outcomes, conclusions and
recommendations.

The Board has, at all times, separate and independent access to Management through electronic mail, telephone and face-to-face
meetings and may request for any additional information needed at any time to enable them to make informed decisions. Key
Management, the Company’s auditors and external consultants are invited to attend Board and Board Committees meetings to
update and provide independent professional advice on specific issues, if required.

Should Directors, whether as a group or individually, require professional advice, the Group, upon direction by the Board, shall
appoint a professional advisor, selected by the Group and approved by the Chairman, to render the advice. The cost of such service
shall be borne by the Group.

Directors have separate and independent access to the Company Secretary. The Company Secretary’s responsibilities include
among other things, assisting in ensuring that Board procedures are observed and that the Company’s Constitution, relevant rules
and regulations, including requirements of the Securities and Futures Act, Companies Act and Listing Manual, are complied with.
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The Company Secretary and/or her representative attend and prepare minutes for all Board and Board Committees meetings.
The Company Secretary assists the Chairman of the Board, the Chairman of the Board Committees and Management in the
development of the agendas for their meetings. The appointment and the removal of the Company Secretary are subject to the
Board's approval.

Board Composition and Guidance

Principle 2: The Board has an appropriate level of independence and diversity of thought and background in its composition to enable it
to make decisions in the best interests of the company.

The NC is tasked to determine on an annual basis and as and when the circumstances require, whether or not a director is
independent in conduct, character and judgement, and has any relationship with the Company, its related corporations, its
substantial shareholders or its officers that could interfere, or be reasonably perceived to interfere, with the exercise of the
Director’s independent business judgement in the best interests of the Company.

For the purpose of determining each Independent Director’s independence, every Independent Director has provided a declaration
on their independence for acting as a Director of the Company based on the requirements under the Code and deliberated upon
by the NC and the Board.

With regard to Provision 2.1 of the Code which requires that the independence of any director who has served on the Board beyond
nine (9] years from the date of first appointment be subject to particularly rigorous review, the Board confirms that none of the
independent Directors has served on the Board beyond nine (9] years from the date of his appointment.

The NC has assessed the independence of each of the Directors in FY2020. After having considered the declarations made by
Mr. Chong Weng Hoe and Mr. Ooi Seng Soon and taking into account the independent criteria set out under the Code, the NC

determined that the named Directors are independent.

The Board has 5 members and comprises the following:-

Taking into consideration the size of the current business operations of the Group, the Board considers its current Board size
appropriate and has an appropriate level of independence.

Given that the Chairman and the CEO are of different persons and not familially related, and the Chairman is an Independent
Director, it is not a requirement for the Company to appoint a Lead Independent Director. In addition, the non-executive directors
(the “NEDs") of the Company comprise the majority of the Board.
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The Company recognizes that board diversity is an essential element contributing to its sustainable development and strategic
success. The Company believes that board diversity augments decision-making and a diverse board is more effective in dealing
with organizational changes and less likely to suffer from group think.

The Group has in place a Board Diversity Policy, which endorses the principle that its Board should have a balance of skill,
knowledge, experience and diversity of perspectives appropriate to the Group’s business to promote the inclusion of different
perspectives and ideas, to mitigate against group think.

The NC reviewed the composition of the Board and the Board Committees during the course of FY2020 and is of the view that the
current Board and Board Committees are of an appropriate size and comprise directors with appropriate balance and mix of skills,
knowledge, experience and age except for gender.

Accordingly, one of the objectives of the NC is to identify and recommend suitable female director, preferably with different skills
and knowledge from the current Directors, such as legal, for appointment to the Board to further diversify its current skill sets
and gender, at the appropriate time.

During the year, the NEDs and Independent Directors communicate among themselves without the presence of Management as
and when the need arises. The Chairman of the meeting then provided feedback to the Board and/or Management, as appropriate.
The Company also benefits from Management's ready access to its Directors for guidance and exchange of views both within and
outside the formal environment of the Board and Board Committee meetings.

Chairman and Chief Executive Officer

Principle 3: There is a clear division of responsibilities between the leadership of the Board and Management, and no one individual has
unfettered powers of decision-making.

The Board is chaired by Mr. Chong Weng Hoe, Non-executive Chairman and Independent Director of the Company while Dr. Heah
Sieu Min is the CEO of the Company during the course of FY2020.

The Non-executive Chairman and the CEO are not related. Hence, there is a clear division of responsibilities to ensure an
appropriate balance of power, increased accountability and greater capacity of the Board for decision-making and representation.

The Chairman is responsible for:

o leading the Board to ensure its effectiveness;
o managing the Board’s business, including supervising the work of the Board Committees;
o setting the Board's agenda and ensuring the information flow and timing are adequate for discussion of all set agenda items,

in particular strategic issues;
o setting the tone of Board discussion to promote open and frank debate and effective decision-making;
o facilitating the effective contribution of Non-executive and Independent Directors;
o promoting high standards of corporate governance;
. ensuring effective communication with shareholders; and
o encouraging constructive relations with the Board and between the Board and Management.
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The CEO is responsible for:

o developing the Group’s business and operational strategies;

J managing the present businesses of the Group;

o implementing the Board's decisions;

o providing oversight of the commercial, marketing, business development, quality, health, safety, security and environmental

functions; and

o managing and overseeing the ongoing debts and corporate restructuring exercise of the Group.

The Chairman and the CEO of the Company are separately held by two unrelated individuals. In light of the foregoing, the Board
has no intention to appoint a lead independent director.

Board Membership

Principle 4: The Board has a formal and transparent process for the appointment and re-appointment of directors, taking into account
the need for progressive renewal of the Board.

The NC comprises the following three members, the majority of whom, including the NC Chairman, are Independent Directors:-

o Mr. Chong Weng Hoe (NC Chairman), Non-executive Chairman and Independent Director
o Mr. Ooi Seng Soon, Independent Non-executive Director
o Mr. Lim Chye Lai, Gjan, Non-Independent Non-executive Director

The NC'’s principal functions include:-

o nomination and re-nomination of the Directors of the Company for re-election, having regard to their contribution,
performance, and ability to commit sufficient time and attention to the affairs of the Group, taking into account their
respective commitments outside the Group;

° determine on an annual basis, whether a Director is independent;

o assess whether a Director is able to and has been adequately carrying out his/her duties as a Director;

o review of Board succession plans for Directors, and in particular, the appointment and/or replacement of the Chairman, the
CEO and Key Management Personnel;

o develop and implement a process and criteria for evaluation of the performance of the Board, the Board Committees and
Directors;

° assess the effectiveness of the Board as a whole, the Board Committees and individual Director;

o review of training and professional development programs for the Board and its Directors;

o review and approval of new employment of persons related to the Directors and controlling shareholders and the proposed

terms of their employment; and
J appointment and re-appointment of directors (including alternate directors, if any).

The Company has no alternate director on its Board.
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The NC has put in place a formal process for the selection of new directors to increase transparency of the nomination process in
identifying and evaluating nominees for directors. The NC leads the process as follows:

o Evaluates the balance, skills, knowledge, and experience of the existing Board and the requirements of the Group. In light of
such evaluation, the NC determines the role and the key attributes that an incoming director should have;

o After endorsement by the Board of the key attributes, the NC taps on the resources of Directors’ personal contacts and
recommendations of the potential candidates and goes through a short-listing process. If candidates identified from this
process are not suitable, executive recruitment agencies are appointed in the search process;

. Meets the shortlisted candidate(s) to assess suitability and to ensure that the candidate(s) is/are aware of the expectations
and the level of commitment required; and

o Recommends the most suitable candidate to the Board for appointment as director.

The NC also ensures that new directors are aware of their duties and obligations.

The NC is responsible for recommending retiring Directors for re-election. In its deliberations on the nomination of re-election
of existing Directors, the NC takes into consideration the Director’s contribution and performance (including his contribution and
performance as an Independent Director, if applicable).

The assessment parameters include attendance record and preparedness at meetings of the Board and Board Committees as well
as the quality of input to matters arising and any other special contribution.

All Directors submit themselves for re-nomination and re-election at regular intervals of at least once every three years. The
Company’s Constitution provides that one-third of the Directors (or, if their number is not a multiple of three, the number nearest
to but not less than one third) shall retire from office by rotation and be subject to re-election at the Annual General Meeting
("AGM") of the Company.

In addition, the Company’s Constitution provides that a newly appointed director by the Board during the financial year must retire
and submit himself/herself for election at the next AGM following his/her appointment. Thereafter, he/she is subject to be re-
elected at least once every three years.

Pursuant to Regulation 97 of the Company’s Constitution, Dr. Heah Sieu Min and Mr. Ooi Seng Soon are subject to retirement by
rotation at the forthcoming AGM. Both the retiring Directors, being eligible, have offered themselves for re-election as a Director
of the Company. The Board is satisfied that the retiring Directors are qualified for re-election by virtue of their skills, experience
and their contribution of guidance and time to the Board. Each of the retiring Directors has abstained from deciding on his own
nomination.

Dr. Heah Sieu Min will, upon re-election as a Director of the Company, remain as the CEO and Executive Director.

Mr. Ooi Seng Soon, will, upon re-election as a Director of the Company, remain as the Independent Non-executive Director. He will
also remain as the Chairman of the AC, and member of the NC and RC.

Pursuant to Rule 720(5) of the Listing Manual, the information relating to Directors submitting for re-election as set out in Appendix
7F of the Listing Manual is disclosed on page 172 of the Annual Report.

The NC determines annually, and as and when circumstances require, based on a Director’s Independence Checklist completed,
if a director is independent, having regard to the circumstances or independence criteria set forth in provision 2.1 of the Code.
The NC determined that, during the course of FY2020, there was no Director whose relationships with the Company, its related
corporations, its substantial shareholders or its officers, if any, affect their independence as an Independent Director of the
Company. The Board is in accord with the NC’s determination.
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In cases where a Director has multiple Board representations, the NC also assesses whether such Director has been adequately
carrying out his duties as a Director of the Company. To address competing time commitments when Directors serve on multiple
Boards, the Board had set a maximum limit of six (6) directorships that a Director may hold concurrently for listed companies.
The NC also takes into account the the principal commitments and assessment results of each director, as well as the respective
Directors” actual conduct on the Board.

Board Performance

Principle 5: The Board undertakes a formal annual assessment of its effectiveness as a whole, and that of each of its board committees
and individual directors.

The NC conducts an annual assessment on the performance of the Board as a whole, the Board Committees and individual
Directors and takes into account each Director’s contribution and devotion of time and attention given to the Company. It also
assesses whether each director is willing and able to constructively challenge and contribute effectively to the Board.

This process is conducted using a questionnaire designed to assess the performance of the Board and the Board Committees.
Individual Directors are assessed on self-evaluation basis. The responses received from the questionnaires are then tabulated
and collated before giving to the Chairman of the NC for his review and discussion at the NC meeting. The conclusion of the
assessment derived from the consolidated results and recommendations are then presented to the Board for its review and
adoption, if deem necessary.

The Board reviews the evaluation conducted by the NC based on the consolidated results received from the Directors and
recommendations put forward by the Directors for improvement of performance and effectiveness of the Board, the Board
Committees and individual Directors. Following the review, the Board is of the view that the Board, the Board Committees and

individual Directors performed consistently good and operated effectively for FY2020.

The Directors, led by the NC, assessed the performance of the Chairman of the Board for FY2020 at the Board meeting held on 28
July 2020.

There were no external consultant or facilitator involved in the Board evaluation process in FY2020.

The NC performed the following activities in FY2020:-

o reviewed the current Board size and composition;

. reviewed the election and re-election of Directors, and made recommendation to the Board for their approval;

o reviewed the independence of the Independent Directors;

o evaluated the performance and effectiveness of the Board, the Board Committees, Individual Directors and the Chairman;
o reviewed the training and professional development programs for the Directors;

. reviewed and set objective performance criteria for the Board, the Board Committees, Individual Directors and the Chairman;
o reviewed matters relating to Board diversity; and

o reviewed succession plans for the Board and Key Management Personnel.
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(B) REMUNERATION MATTERS

Procedures for Developing Remuneration Policies

Principle é: The Board has a formal and transparent procedure for developing policies on director and executive remuneration, and for
fixing the remuneration packages of individual directors and Key Management Personnel. No director is involved in deciding his or her

own remuneration.

The RC comprises the following three members, all of whom are non-executive, and the majority of whom, including the RC

Chairman, are Independent Directors:

o Mr. Chong Weng Hoe (RC Chairman), Non-executive Chairman and Independent Director
o Mr. Ooi Seng Soon, Independent Non-executive Director
o Mr. Lim Chye Lai, Gjan, Non-Independent Non-executive Director

The RC is responsible for ensuring a formal and transparent procedure for developing policies on director and executive
remuneration, and for fixing the remuneration packages of individual Directors and Key Management Personnel, including
termination terms. No member of the RC is involved in deliberations and voting on any resolution in respect of any remuneration,
compensation, options, or any form of benefits to be granted to him or that of employees related to him.

The members of the RC carried out their duties in accordance with the terms of reference which include the following:
o review and recommend to the Board for endorsement, a framework of remuneration for the Board and Key Management

Personnel. The framework covers all aspect of remuneration, including but not limited to, Director’s fees, salaries,
allowances, bonuses, options and benefit-in-kind;

o review and recommend to the Board, the specific remuneration packages for each Director as well as for the Key Management
Personnel;

o consult professional consultancy firms where necessary in determining remuneration packages;

o consider the various disclosure requirements for Directors’ remuneration and ensure that there is adequate disclosure in

the financial statements and annual report to enhance transparency between the Company and relevant interested parties;
and

o review all aspects of remuneration of Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel including the Company’s
obligations arising in the event of termination of their service contracts, to ensure the contracts contain fair and reasonable
termination clauses which are not overly generous.

The RC has access to the professional advice of external experts in the area of remuneration, where required.

No remuneration consultants were engaged by the Company in FY2020.
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Level and Mix of Remuneration

Principle 7: The level and structure of remuneration of the Board and Key Management Personnel are appropriate and proportionate to
the sustained performance and value creation of the Company, taking into account the strategic objectives of the Company.

The Company adopts a remuneration policy for its Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel comprising a fixed
component and a variable component. The fixed component is in the form of a base salary. The variable component is in the form
of a variable bonus that is linked to the performance of the Company and the individual. The remuneration policy is aligned with
the interests of the shareholders and other stakeholders and promotes long-term success of the Group.

The RC reviews the service contracts of the Company’s Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel. The compensation
commitments in service contracts are reviewed periodically or as and when necessary. The Company has entered into a service
agreement with each of the Executive Directors, Dr. Heah Sieu Min and Dr. Chia Kok Hoong on 30 September 2016 pursuant to
the listing of the Company. Under the service agreements, each of the Executive Directors” employment will continue for a term
of three (3) years from the effective date of 30 September 2016 and will be automatically renewed annually unless otherwise
terminated by not less than six (6) months’ notice in writing by either party. The service agreements do not provide benefits
upon termination of employment. For further details, please refer to pages 138 to 139 of the Company’s offer document (“Offer
Document”) dated 25 October 2016.

The Company currently does not have any contractual provisions which allow it to reclaim incentives from the Executive Directors
and Key Management Personnel in certain circumstances. The Board is of the view that as the Group pays performance bonuses
based on actual performance of the Group and/or Company (and not forward-looking results) as well as the actual results of its
Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel, “claw back” provisions may not be relevant or appropriate.

For the purpose of assessing the performance of the Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel, key performance
indicators ("KPIs”) are set out for each year. The KPIs are principally based on the achievement of the objectives of the respective
functions that the Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel are in.

The RC reviews the remuneration of the NEDs to ensure the remuneration of the NEDs of the Company is appropriate to the level
of contribution, taking into account factors such as effort, time spent, and responsibilities. NEDs are also eligible to participate in
the Share Plans so as to better align the interests of such NEDs with the interests of shareholders.

The RC ensures the Independent Directors are not over-compensated to the extent that their independence may be compromised.
None of the Independent Directors have any service contracts with the Company.

The Board concurred with the RC’s proposal for Independent Directors’ fees for FY2020 and is of the view that the Directors’ fees
is appropriate and not excessive.

The remuneration of the Company’s Directors and Key Management Personnel has been formulated to attract, retain and motivate
the Directors to provide good stewardship of the Company and the Key Management Personnel to successfully manage the
Company for the long term. The level and structure of remuneration are aligned with the long-term interests and risk policies of
the Company.
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Disclosure on Remuneration

Principle 8: The company is transparent on its remuneration policies, level and mix of remuneration, the procedure for setting
remuneration, and the relationships between remuneration, performance and value creation.

Although the Code recommends full disclosure in aggregate to the nearest thousand dollars of the total remuneration paid to each
individual Director and the CEO on a named basis, the Board, after reviewing the industry practice and analyzing the advantages
and disadvantages in relation to the disclosure of remuneration of each Director, is of the view that such disclosure would be
prejudical to its business interest given the highly competitive environment.

Remuneration paid/payable to Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel are determined by the Board after considering
the performance of the individual, the Company and against comparable organisations. The total remuneration package of Executive
Directors and Key Management Personnel comprises a fixed cash component, annual performance incentive and long-term
incentive. The annual fixed cash component comprises the annual basic salary, statutory employer’s contributions to the Central
Provident Fund (“CPF”) and other fixed allowances. The annual performance incentive is tied to the performance of the Group and
respective KPls allocated to the individual employee. To align the interests of the Directors and Key Management Personnel with
the interests of shareholders, the Group has also adopted the HCSS Performance Share Plan ("HCSS PSP”) and HCSS Employee
Share Option Scheme ("HCSS ESOS”) (collectively the “Share Plans”]. The Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel
had met their respective KPIs in respect of FY2020.

The aggregate total remuneration for the top three (3) Key Management Personnel (who are not Directors or CEO) is not disclosed
as the Board is of the view that such disclosure would be prejudical to its business interest given the highly competitive environment.

There were no employees who are immediate family members of a Director or the CEO or a substantial shareholder of the
Company and whose remuneration exceeded $$100,000 in FY2020.

Save for Dr. Heah Sieu Min and Dr. Chia Kok Hoong who are the substantial shareholders of the Company, there is no employee
who is a substantial shareholder of the Company.

The Company is transparent on remuneration policies as it has been disclosed not only as part of its compliance with Principle
8 but also in respect of Principle 7 of the Code. In particular, the Company has elaborated on the remuneration policy governing
the remuneration of Executive Directors and Key Management Personnel and the factors taken into account for the remuneration
of the NEDs. The Company has also disclosed the remuneration paid to each Director, the Chairman and the Key Management
Personnel using bands of $$250,000 for transparency.

The procedure for setting remuneration is clearly disclosed and the relationships between remuneration, performance and value
creation are disclosed through the Company’s disclosure on its remuneration policies, as well as the disclosed remuneration in
bands of no wider than $$250,000 and the breakdown of the components of their remuneration.

The Board is of the view that in light of the above and despite its deviation from Provision 8.1 of the Code, the Company has provided
a high level of transparency on remuneration matters, as information on its remuneration policies, level and mix of remuneration,
the procedure for setting remuneration and the relationships between remuneration, performance and value creation had been
disclosed in detail in the preceding paragraphs. Accordingly, the Board is of the view that the non-disclosure of the exact quantum
of the remuneration of each Director and Key Management Personnel will not be prejudicial to the interest of shareholders and
complies with Principle 8 of the Code.

The Company has in place two Share Plans namely the HCSS PSP and HCSS ESOS.
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HCSS PSP

Summary of the HCSS PSP HCSS PSP is a compensation scheme that promotes higher performance goals and
recognises exceptional achievement. HCSS PSP is based on the principle of pay-for-
performance and is designed to enable the Company to reward, retain and motivate
employees of the Group to achieve superior performance. The purpose of the HCSS PSP
is to give the Company greater flexibility to align the interest of employees of the Group,
especially key executives with the interest of shareholders.

Participants of the HCSS PSP HCSS PSP allows for participation by full-time employees of the Group (including the
Executive Directors) and NEDs (including Independent Directors), controlling shareholders
and their associates provided they have met the eligibility criteria.

Administration of the HCSS PSP | The HCSS PSP shall be managed by the members of the HCSS PSP Administration
Committee, which comprises the Nominating Committee and Remuneration Committee
of the Company (“Administration Committee”), which has the absolute discretion to
determine persons who will be eligible to participate in the HCSS PSP.

Awards Entitlement Awards represent the right of a participant to receive fully-paid shares free of charge
(“Awards”).
Size of HCSS PSP The aggregate number of shares which may be offered under the Share Plans should not

exceed 15% of the Company'’s total issued capital (excluding treasury shares) on the date
preceding the date of the relevant grant.

Vesting Period No minimum vesting period is prescribed under the HCSS PSP for Awards and the length
of the vesting period in respect of each Award will be determined on a case-by-case basis
by the Administration Committee.

There were no Awards granted under the HCSS PSP in FY2020. There were no Awards granted under the HCSS PSP to (i) Directors
of the Company; (i) participants who are controlling shareholders of the Company and their associates; and [iii) participants other
than Directors of the Company and controlling shareholders of the Company and their associates, who receive Awards comprising
shares representing five per cent (5.0%) or more of the aggregate of the total number of new shares available under the HCSS PSP
and the total number of existing Shares purchased for delivery of Awards released under the HCSS PSP since the commencement
of the HCSS PSP. The Company does not have a parent company.

The vesting and release of the Awards granted to eligible participants under the HCSS PSP are based on pre-determined
performance goals and conditional on the satisfactory completion of time-based service conditions.

Further details on the HCSS PSP are set out in the Company’s Offer Document dated 25 October 2016.
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HCSS ESOS

Summary of the HCSS ESOS HCSS ESOS will provide eligible participants with an opportunity to participate in the equity
of the Company and to motivate them towards better performance through increased
dedication and loyalty. HCSS ESOS is designed to primarily reward and retain employees
whose services are vital to the Company’s success.

Participants of the HCSS ESOS HCSS ESOS allows for participation by confirmed employees of the Group (including the
Executive Directors]) and NEDs (including Independent Directors), controlling shareholders
and their associates provided they have met the eligibility criteria.

Administration of HCSS ESOS The HCSS ESOS shall be administered by the members of the HCSS ESOS Administration
Committee, which comprises the Nominating Committee and Remuneration Committee of

the Company, which shall have the powers to determine, inter alia, the following:-

(a) persons to be granted HCSS ESQOS;
(b)  number of options to be offered; and
(c] recommendations for modification to the HCSS ESOS.

Size of HCSS ESOS The aggregate number of shares which may be offered under the Share Plans should not
exceed 15.0% of the Company’s total issued capital (excluding treasury shares) on the date
preceding the date of the relevant grant.

Exercise Period No minimum exercise period is prescribed under the HCSS ESOS for options and the length
of the exercise period in respect of each option will be determined on a case-by-case basis
by the Administration Committee.

Exercise Price of Options under | The Exercise Price for each option shall be determined by the Administration Committee,
the HCSS ESOS in its absolute discretion, on the date of grant, at:-

(a) aprice equal to the market price; or
(b)  a price which is set at a discount to the market price, provided that:

(i) the maximum discount shall not exceed 20.0% of the market price (or such other
percentage or amount as may be determined by the Administration Committee
and permitted by the SGX-STJ; and

(i) the shareholders in general meeting shall have authorized, in a separate
resolution, the making of offers and grants of options under the HCSS ESOS at a

discount not exceeding the maximum discount as aforesaid.

The aggregate number of shares which may be offered under the Share Plans should not exceed 15.0% of the Company’s total
issued capital (excluding treasury shares) on the date preceding the date of the relevant grant. The Share Plans were adopted on
28 September 2016 for a period of ten (10) years and will expire on 27 September 2026.

There were no options granted under the HCSS ESOS since the adoption of the HCSS ESOS on 28 September 2016 to 31 May 2020.
Further details on the HCSS ESQOS are set out in the Company’s Offer Document dated 25 October 2016.
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The RC performed the following activities in FY2020:-

o Reviewed the remuneration packages for employees and key executives and making recommendation to the Board for
approval;
o Reviewed the Directors’ fees and making recommendation to the Board for approval; and

. Administered the HCSS PSP and HCSS ESOS.

(C)] ACCOUNTABILITY AND AUDIT
Risk Management and Internal Controls

Principle 9: The Board is responsible for the governance of risk and ensures that Management maintains a sound system of risk
management and internal controls, to safeguard the interests of the Company and its shareholders.

The Board is responsible for the governance of risk. It ensures that Management maintains a sound system of risk management
and internal controls to safeguard shareholders’ interests and the Group’s assets. The Board determines the nature and extent of
the significant risks which the Company is willing to take in achieving its strategic objectives and value creation.

The Board acknowledges that it is responsible for maintaining a sound system of internal control and risk management, but
recognises that no cost effective internal control system and risk management will preclude all errors and irregularities. Internal
controls and risk management can provide only reasonable and not absolute assurance against material misstatement, losses,

human errors, fraud or other irregularities.

Management is responsible to the Board for the design, implementation, and monitoring of the Group’s risk management and
internal control systems and to provide the Board with a basis to determine the Group’s level of risk tolerance and risk policies.

Messrs. TRS Forensics Pte Ltd ("TRS”) was engaged in FY2020 to assist Management in developing the best practices by
putting forward appropriate recommendations for Management’s implementation and actions for information technology and
cybersecurity controls. The Board and the AC also work with the internal auditors, external auditors, and Management on their
recommendations to institute and execute relevant controls to manage the risks identified in the assessment.

The Board received assurance from the CEO and the Chief Financial Officer ("CFO”) that the financial records of the Group have
been properly maintained and the financial statements give a true and fair view of the Group’s operations and finances; and the
Group’s risk management and internal control systems are adequate and effective as at 31 May 2020.

Based on the internal controls established and maintained by the Group, work performed by the internal auditors, discussions
with external auditors, reviews performed by Management and the assurances provided by the CEO and CFO as stated in the
above paragraph, the Board, with the concurrence of the AC, is of the view that the Group’s internal controls (including financial,
operational and compliance and information technology controls) and risk management systems were adequate and effective for
FY2020.
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Audit Committee
Principle 10: The Board has an Audit Committee which discharges its duties objectively.

The AC comprises the following three members, all of whom are non-executive and the majority of whom, including the AC
Chairman, are independent:-

o Mr. Ooi Seng Soon (AC Chairman), Independent Non-executive Director
o Mr. Chong Weng Hoe, Non-executive Chairman and Independent Director
. Mr. Lim Chye Lai, Gjan, Non-Independent Non-executive Director

The Chairman of the AC, Mr. Ooi Seng Soon, graduated from the University of Singapore with a Bachelor of Arts in 1971 and has
more than 24 years of experience in the banking and finance sector.

Mr. Chong Weng Hoe graduated from National University of Singapore with a Bachelor of Engineering (Electrical) in June 1989 and
obtained a Master of Business Administration (Accountancy) from the Nanyang Technological University in March 1997. He has

held numerous positions within TUV SUD PSB Pte. Ltd. since 1991 and sits on several listed companies as independent director.

Mr. Lim Chye Lai, Gjan graduated from Temasek Polytechnic with a Diploma in Electronics in 1998 and has worked in the medical
equipment industry for over 18 years.

More detailed profiles of the Directors can be found on pages 10 and 11 of the Annual Report.

The NC and the Board are satisfied that the members of the AC have recent and relevantaccounting or related financial management
expertise and experience to discharge the AC functions.

No former partner or director of the Company’s existing auditing firm or auditing corporation is a member of the AC.
The duties of the AC include:

o review the significant financial reporting issues and judgements so as to ensure the integrity of the financial statements of
the Group and any announcements relating to the Group’s financial performance;

o review at least annually the adequacy and effectiveness of the Group’s internal controls and risk management systems;
o review the assurance from the CEO and the CFO on the financial records and financial statements;
o make recommendations to the Board on: (i) the proposals to the shareholders on the appointment and removal of external

auditors; and (i) the remuneration and terms of engagement of the external auditors;

o review the adequacy, effectiveness, independence, scope and results of the external audit and the internal audit functions;
and
o review the policy and arrangements for concerns about possible improprieties in financial reporting or other matters to be

safely raised, independently investigated and appropriately followed up on, and ensure that the Company publicly discloses,
and clearly communicates to employees, the existence of a whistleblowing policy and procedures for raising such concerns.

During the course of review of the financial statements for FY2020, the AC discussed with Management and the external auditors
on the significant issues that were brought to the AC’s attention. Material issues which the external auditors assessed to be most
significant in its audit of the financial statements for the year under review are highlighted in the key audit matters section of
Independent Auditor’s Report.

The AC reviewed the work performed by Management and made enquiries relevant to the key audit matters. In addition, the AC
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also reviewed and discussed the findings presented and related work performed by the external auditors. The AC was satisfied
that these material issues have been properly addressed and appropriately adopted and disclosed in the financial statements.

The AC reviews the independence and objectivity of the external auditors through discussions with the external auditors as well as
reviewing the non-audit fees awarded to them. The total fees paid in respect of audit and non-audit fees to the external auditors,
Messrs. BDO LLP for FY2020 are as stated below.

The Company and the Group have complied with Catalist Rules 712 and 715 in the appointment of its auditors. The AC recommends
to the Board the re-appointment of Messrs. BDO LLP as the external auditors of the Company at the forthcoming AGM, taking into

consideration the Audit Quality Indicators Disclosure Framework published by the Accounting and Corporate Regulatory Authority.

In the course of FY2020, the AC carried out the following activities:-

o reviewed the financial statements of the Company and the consolidated financial statements of the Group, and any
announcements relating to the Group’s financial performance before submission to the Board for approval;

. reviewed interested/related parties transactions;

o reviewed audit plan and assessed the independence of external auditors;

. reviewed internal audit plan and the appointment of internal auditors;

o reviewed the nomination of external auditors for re-appointment at the AGM and determined their remuneration, and made

appropriate recommendations to the Board for approval; and
o met with the internal and external auditors of the Company without the presence of Management.

The Group recognises the importance of providing the Board with accurate and relevant information on a timely basis. Management
provides the Board with management accounts, operations reviews and related explanations together with the financial statements
on a quarterly or half-yearly basis and as the Board may require from time to time. The AC reviews the financial statements and
reports to the Board for approval.

The Board reviews and approves the results before its release. For FY2020, the Board had provided shareholders with quarterly and
annual financial reports. Following the amendments to Catalist Rule 705, the Board has decided, after taking into due consideration
the compliance efforts in connection therewith, not to continue with quarterly reporting of the Company and the Group’s financial
statements. Instead, the Company will announce the financial statements of the Company and the Group on a half-yearly basis.
The financial statements for the first two quarters and the full financial year were released to shareholders within the timeframe
in line with Rule 705 of the Catalist Listing Manual. In presenting the financial statements to shareholders, the Board aims to
provide shareholders with a balanced and clear assessment of the Group’s performance, position and prospects.

The AC is kept abreast by Management, the Company Secretaries and the independent auditors of changes to accounting standards,
Catalist Rules and other regulations which could have an impact on the Group’s business and financial statements.
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The Company has adopted a whistleblowing policy since 2016 which sets the framework to encourage the reporting in good faith
of serious concerns or escalate serious matters on a confidential basis without fear of reprisal, dismissal, or discriminatory
treatment. The whistleblowing policy provides procedures to validate concerns and for investigation to be carried outindependently.
The whistleblowing policy has been circulated to all employees of the Group and is available on the Company’s website.

The Company has outsourced its internal audit function to TRS. The primary reporting line of the internal audit function is to the
AC, which also decides on the appointment, termination and remuneration of the firm for the internal audit function. The internal
audit function has unfettered access to the Company’s documents, records, properties and personnel, including the AC, and has
appropriate standing within the Company.

The AC is satisfied that TRS is staffed by independent, suitably qualified and experienced professionals with the relevant experience
and has adequate resources to perform its function effectively. Mr. Gary Ng, the head of the internal audit function team, is highly
qualified with 15 years of audit, internal audit and risk management experience. TRS carries out its function in accordance to the
standards set by the Standards for the Professional Practice of Internal Auditing set by The Institute of Internal Auditors.

The AC has met with the external auditors and the internal auditors, without the presence of Management, twice in FY2020.

(D) SHAREHOLDER RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
Shareholder Rights and Conduct of General Meetings

Principle 11: The company treats all shareholders fairly and equitably in order to enable them to exercise shareholders’ rights and
have the opportunity to communicate their views on matters affecting the company. The company gives shareholders a balanced and
understandable assessment of its performance, position and prospects.

The Group recognises the importance of maintaining transparency and accountability to its shareholders. The Board ensures that
all the Company’s shareholders are treated equitably and the rights of all investors, including non-controlling shareholders, are
protected.

The Group is committed to providing shareholders with adequate, timely, and sufficient information pertaining to changes in the
Group’s business which could have a material impact on the Company’s share price.

The Group strongly encourages shareholders’ participation during the AGM. Shareholders are able to proactively engage the
Board and Management on the Group’s business activities, financial performance, and other business-related matters.

The Board believes that general meetings serve as an opportune forum for shareholders to meet the Board and Key Management
Personnel, and to interact with them. Information on general meetings is disseminated through notices in the annual reports or
circulars sent to all shareholders. The notices are also released via SGXNET and published in local newspapers, as well as posted
on the Company’s website.

At the AGM, a member who is a relevant intermediary which provide nominee or custodial services is entitled to appoint more than
two (2] proxies to attend, speak and vote at the meeting, so shareholders who hold shares through such intermediary can attend
and participate in general meeting as proxies.

The Company conducts poll voting for all proposed resolutions at AGM for greater transparency in the voting process. The total
numbers of votes cast for or against or abstain the resolutions will also be announced after the meeting via SGXNET.
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The Company Secretary prepares minutes of general meetings that include substantial and relevant comments or queries
from shareholders relating to the agenda of the meetings, and responses from the Board and Management. Minutes of general
meetings are published on the Company’s corporate website at http://www.hcsurgicalspecialists.com/en/investor-relation/news

as soon as it is practicable.

The Company provides for separate resolutions at general meetings on each substantially separate issue unless the issues are
interdependent and linked so as to form one significant proposal. Where the resolutions are interlinked, the Company will explain
the reasons and material implications in the notice of meeting.

All the resolutions at the general meetings are single item resolutions.

The Chairman of the Board and the Directors attend all general meetings to address questions and issues raised by shareholders.
The external auditors are also present to address any relevant queries from shareholders on the conduct of audit and the
preparation and content of the auditors’ report. Key Management executives are also present at the general meetings to respond
to operational questions from shareholders.

All Directors attended the AGM of the Company held on 26 September 2019.

The Company’s Constitution allows all shareholders to appoint up to two (2] proxies to attend general meetings and vote on their
behalf. As the authentication of shareholders’ identity information and other related security issues still remain a concern, the
Group has decided, for the time being, not to implement voting in absentia by mail, email or fax.

The Company does not have a fixed dividend policy. However, the Directors intend to recommend and distribute dividends of not
less than 70.0% of the Group’s operating profit after tax to shareholders. The Company may declare an annual dividend with the
approval of the shareholders in a general meeting, but the amount of such dividend shall not exceed the amount recommended
by the Board. The Board may also declare an interim dividend without the approval of the shareholders. For FY2020, the Company
had paid an interim dividend of 1.3 Singapore cents per ordinary share and is recommending a final dividend of 0.7 Singapore cents
per ordinary share to be approved by shareholders at the forthcoming AGM. Subject to shareholders” approval of the final dividend,
the aggregate amount of dividends recommended and/or distributed per ordinary share would be 2.0 Singapore cents for FY2020,
representing approximately 85.8% of the Group’s earnings per share of 2.33 Singapore cents for FY2020, and 67.2% of the Group’'s
operating profit after tax, slightly lower than 70.0% in view of the COVID-19 pandemic.

2 Impairment assessment of investments in subsidiaries

As at 31 May 2020, the carrying amount of the Company’s
investments in subsidiaries amounted to approximately
$5,261,000.

GENERAL CORPORATE INFORMATION

HC Surgical Specialists Limited (the “Company”] is a public limited company incorporated and domiciled in Singapore. The
Company is listed on the Catalist Board of the Singapore Exchange Securities Trading Limited ("SGX-ST").

The Company’s registered office is located at 80 Robinson Road #02-00 Singapore 068898 and its principal place of business
is located at 233 River Valley Road #B1-04/05 RV Point Singapore 238291. The registration number of the Company is
201533429G. The Group’s ultimate controlling party is Dr. Heah Sieu Min.

The principal activity of the Company is that of an investment holding company.
The principal activities of the subsidiaries are set out in Note 7 to the financial statements.

The statement of financial position of the Company as at 31 May 2020 and the consolidated financial statements of the
Company and its subsidiaries (“the Group”] for the financial year ended 31 May 2020 were authorised for issue in accordance
with a Directors’ resolution dated 28 August 2020.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of preparation of financial statements

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Singapore Financial Reporting Standards (International)
(“SFRSI(1)") and are prepared under the historical cost convention, except as disclosed in the accounting policies below.

Items included in the individual financial statements of each entity in the Group are measured using the currency of the
primary economic environment in which the entity operates (“functional currency”). The consolidated financial statements
of the Group and the statement of financial position of the Company are presented in Singapore dollar, which is the functional
currency of the Company and the presentation currency of the financial statements. The financial statements are expressed
in Singapore dollar (“$”) and rounded to the nearest thousand (“$°000"), unless otherwise stated.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with SFRS(I)s requires the management to exercise judgement in the
process of applying the Group’s and the Company’s accounting policies and requires the use of accounting estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at
the end of the reporting period, and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the financial year. Although these
estimates are based on management’s best knowledge of historical experience and other factors, including expectations of
future events that are believed to be reasonable under the circumstances, actual results may differ from those estimates. The
estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognised
in the financial year in which the estimate is revised if the revision affects only that financial year, or in the financial year of
revision and future years if the revision affects both current and future financial years.

During the current financial year, the Group and the Company have adopted all the new and revised SFRS(I) and SFRS(I]
Interpretations (“SFRS(I) INT”) that are relevant to their operations and effective for the current financial year. The adoption
of these new or revised SFRS(I) and SFRS(I) INT did not result in changes to the Group’s and the Company’s accounting
policies and has no material effect on the amounts reported for the current or prior financial years except for the adoption
of SFRS(I) 16 Leases as disclosed below.

SFRS(I) 16 Leases

SFRSI(I) 16 supersedes SFRS(I) 1-17 Leases, SFRS(I) INT 4 Determining whether an Arrangement Contains a Lease, SFRSII)
INT 1-15 Operating leases - Incentives and SFRS(I) INT 1-27 Evaluating the Substance of Transactions Involving the Legal Form
of a Lease. SFRSII) 16 provides a single lessee accounting model which eliminates the distinction between operating and
finance leases for lessees. SFRS(I) 16 requires lessee to capitalise all leases on the consolidated statement of financial
position by recognising a ‘right-of-use’ asset and a corresponding lease liability for the present value of the obligation to
make lease payments, except for certain short-term leases and leases of low-value assets. Subsequently, the right-of-use
assets will be depreciated and the lease liabilities will be measured at amortised cost. From the perspective of a lessor, the
classification and accounting for operating and finance leases remains substantially unchanged under SFRS(I) 16.

The Group applied SFRS(I) 16 retrospectively with the cumulative effect of initially applying this standard as an adjustment
to the opening retained earnings as at 1 June 2019 (the “date of initial application”). The Group elected to apply the practical
expedient to not reassess whether a contract is, or contains a lease at the date of initial application. Contracts entered into
before the transition date that were not identified as leases under SFRS(1) 1-17, SFRS(I) INT 4, SFRS(I) INT 1-15 and SFRSII)
INT 1-27 were not reassessed. The definition of lease under SFRS(I) 16 was applied only to contracts entered into or changed
on or after 1 June 2019.

In applying the modified retrospective approach, the Group has taken advantage of the following practical expedients:

J A single discount rate has been applied to portfolios of leases with reasonably similar characteristics;

. Leases with a remaining term of twelve months from the date of initial application have been accounted for as short-
term leases [i.e. not recognised on statements of financial position] even though the initial term of the leases from
lease commencement date may have been more than twelve months; and

J For the purpose of measuring the right-of-use asset, hindsight has been used. Therefore, it has been measured based

on prevailing estimates at the date of initial application and not retrospectively by making estimates and judgements
(such as lease terms) based on circumstances on or after the lease commencement date.

As a lessee, the Group previously classified leases as operating lease based on its assessment of whether the lease
transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership. Under SFRS(I) 16, the Group has elected not to recognise
right-of-use assets and lease liabilities for those low-value assets based on the value of the underlying asset for leases with

a lease term of 12 months or less.

On adoption of SFRS(I) 16, the Group recognised right-of-use assets and lease liabilities in relation to office and clinic

premises, which had previously been classified as operating leases.

Lease liabilities from operating leases under the principles of SFRS(I) 1-17 were measured at the present value of the
remaining lease payments, discounted using lessee’s incremental borrowing rate as at 1 June 2019. The incremental
borrowing rate applied to lease liabilities on 1 June 2019 was 3.67%.

The consolidated financial statements comprise the financial statements of the Company and its subsidiaries made up to the
end of the reporting period.

Accounting policies of subsidiaries have been changed where necessary to align them with the policies adopted by the Group
to ensure consistency.

Subsidiaries are consolidated from the date on which control is transferred to the Group up to the effective date on which that
control ceases. In preparing the consolidated financial statements, inter-company transactions, balances and unrealised
gains on transactions between group companies are eliminated. Unrealised losses are also eliminated unless the transaction
provides evidence of an impairment loss of the asset transferred.

Non-controlling interests in subsidiaries relate to the equity in subsidiaries which is not attributable directly or indirectly
to the owners of the parent.

Non-controlling interests in the acquiree that have a present ownership interest and entitle its holders to a proportionate
share of the equity’s net assets in the event of liquidation may be initially measured either at fair value or at the non-controlling
interests’ proportionate share of the fair value of the acquiree’s identifiable net assets. The choice of measurement basis is
made on an acquisition-by-acquisition basis. Subsequent to acquisition, the carrying amount of non-controlling interests is
the amount of those interests at initial recognition plus the non-controlling interests’ share of subsequent changes in equity.
Total comprehensive income is attributed to non-controlling interests even if this results in the non-controlling interests
having deficit balance.

Changes in the Group’s interest in subsidiary that do not result in a loss of control are accounted for as equity transactions.
The carrying amounts of the Group's interests and the non-controlling interests are adjusted to reflect the changes in their
relative interests in the subsidiary. Any difference between the amount by which the non-controlling interests are adjusted
and the fair value of the consideration paid or received is recognised directly in equity and attributed to owners of the parent.

When the Group loses control of subsidiary, the profit or loss on disposal is calculated as the difference between (i) the
aggregate of the fair value of the consideration received and the fair value of any retained interest and [ii) the previous
carrying amount of the assets (including goodwill], and liabilities of the subsidiary and any non-controlling interests.

Business combination arising from transfers of interest in entities that are under common control are accounted for as if the
acquisition had occurred at the beginning of the earliest comparative period presented or, if later, at the date that common
control was established. For this purpose, comparatives are restated. The assets and liabilities acquired are recognised at
the carrying amounts recognised previously and no adjustments are made to reflect the fair values or recognised any new
assets or liabilities, including no goodwill is recognised as a result of the combination. The components of equity of the
acquired entities are added to the same components within the Group equity. Any difference between the consideration paid
for the acquisition and share capital of acquiree is recognised directly to equity as merger reserve.

Plant and equipment

Plant and equipment are initially recorded at cost. Subsequent to initial recognition, plant and equipment are stated at cost
less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses, if any.

The cost of plant and equipment includes expenditure that is directly attributable to the acquisition of the items.
Dismantlement, removal or restoration costs are included as part of the cost of plant and equipment if the obligation for

dismantlement, removal or restoration is incurred as a consequence of acquiring or using the plant and equipment.

Subsequent expenditure relating to the plant and equipment that has already been recognised is added to the carrying
amount of the asset when it is probable that the future economic benefits, in excess of the standard of performance of the
asset before the expenditure was made, will flow to the Group and the Company, and the cost can be reliably measured.
Other subsequent expenditure is recognised as an expense during the financial year in which it is incurred.

The carrying values of plant and equipment are reviewed for impairment when events or changes in circumstances indicate
that the carrying value may not be recoverable.

The residual values, estimated useful life and depreciation method are reviewed at each financial year-end to ensure that the
residual values, period of depreciation and depreciation method are consistent with previous estimates and expected pattern
of consumption of the future economic benefits embodied in the items of plant and equipment.

Intangible assets

Intangible assets acquired separately are measured initially at cost. The cost of intangible assets acquired in a business
combination is their fair values as at the date of acquisition. Following initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at cost
less accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses, if any.

The useful life of intangible assets are assessed to be either finite or indefinite. Intangible assets with finite life are amortised
on a straight-line basis over the estimated economic useful life and assessed for impairment whenever there is an indication
that the intangible asset may be impaired. The amortisation period and the amortisation method for an intangible asset with
a finite useful life are reviewed at least once at each financial year-end. Changes in the expected useful life or the expected
pattern of consumption of future economic benefits embodied in the asset is accounted for by changing the amortisation
period or method, as appropriate, and are treated as changes in accounting estimates. The amortisation expense on
intangible assets with finite useful life is recognised in profit or loss.

Intangible assets with indefinite useful life or not yet available for use are tested for impairment annually or more frequently
if the events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may be impaired either at individual or at the
cash-generating unit level. Such intangible assets are not amortised. The useful life of an intangible asset with an indefinite
useful life is reviewed annually to determine whether the useful life assessment continues to be supportable. If not, the
changes in useful life from indefinite to finite is made on prospective basis.

Gains or losses arising from derecognition of an intangible asset are measured at the difference between the net disposal
proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and are recognised in profit or loss when the asset is derecognised.

Goodwill

Goodwill arising on the acquisition of subsidiary represents the excess of the consideration transferred, the amount of any
non-controlling interests in the acquiree and the acquisition date fair value of any previously held equity interest in the
acquiree over the acquisition date fair value of the identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities of the subsidiary
recognised at the date of acquisition.

If the recoverable amount
of the cash-generating unit is less than the carrying amount of the unit, the impairment loss is allocated first to reduce the
carrying amount of any goodwill allocated to the unit and then to the other assets of the unit pro-rata on the basis of the
carrying amount of each asset in the unit. An impairment loss recognised for goodwill is not reversed in a subsequent period.

On disposal of a subsidiary, the attributable amount of goodwill is included in the determination of the gain or loss on
disposal.

Computer software

Acquired computer software is initially capitalised at cost which includes the purchase price (net of any discounts and
rebates) and other directly attributable costs of preparing the software for its intended use. Direct expenditure which
enhances or extends the performance of computer software beyond its specifications and which can be reliably measured
is added to the original cost of the software. Costs associated with maintaining computer software are recognised as an

expense as incurred.

Computer software is subsequently carried at cost less accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses.
These costs are amortised to profit or loss using the straight-line method over their estimated useful lives of 2 to 3 years.

The useful life and amortisation method are reviewed at the end of each reporting period to ensure that the period of
amortisation and amortisation method are consistent with previous estimates and expected pattern of consumption of the
future economic benefits embodied in the computer software.

Subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are entities over which the Group has control. The Group controls an investee if the Group has power over the
investee, exposure to variable returns from its involvement with the investee, and the ability to use its power to affect those
variable returns. Control is reassessed whenever facts and circumstances indicate that there may be a change in any of

these elements of control.

Investments in subsidiaries are accounted for at cost, less impairment loss, if any, in the Company’s statement of financial

position.
Associates

Associates are entities over which the Group has significant influence. Significant influence is the power to participate in the
financial and operating policy decisions of the investee but is not control or joint control over those policies.

the investments in associates.

In applying the equity method of accounting, the Group’s share of associates’ post-acquisition results and other
comprehensive income is recognised in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income. These post-acquisition
movements and distributions received are adjusted against the carrying amount of the investments. When the Group’s
share of losses in an associate equals or exceeds its interest in the associate, including any other unsecured non-current
receivables, the Group does not recognise further losses, unless it has incurred legal or constructive obligations or has
made payments on behalf of the associate. If the associate subsequently reports profits, the Group resumes recognising its
share of those profits after its share of the profits equals the share of losses not recognised.

Unrealised gains on transactions between the Group and its associate are eliminated to the extent of the Group’s interest in
the associate. Unrealised losses are also eliminated unless the transaction provides evidence of an impairment of the asset
transferred.

After application of the equity method of accounting, the Group determines whether it is necessary to recognise any additional
impairment loss with respect to the Group’s net investments in associates.

The financial statements of the associates are prepared as of the same reporting date as the Company. Where necessary,
adjustments are made to bring the accounting policies in line with those of the Group.

Upon loss of significant influence over the associate, the Group measures and recognises any retained investment at its fair
value. Any difference between the carrying amount of the associate upon loss of significant influence and the fair value of the
aggregate of the retained investment and proceeds from disposal is recognised in profit or loss.

Investments in associates are accounted for at cost, less impairment loss, if any, in the Company’s statement of financial
position.

Joint venture

A joint venture is a contractual arrangement whereby two or more parties undertake an economic activity that is subject to
joint control, where the strategic, financial and operating decisions relating to the activity require the unanimous consent of
the parties sharing control. The Group’s investments in joint ventures are accounted for using the equity method.

Under the equity method, the investment in joint venture is carried in the statement of financial position at cost plus post-
acquisition changes in the Group’s share of net assets of the joint venture. The Group's share of the results of the joint
venture is recognised in profit or loss. Where there has been a change recognised directly in equity of the joint venture, the
Group recognises its share of such changes. In the Group’s consolidated financial statements, the Group’s share of results
and reserves of joint ventures acquired or disposed of are included in the consolidated financial statements from the date
the Group obtains joint control until the date the Group ceases to have joint control over the joint venture.

Unrealised gains or losses resulting from transactions between the Group and the joint venture are eliminated to the extent
of the interest in the joint ventures.

After application of the equity method, the Group determines whether it is necessary to recognise an impairment loss
with respect to the Group’s net investment in the joint ventures. The Group determines at the end of each reporting period
whether there is any objective evidence that the investment in the joint venture is impaired. If this is the case, the Group
calculates the amount of impairment as the difference between the recoverable amount of the joint venture and its carrying
value and recognises the amount in profit or loss.

The financial statements of the joint venture are prepared as of the same reporting date as the Company. Where necessary,
adjustments are made to bring the accounting policies in line with those of the Group.

Upon loss of joint control, the Group measures any retained investment at its fair value. Any difference between the fair value
of the aggregate of the retained interest and proceeds from disposal and the carrying amount of the investment at the date
the equity method was discontinued is recognised in profit or loss.

Impairment of non-financial assets excluding goodwill

The recoverable amount of an asset or cash-generating unit is the higher of its fair value less costs to sell and its value-in-
use. Recoverable amount is determined for individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely
independent of those from other assets or groups of assets. If this is the case, the recoverable amount is determined for the
cash-generating unit to which the assets belong. The fair value less costs to sell is the amount obtainable from the sale of an
asset or cash-generating unit in an arm’s length transaction between knowledgeable willing parties less costs of disposal.
Value-in-use is the present value of estimated future cash flows expected to be derived from the continuing use of an asset
and from its disposal at the end of its useful life, discounted at pre-tax rate that reflects current market assessment of the
time value of money and the risks specific to the asset or cash-generating unit for which the future cash flow estimates have
not been adjusted.

An assessment is made at the end of each reporting period as to whether there is any indication that an impairment loss
recognised in prior periods for an asset may no longer exist or may have decreased. If such indication exists, the recoverable
amount is estimated. An impairment loss recognised in prior periods is reversed only if there has been a change in the
estimates used to determine the recoverable amount since the last impairment loss was recognised. If that is the case, the
carrying amount of the asset is increased to its recoverable amount. An impairment loss is reversed only to the extent that
the asset’s carrying amount does not exceed the carrying amount that would have been determined, net of depreciation
or amortisation, if no impairment loss had been recognised. Reversals of impairment loss are recognised in profit or loss.

Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

Cost is determined on a weighted average basis and includes all costs of purchase, cost of conversion and other costs
incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and condition.

Net realisable value is the estimated selling price at which inventories can be realised in the ordinary course of business,
less estimated costs to be incurred to make the sale. Where necessary, allowance is made for obsolete, slow-moving and
defective inventories to adjust the carrying value of those inventories to the lower of cost and net realisable value.

Financial instruments

The Group and the Company recognise a financial asset or a financial liability in their statements of financial position when,
and only when, the Group and the Company become a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

Financial assets

The Group and the Company classify their financial assets into one of the categories below, depending on the Group’s and
the Company’s business model for managing the financial assets as well as the contractual terms of the cash flows of the
financial asset. The Group and the Company shall reclass their affected financial assets when and only when the Group and
the Company change their business model for managing these financial assets. Other than financial assets in a qualifying
hedging relationship, the Group’s and the Company’s accounting policy for each category is as follows:

Amortised cost

These assets arise principally from the provision of goods and services to customers (e.g. trade receivables), but also
incorporate other types of financial assets where the objective is to hold these assets in order to collect contractual cash
flows and the contractual cash flows are solely payments of principal and interest. They are initially recognised at fair value
plus transaction costs that are directly attributable to their acquisition or issue, and are subsequently carried at amortised
cost using the effective interest rate method, less provision for impairment. Interest income from these financial assets is
included in interest income using the effective interest rate method.

Impairment provisions for trade receivables are recognised based on the simplified approach within SFRS(I) 9 using the
lifetime expected credit losses. During this process, the probability of the non-payment of the trade receivables is assessed.
This probability is then multiplied by the amount of the expected loss arising from default to determine the lifetime expected
credit loss for the trade receivables. For trade receivables which are reported net, such provisions are recorded in a separate
provision account with the loss being recognised in the combined statement of comprehensive income. On confirmation that
the trade receivable will not be collectible, the gross carrying value of the asset is written off against the associated provision.

Impairment provisions for receivables from subsidiaries, other receivables due from third parties and debt instruments
are recognised based on a forward looking expected credit loss model. The methodology used to determine the amount of
the provision is based on whether at each reporting date, there has been a significant increase in credit risk since initial
recognition of the financial asset. For those where the credit risk has not increased significantly since initial recognition of
the financial asset, twelve month expected credit losses along with gross interest income are recognised. For those for which
credit risk has increased significantly, lifetime expected credit losses along with the gross interest income are recognised.
For those that are determined to be credit impaired, lifetime expected credit losses along with interest income on a net basis
are recognised.

The Group’s and the Company’s financial assets measured at amortised cost comprise debt instruments, trade and other
receivables and cash and bank balances in the statements of financial position.

They are carried at fair value with changes in fair value recognised in
profit or loss.

Dividends are recognised in profit or loss, unless the dividend clearly represents a recovery of part of the cost of the
investment, in which case the full or partial amount of the dividend is recorded against the associated investments’ carrying

amount.

Purchases and sales of financial assets measured at fair value through profit or loss are recognised on settlement date with
any change in fair value between trade date and settlement date being recognised in the fair value through profit or loss.

Derecognition of financial assets

The Group and the Company derecognise a financial asset only when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the asset
expire, or it transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of the asset to another
entity.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand, cash and deposits with banks. Cash and cash equivalents are short-term,
highly liquid investments that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk
of change in value.

Equity instruments

An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the assets of an entity after deducting all of its
liabilities.

Ordinary shares are classified as equity and recognised at the fair value of the consideration received. Incremental costs
directly attributable to the issuance of new equity instruments are shown in the equity as a deduction from the proceeds.

When shares recognised as equity are reacquired, the amount of consideration paid is recognised directly in equity.
Reacquired shares are classified as treasury shares and presented as a deduction from total equity. No gain or loss is
recognised in profit or loss on the purchase, sale issue or cancellation of treasury shares.

When treasury shares are subsequently cancelled, the cost of treasury shares are deducted against the share capital account
if the shares are purchased out of capital of the Company, or against the retained earnings of the Company if the shares are
purchased out of earnings of the Company.

When treasury shares are subsequently sold or reissued, the cost of treasury shares is reversed from the treasury share
account and the realised gain or loss on sale or reissue, net of any directly attributable incremental transaction costs and
related income tax, is recognised in the capital reserve.

The Group and the Company determine the classification of their financial liabilities at initial recognition.
(i) Trade and other payables

Trade and other payables are recognised initially at cost which represents the fair value of the consideration to be paid
in the future, less transaction cost, for goods received or services rendered, whether or not billed to the Group and the
Company, and are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

(i)  Borrowings

Borrowings are initially recognised at fair value, net of transaction costs incurred. Borrowings are subsequently stated
at amortised cost using the effective interest method. Any difference between the proceeds (net of transaction costs])

and the redemption value is taken to profit or loss over the period of the borrowings using the effective interest method.

Borrowings which are due to be settled within 12 months after the end of the reporting period are presented as current
borrowings even though the original terms were for a period longer than 12 months and an agreement to refinance,
or to reschedule payments, on a long-term basis is completed after the end of the reporting period and before the
financial statements are authorised for issue. Other borrowings due to be settled more than 12 months after the end
of the reporting period are presented as non-current borrowings in the statements of financial position.

(iii)  Other financial liabilities

Other financial liabilities comprise gross obligation of forward purchase contract, which are initially recognised at
present value. Subsequent to initial recognition, the other financial liabilities are accreted through finance charges in
the profit or loss over the forward contract periods up to the final redemption amount. If the Group revises its estimates
of the obligation of forward purchase contract, the carrying amount of the financial liabilities shall be adjusted with any
changes recognised in the profit or loss. The Group reassesses the carrying amount by estimating the present value of
estimated future cash flows at the financial instrument’s original effective interest rate.

Derecognition of financial liabilities
The Group and the Company derecognise their financial liabilities when, and only when, the Group's and the Company’s

obligations are discharged or cancelled or expired. The difference between the carrying amount and the consideration paid
is recognised in profit or loss.

Derivative financial instruments

Derivative financial instruments held by the Group and the Company are recognised as assets or liabilities on the statements
of financial position and classified as financial assets or financial liabilities at fair value through profit or loss.

The Group and the Company classified the put options, options to re-purchase and forward purchase contract as derivative
financial instruments. Such derivative financial instruments are initially recognised at fair value on the date on which a
derivative contract is entered into and are subsequently remeasured at fair value. Derivative financial instruments are

carried as assets when the fair value is positive and as liabilities when the fair value is negative.

Any gains or losses arising from changes in fair value on derivative financial instruments that do not qualify for hedge
accounting are recognised in profit or loss for the financial years, where appropriate, the risks specific to the liability. When
discounting is used, the increase in the provision due to the passage of time is recognised as a finance cost.

Revenue recognition

Revenue is recognised when a performance obligation is satisfied. Revenue is measured based on consideration which the
Group expects to be entitled in exchange for transferring promised goods or services to a customer, excluding amounts
collected on behalf of third parties (i.e. sales related taxes). The consideration promised in the contracts with customers may

include fixed amounts and variable amounts, if any.

Provision of medical services

Revenue from the provision of medical services generally relate to performance obligations to provide consultations, clinical
treatments, endoscopic procedures, surgery, diagnostic imaging, radiology services, general medical services and related
products, net of discounts to customers. In the rendering of these services, there are no variable considerations noted in
the contracts with customers. Performance obligations for all services are satisfied over a period of less than one day when
services are rendered. Hence, revenue is recognised at a point in time upon completion of the services.

Consultancy fee income

Consultancy fee income is recognised based on the provision of services in accordance with terms as stated in the consultancy

agreement.

3. CRITICAL ACCOUNTING JUDGEMENTS AND KEY SOURCES OF ESTIMATION UNCERTAINTY
3.1 Critical judgements made in applying the accounting policies

In the process of applying the accounting policies, the management is of the opinion that there are no critical judgements
involved that have a significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial statements except as discussed below.

(i) Classification and fair value measurement of financial assets measured at fair value through profit or loss

Significant influence is presumed to exist (or not exist] when an entity holds 20% or more (or less than 20%) of the
voting rights of another entity, unless it can be clearly demonstrated otherwise.

The Group and the Company hold a 40% equity interest in HSN Healthcare Pte. Ltd. (“Investment I”) which the Group
has considered that it does not have any significant influence nor joint control over this entity as the Group has no
power to participate in the financial and operating policy decisions of these entities. As a result, this investment is
classified as financial asset measured at fair value through profit or loss instead of investment in associate.

During the financial year, the Group and the Company have disposed its entire 51% equity interest in HMC Medical
Pte. Ltd. ("HMC") with a total sales consideration of 482 ordinary shares in Singapore Paincare Holdings Pte. Ltd.
(“Investment II”) with fair value of $655,000 as referred to in Note 7 to the financial statements. The Group and the
Company hold a 4.82% equity interest in Singapore Paincare Holdings Pte. Ltd. and this investment is classified as
financial asset measured at fair value through profit or loss as at 31 May 2020.

Fair value of Investment | is determined based on discounted cash flow method and Investment Il is determined based
EV/EBITDA multiple method. Some of the inputs to these models may not be market observable and are therefore
estimated based on assumptions. Changes in assumptions could affect the reported fair value of the financial assets
significantly.

3.2 Key sources of estimation uncertainty

The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the end of the reporting
period that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities and the
reported amounts of revenue and expenses within the next financial year are discussed below:

(i) Impairment of investments in subsidiaries and associate

The Company follows the guidance of SFRS(I) 1-36 Impairment of Assets, in determining whether investments in
subsidiaries and associate are impaired. This determination requires significant judgements and assumptions. The
Company evaluates, among other factors, the duration and extent to which the recoverable amount of an investment
is less than its carrying amount, the financial health and near-term business outlook of the investments, including
factors such as industry and sector performance, changes in technology and operational and financing cash flows.

Investments in subsidiaries and associate are tested for impairment whenever there is any objective evidence or
indication that these assets may be impaired. The recoverable amounts of these assets and where applicable, cash-
generating units ("CGU") have been determined based on value-in-use calculations. The value-in-use calculation
requires the Company to estimate the future cash flows expected to arise from the CGU and a suitable discount rate in
order to calculate present value. The Company’s carrying amount of investments in subsidiaries and associate as at 31
May 2020 were $5,261,000 (2019: $6,218,000) and $480,000 (2019: $Nil] respectively and an allowance for impairment
loss on investments in subsidiaries of approximately $3,683,000 (2019: $458,000) was recognised during the financial
year ended 31 May 2020 as disclosed in Note 7 to the financial statements.

Goodwill

Management determines whether goodwill is impaired at least on an annual basis and whenever there is an indication
that they are impaired. The process of evaluating potential impairment of goodwill requires significant judgements and
assumptions. Management estimates the recoverable amount of the CGU to which the goodwill has been allocated.
Recoverable amount of the CGU is determined based on value-in-use calculations. The value-in-use calculations
are based on a discounted cash flow model. The recoverable amount is most sensitive to discount rate used for the
discounted cash flow model as well as the expected future cash inflows and the growth rate used for extrapolation
purposes. Any excess of the carrying values over the discounted future cash flows are recognised as impairment
loss in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income. The carrying amount of the Group’s goodwill as at 31
May 2020 was $4,049,000 (2019: $5,848,000) and an allowance for impairment loss of $722,000 (2019: $415,000) was
recognised as disclosed in Note 5 to the financial statements.

Loss allowance for trade and other receivables
Trade and other receivables

Management determines the expected loss based on the simplified approach arising from default for trade
receivables, by categorising them based on its historical loss pattern, historical payment profile as well as credit
risk profile of customers. Notwithstanding the above, the Group evaluates the expected credit loss on customers in
financial difficulties separately. Specific allowance for impairment of trade receivables was made for those customers
identified in financial difficulties during the financial year. For non-trade receivables, management considers the
performance, financial capability as well as payment profile of these non-trade receivables in order to determine
the appropriate stage of expected credit loss for these receivables. Probability or risk of default is then being
estimated by considering the future conditions. The carrying amounts of trade and other receivables are disclosed in
Note 13 to the financial statements. A loss allowance amounted to $17,000 (2019: $Nil] was recognised as at 31 May
2020.

Amounts due from subsidiaries and joint venture

Management determines whether there is significant increase in credit risk of these subsidiaries and joint venture
since initial recognition. Management reviews the financial performance and results of these subsidiaries and joint
venture. A loss allowance amounted to $200,000 (2019: $21,000) was recognised during the financial year ended 31
May 2020. The amounts due from subsidiaries and joint venture are disclosed in Note 13 to the financial statements.

(iv)]  Fair value measurement of derivative financial instruments

The derivative financial instruments arise from the granting of options to re-purchase, put option and forward purchase
contracts for the acquired subsidiaries as disclosed in Note 7 to the financial statements, and are measured at fair
value as at the end of the reporting period.

Put option

As at the end of the reporting period, the fair value of derivative financial instrument has been determined by
management, assisted by its external valuer, and is considered as level 3 recurring fair value measurements. The
significant judgement and assumptions to the valuation include expected volatility rate and risk-free rate. Significant
assumptions were made by the management in estimating the probability of the option being exercised as at the end of
the reporting period. The carrying values of the derivative financial instrument of the Group and the Company relating
to the put option as at 31 May 2020 were $549,000 (2019: $Nil).

If the probability that the option is exercised is higher or lower by 5% from management’s estimates, the Group’s profit
would have been higher or lower by $549,000 respectively.

Lease liabilities are measured at the present value of the contractual payments due to the lessor over the lease
term.

The Group obtains the relevant market interest rate
after considering the applicable geographical location where the lessee operates as well as the term of the lease.
Management considers its own credit spread information from its recent borrowings, industry data available as well
as any security available in order to adjust the market interest rate obtained from similar economic environment, term
and value of the lease.

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42. SEGMENT INFORMATION
Business segment

The Group primarily operates in one business segment, which is the healthcare segment. Accordingly, no segmental
information is prepared based on business segment as it is not meaningful.

43. IMPACT OF COVID-19 OUTBREAK ON THE GROUP’S OPERATIONS
On 31 January 2020, the World Health Organisation declared the COVID-19 outbreak a global health emergency.

The Singapore Multi-Ministry Taskforce implemented an elevated set of safe distancing measures (“circuit breaker”) from
7 April 2020 to 1 June 2020, to pre-empt the trend of increasing local transmission of COVID-19. Except for those providing
essential services and selected economic sectors which are critical for local and global supply chains, all businesses are
required to suspend all in-person activities and activities at the business location. The Ministry of Health also imposed
restrictions on the medical services that the Group can perform. As a result, the Group’s operations and financial position
was affected towards the end of the financial year ended 31 May 2020.

The pandemic may continue to affect the Group in the next 12 months, hence the Group will stay vigilant and focus on driving
revenue and improving operating efficiencies in a bid to contain costs. In addition, the Group has considered the challenges
arising from the outbreak and assessed the impact of COVID-19 on its operations, and anticipated that adequate funds are
available for its operating requirements and meeting debt obligations. The Group will also continue to look for opportunities
and suitable partners in its expansion plans, in addition to the ongoing search for young, talented specialists to join the Group
to reinforce the Group’s specialist platform to support the next generation of specialists.
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EVENTS AFTER THE REPORTING PERIOD
Acquisition of GMH Endoscopy & Surgery Pte. Ltd. (“GMH")

As disclosed in Note 38 to the financial statements, the Company had entered into a sale and purchase agreement but the
acquisition in the equity interest of GMH is not completed at the end of the reporting period. Management determined that

the Group obtained control over GMH after the end of the reporting period and hence, did not recognise it as a subsidiary.

The Company paid cash consideration of $561,000 to the vendor on 3 July 2020. The Company also reissued 480,000 treasury

shares of the Company to the vendor as satisfaction of the consideration shares under the sale and purchase agreement.

The Company is in the midst of finalising the purchase price allocation report of this acquisition. Accordingly, no disclosure
on the effect of the acquisition has been made under the requirements of SFRS(I) 3 Business Combinations as the fair value
of the net assets of the acquiree is not determinable as at the date of this report.

From the date of acquisition to date of authorisation of financial statements, GMH's revenue or profit before tax contribution
to the Group is insignificant. There will be no impact to the Group’s profit and revenue for the financial year even if the
combination had taken place at the beginning of the financial year.
