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On behalf of the Board, we are 
pleased to present Maxi-Cash 
Financial Services Corporation Ltd’s 
(the “Company” and together with its 
subsidiaries, the “Group”, “Maxi-Cash”) 
annual report for the financial year 
ended 31 December 2020 (“FY2020”).

The financial year under review 
has truly been unprecedented as 
the COVID-19 pandemic impacted 
economies, businesses and livelihoods 
on a global scale. Governments had 
scrambled to establish travel limitations 
and safe distancing and hygiene 
protocols to stem the spread of the 
virus as its ripple eff ects could be felt 
at all levels. 

For the Group, our operations were 
initially brought to a standstill as 
we closed our doors in compliance 
with the requirements of the circuit 
breaker measures implemented by the 
Singapore government in early April. 
However, we and members of the 
pawnbroking association successfully 
lobbied for our industry to be open to 
allow the public access to credit for

urgent needs during the challenging 
period. As a result, we reopened 24 
out of our 45 pawnbroking stores 
after the government exemption so 
that we could continue to serve our 
customers.1, 2

In addition to providing pawnbroking 
services, we also provided 
concessions such as waiving the one-
month interest of up to 1 per cent on 
selected pledges. 

As we re-opened our doors, the 
safety and health of our staff and 
customers was a key priority and we 
stringently upheld safe distancing and 
hygiene practices as advised by the 
government to give peace of mind to all 
and do our bit in an eff ort to contain the 
spread of the virus.

As the number of COVID-19 infections 
were brought under control, restrictions 
were gradually eased and more 
business activities were allowed to 
resume. We kept close tabs on the 
evolving situation and swiftly adapted 
where necessary to ensure continuity 

of operations. As a result of our 
combined eff orts, the Group revenue 
for FY2020 rose by 20.3% or $44.3 
million to $262.8 million. The increase 
was largely due to higher contribution 
from our retail and trading of jewellery, 
and branded merchandise segment. 
However, the pawnbroking business 
and secured lending business saw a 
decline in revenue and that lead to an 
off setting of overall revenue growth.

From a profitability perspective, the 
Group continued to perform due to the 
aforementioned increase in business 
activity and external factors such as 
the increase in gold prices, COVID-
19-related rent concessions and 
government grants for wages under 
the Jobs Support Scheme.  The price 
of gold fluctuated throughout 2020, 
starting at about US$1,520 per ounce 
in January, touching a low of US$1,490 
per ounce in March and a high of 
US$2,030 per ounce in July before 
fi nally settling at US$1,880 per ounce 
at the end of the year.3

As a result of the above, equity 
attributable to owners of the Company 
rose to $151.6 million as compared 
to $138.0 million as at 31 December 
2019. The increase was mainly 
attributable to the increase in profi t for 
the year. In similar vein, our earnings 
per share nearly doubled from 1.43 
cents in FY2019 to 2.83 cents. Net 
asset value per ordinary share also 
advanced, moving to 14.64 cents from 
13.33 cents previously.
 
In recognition of the ongoing support 
through these volatile times, the Board 
has declared a second interim tax 
exempt (one-tier) dividend of 1.45 
Singapore cents per ordinary share. 
In combination with the first interim 
tax exempt (one-tier) dividend of 1.15 
Singapore cents per ordinary share 
declared in July, the total dividend 
proposed and paid for the financial 
year ended 31 December 2020 
amounts to $0.0260 per share, nearly 
twice as much as the $0.0135 per 
share distributed in FY2019.

BUILDING MOMENTUM IN 2021

The COVID-19 pandemic and its 
resulting economic uncertainties 
continue to bear on employment 
and consumer sentiment in the 
various countries we operate in. Our 
pawnbroking and retail operations 
also needed to contend with volatile 
gold prices, disruptions to supply 
chains and restrictive cross-border 
travel. Nonetheless, we are cautiously 
optimistic of the coming fi nancial year 
having weathered the challenges 
of FY2020 while maintaining our 
fundamentals.

In addition, we have worked on the 
digitalisation of our business, unlocking 
new avenues to reach our clientele and 
building resilience against unforeseen 
operational changes.  
 
We will continue to leverage on our 
branding, store network, innovation 
and staff  training to further improve the 
effi  ciency of delivery of our products 
and services.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT

Over the past financial year, we 
continued to identify and contribute 
to the various communities as we 
recognise that  needs are greater in 
times of crisis. As restrictions on safe 
distancing and gathering are eased, 
we look forward to doing more for 
society.

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PAWNBROKING BUSINESS

For the year ended 31 December 2020, the performance 
of our pawnbroking segment remained largely stable with a 
2.8% reduction in revenue from $43.2 million in FY2019, to 
$42.0 million. In welcome contrast, profi t after tax grew by 
46.8% or $4.2 million to $13.3 million from $9.1 million the 
year before.

The year under review has seen us face numerous 
unprecedented restrictions which tested the Group and 
provided the opportunity for us to showcase our resilience.

MONEY LENDING

The Group’s money lending segment saw a decline in its 
top line as our secured lending to corporations matured. It 
logged a revenue of $2.9 million for the year under review 
which was lower compared to the $7.9 million for the year 
before. Profi t after tax for the segment amounted to $1.1 
million which was lower than the $2.4 million. The segment 
continues to complement our range of services and we will 
remain alert for other opportunities to grow the segment.

RETAIL AND TRADING OF JEWELLERY AND 
BRANDED MERCHANDISE

The Group’s retail and trading of jewellery and branded 
merchandise grew by 30.3% or $50.6 million to $217.9 
million from $167.3 million recorded in the previous 
fi nancial year. Similarly, net profi t after tax for the segment 
grew, tripling from $3.6 million to $14.4 million for the year 
under review.

As part of the circuit breaker requirements, we could 
only off er the services of this segment in the latter part of 
June. Despite the reduced days of availability in FY2020 
compared to FY2019, the segment’s stronger performance 
attests to its fundamental strengths and the success of 
our revamping of retail touchpoints in FY2019 to include 
features such as the ‘walk-in’ Bag Galleria and dedicated 
Timepiece counters to create a more engaging shopping 
experience.

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On 6 August 2018, the Monetary Authority of Singapore (MAS) issued a revised Code of Corporate Governance 2018 (the 
“Code”) and accompanying Practice Guidance, with the aim to enhance board quality by strengthening board independence and 
diversity and encourage better engagement between companies and all stakeholders. Maxi-Cash Financial Services Corporation 
Ltd (the “Company” and together with its subsidiaries, the “Group”) is committed to observing and maintaining high standards of 
corporate governance with specifi c reference made to the principles and guidelines as set out in the Code. This report describes 
the Group’s corporate governance practices with specifi c references to the Code and accompanying Practice Guidance pursuant 
to Rule 710 of the Listing Manual Section B: Rules of Catalist (the “Catalist Rules”) of the Singapore Exchange Securities 
Trading Limited (the “SGX-ST”).

The Board of Directors (the “Board” or “Directors”) is pleased to report that the Company has adhered to the principles and 
provisions as set out in the Code for the fi nancial year ended 31 December 2020 (“FY2020”), except where otherwise explained. 
In areas where we have not complied with the Code, the Company will continue to assess its needs and implement appropriate 
measures accordingly.

BOARD MATTERS (Principles 1, 2 and 3)

Principle 1: The company is headed by an effective Board which is collectively responsible and works with the 
management of the company (the “Management”) for the long-term success of the company. 

Principle 2: The Board has an appropriate level of independence and diversity of thought and background in its 
composition to enable it to make decisions in the best interests of the company.

Principle 3: There is a clear division of responsibilities between the leadership of the Board and Management, and 
no one individual has unfettered powers of decision-making.

THE BOARD’S CONDUCT OF AFFAIRS

The Board’s role is to:

 provide entrepreneurial leadership, set strategic directions, and ensure that the necessary fi nancial and human resources 
are in place for the Group to meet its objectives;

 establish a framework of prudent and effective controls which enables risks to be assessed and managed, and to achieve 
an appropriate balance between risks and the Company’s performance;

 constructively challenge the Management and review the performance of the Management;

 set the Group’s corporate values and ensure that obligations to shareholders and other stakeholders are understood and 
met; 

 instill an ethical corporate culture and ensure that the Company’s values, standards, policies and practices are consistent 
with the culture; 

 ensure transparency and accountability to key stakeholder groups; and

 consider value creation, innovation and sustainability issues, e.g. environmental and social factors, as part of its strategic 
formulation.

The Directors are able to objectively raise issues and seek clarifi cation as and when necessary from the Board and the 
Management on matters pertaining to their area of responsibilities and actively help the Management in the development of 
strategic proposals and oversees the effective implementation by the Management to achieve the objectives set. All Directors are 
expected to exercise due diligence and independent judgment in dealing with the business affairs of the Group and are obliged 
to act in good faith and to take objective decisions in the interest of the Group.

Each Director is required to promptly disclose any confl ict or potential confl ict of interest, whether direct or indirect, in relation 
to a transaction or proposed transaction with the Group as soon as is practicable. On an annual basis, each Director is also 
required to submit details of his/her associates for the purpose of monitoring interested person transactions. Where a Director 
has a confl ict or potential confl ict of interest in relation to any matter, he/she should immediately declare his/her interest when 
the confl ict-related matter is discussed, unless the Board is of the opinion that his/her presence and participation is necessary to 
enhance the efficacy of such discussion. Nonetheless, he/she is to abstain from voting in relation to the confl ict related matters.

The Company has adopted internal guidelines setting forth matters that require the Board’s approval and clear directions have 
also been given to the Management that the following matters must be approved by the Board under such guidelines:

 Financial results announcements and fi nancial statements;

 Declaration of interim dividends and proposal for fi nal dividends;

 Interested person transactions;

 Sustainability report;

 Convening of shareholders’ meetings;

 Authorisation of merger and acquisition transactions; and

 Authorisation of major transactions.

Upon appointment of a new Director, the Company will provide a formal letter to the Director setting out, amongst others, his 
roles, obligations, duties and responsibilities as a member of the Board. Newly appointed Directors will be briefed on the Group’s 
business, its strategic directions and corporate governance policies as well as industry-specifi c knowledge. Familiarisation visits 
can be organised, if necessary, to facilitate a better understanding of the Group’s business operations. For newly appointed 
Directors who do not have prior experience as a director of a public listed company in Singapore, the Company will arrange for 
the SGX-ST’s prescribed training courses organised by the Singapore Institute of Directors on the roles and responsibilities of a 
director of a listed company, or other training institutions in areas such as management, accounting, legal and industry-specifi c 
knowledge, where appropriate, in connection with their duties for the Directors.

Regular training, particularly on risk management, corporate governance and key changes in the relevant regulatory 
requirements and fi nancial reporting standards, will be arranged and funded by the Company for all Directors, from time to time. 
During the period under review, Directors are provided with briefi ngs and updates (i) on the developments in fi nancial reporting 
and governance standards by the external auditors, Ernst & Young LLP (“EY”); and (ii) on changes in the relevant laws and 
regulations pertaining to the Group’s business and changing commercial risks and business conditions of the Group by the 
Management during the Board Committee meetings, so as to enable them to make well-informed decisions and to properly 
discharge their duties as the Board or Board Committee members. All Directors were updated on the Code which applies to the 
Annual Report covering fi nancial years commencing from 1 January 2019. 

All of the Directors have objectively discharged their duties and responsibilities at all times as fi duciaries in the interests of 
the Company. The Board has, without abdicating its responsibility, delegated certain matters to specialised committees of the 
Board. These committees include the Audit Committee (the “AC”), the Nominating Committee (the “NC”) and the Remuneration 
Committee (the “RC”) (collectively, the “Board Committees”). The Board Committees assist the Board in carrying out and 
discharging its duties and responsibilities efficiently and objectively. The majority of the members of the Board Committees, 
including the Chairman, are independent. The Board Committees function within clearly defi ned terms of references setting out 
their compositions, authorities and duties, including reporting back to the Board, and operating procedures. The effectiveness of 
the Board is also reviewed by the Board on an annual basis. Information on the Board Committees and their respective terms of 
reference can be found in the subsequent sections of this report.

For FY2020, the Board had met on a quarterly basis as warranted. Ad-hoc meetings were also convened to discuss and 
deliberate on urgent substantive matters or issues. The constitution of the Company (the “Constitution”) provides for the 
Board to convene meetings via telephone conferencing and video conferencing.

While the Board considers Directors’ attendance at Board and Board Committee meetings important, it should not be the only 
criterion to measure their contributions. The Board also takes into account the contributions by the Directors in other forms, 
including periodical reviews and the provision of guidance and advice on various matters relating to the Group.

As the ability to commit sufficient time and attention to the Group’s affairs is essential for the individual Director’s contribution 
and performance, the Board has considered the number of listed directorships each of its Directors can hold after taking into 
consideration factors such as the expected and/or competing time commitments of the Directors, the size and composition of 
the Board as well as the nature and scope of the Group’s operations and size. As a guide, Directors should not have more than 
six (6) listed company board representations. None of the Directors of the Company sit on the boards of more than six (6) listed 
companies.

The NC determines annually whether a Director with other listed company board representations is able to and has been 
adequately carrying out his or her duties as a Director of the Company. The NC has reviewed and is satisfi ed that in FY2020, 
where Directors had other listed company board representations, the Directors have been able to devote sufficient time and 
attention to the affairs of the Company to adequately carry out their duties as Directors of the Company.

All Directors have unrestricted access to the Company’s records and information. To enable the Board to fulfi ll its responsibilities, 
the Management provides the Board with management reports on a regular and timely basis, with relevant and adequate 
information prior to the Board meetings. Prior to each Board meeting, the Board is provided with the relevant background or 
explanatory information relating to the business of the meeting and information on major operational, fi nancial and corporate 
issues. During each Board meeting, progress reports of the Group’s business operations are also presented to the Board by 
the Management. The Board also has separate and independent access to the Company Secretary and the Company senior 
management.

The Company Secretary attends all Board meetings and ensures that Board procedures are followed. The Company Secretary 
also ensures that the requirements under the Companies Act (Chapter 50 of Singapore), Securities and Futures Act (Chapter 
289 of Singapore) and all other regulations of the SGX-ST are complied with. The appointment and removal of the Company 
Secretary is a matter for consideration for the Board as a whole.

In the furtherance of its duties, the Board may obtain professional advice and assistance from the Company Secretary or 
independent external professionals if necessary, and the cost of such advice and assistance will be borne by the Company.

(1) Mr Koh Wee Seng, Ms Koh Lee Hwee and Ms Ko Lee Meng are siblings.
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The Board currently comprises eight (8) Directors, four (4) of whom are Independent Directors. Under Provision 2.2 of the 
Code, it provides that independent directors make up a majority of the board where the chairman is not independent. The 
Company notes that the current Board composition is not in compliance with Provision 2.2 of the Code. However, the Board is 
of the opinion that based on the Group’s current size and operations, it is not necessary nor cost effective to have Independent 
Directors make up a majority of the Board. The NC is of the view that the current Board composition is of an appropriate size, 
and comprises Directors who as a group, provide the appropriate balance and mix of skills, knowledge, experience, and are 
sufficiently diverse so as to foster constructive debate. No individual or small group of individuals dominates the Board’s decision 
making. Further, the Chairman of the Board will abstain from exercising his casting vote as provided for in the Company’s 
Constitution. As at the date of this report, the Board comprises seven (7) Non-Executive Directors which make up a majority of 
the Board.

The independence of each Director will be assessed and reviewed annually by the NC. The NC adopts the Code’s defi nition of 
what constitutes an Independent Director in its review. Following the recent revision to the Code, the Catalist Rules has been 
amended to be consistent with the Code. In relation to the assessment of the independence of the Directors, specifi c tests of 
Directors’ independence have been codifi ed into the Catalist Rules to clarify that these circumstances which deemed Directors 
not to be independent should be applied without any exceptions. Under Rules 406(3)(d)(i) and 406(3)(d)(ii) of the Catalist Rules, 
it stipulates that a Director will not be considered as independent if he is employed by the issuer or any of its related corporations 
for the current or any of the past three (3) fi nancial years; or if he has an immediate family member who is employed or has 
been employed by the issuer or any of its related corporation for the past three (3) fi nancial years, and whose remuneration is 
determined by the remuneration committee of the issuer. In this regard, the Independent Directors have confi rmed that they and 
their respective associates do not have any employment relationships with the Company or any of its related corporations for the 
current or any of the past three (3) fi nancial years. 

Under Rule 406(3)(d)(iii) of the Catalist Rules which will come into force on 1 January 2022, it stipulates that a Director will not 
be considered independent if he/she has been a director for an aggregate period of more than 9 years (whether before or after 
listing) and his/her continued appointment as an independent director has not been sought and approved in separate resolutions 
by (A) all shareholders; and (B) shareholders, excluding the directors and the chief executive offi  cer of the listing applicant,  
and associates of such directors and chief executive offi  cer. The Board notes that the SGX-ST has stated that to ensure that 
the independence designation of a director who has served for more than nine (9) years as at and from 1 January 2022 is not 
aff ected, a listed issuer should seek and obtain approvals for his continued appointment as an independent director prior to 1 
January 2022. 

The Board notes that Mr Tan Keh Yan, Peter and Mr Lee Sai Sing who were fi rst appointed as Independent Directors of the 
Company on 16 April 2012 will cease to be considered Independent Directors from 1 January 2022 onwards. Therefore, the 
Company intends to seek approvals for the continued appointments of Mr Tan Keh Yan, Peter and Mr Lee Sai Sing at the 
Company’s forthcoming annual general meeting (“AGM”). In accordance with Rule 406(3)(d)(iii) of the Catalist Rules, such 
approvals will remain in force until the earlier of the following: (i) the retirement or resignation of Mr Tan Keh Yan, Peter and Mr 
Lee Sai Sing; or (ii) the conclusion of the third AGM following the passing of the resolutions. 

The NC has reviewed and determined that Mr Tan Keh Yan, Peter, Mr Lee Sai Sing, Ms Goh Bee Leong and Mr Tan Soo Kiang 
are independent in character and judgement and that there are no relationships or circumstances which are likely to affect, or 
could appear to affect, the Independent Directors’ judgement.

The Independent Directors have confi rmed that they do not have any relationship with the Company, its related corporations, 
its substantial shareholders or its officers that could interfere, or be reasonably perceived to interfere, with the exercise of the 
Directors’ independent business judgement with a view to the best interests of the Company. 

The Board has considered the present Board size and is satisfi ed that the current size facilitates effective decision-making 
and is appropriate for the nature and scope of the Group’s operations. In identifying the need for new directors, the Board’s 
primary consideration is to ensure that the Board consists of an appropriate mix of members with complementary skills, core 
competencies and experience that could contribute effectively to the Group, regardless of gender.

The Board has a diversity policy which requires the NC to review the Board’s diversity in skills, industry, business experience, 
gender, age, ethnicity and other attributes among the Directors, with the objective of bringing to the Board different perspectives, 
experiences and competencies. To maintain or enhance the balance and diversity of the Board, the Board’s composition is 
reviewed by the NC to ensure that the Board has the appropriate mix of expertise and experience. The NC is of the view that the 
current Board comprises persons whose diverse skills, experience and knowledge to the Company and provides a diversity of 
gender with fi ve (5) male Directors and three (3) female Directors. The Board members also collectively possess the necessary 
core competencies such as accounting, fi nance, investment, business and management experience, corporate governance, 
industry knowledge and strategic planning experience for the effective functioning of the Board and an informed decision-making 
process.
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The Independent Directors have the necessary experience and expertise to assist the Board in decision-making and provide 
greater balance to the Board as they do not participate in the day-to-day running of the Group. The Non-Executive Directors 
may challenge and help develop proposals on strategy, review the performance of the Management and extend guidance to the 
Management. Non-Executive Directors have been actively participating in discussions and decision-making at the Board and 
Board Committees meetings, and had open discussions with the Management. Where necessary, the Non-Executive Directors, 
led by the Lead Independent Director, meet and discuss on the Group’s affairs without the presence of the Management and the 
Chairman of the Board. The feedback and views expressed by the Non-Executive Directors were communicated by the Lead 
Independent Director to the Board and/or Chairman of the Board after the meeting, as appropriate.

CHAIRMAN AND CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER (“CEO”)

The roles of the Chairman and the CEO are separate and distinct, each having their own areas of responsibilities.

The responsibilities of the Chairman include:

 leading the Board to ensure its effectiveness;

 setting agenda for Board meetings and ensuring adequate time for discussion;

 promoting openness and discussion during Board meetings;

 ensuring that Directors receive complete, adequate and timely information;

 ensuring effective communication with the shareholders and other stakeholders;

 encouraging constructive relations within the Board and between the Board and the Management;

 facilitating effective contributions of the Non-Executive Directors; and

 promoting high standards of corporate governance.

The key responsibilities of the CEO include overseeing the day-to-day management of the Group, leading and implementing 
all major initiatives (such as expansion related strategies, acquisitions and capital investments) of the Group, and playing an 
instrumental role in the sustainable development and growth of the Group’s business.

The Company believes that a distinctive separation of responsibilities between the Chairman and the CEO will ensure an 
appropriate balance of power, increased accountability and greater capacity for the Board to exercise independent decision- 
making. For FY2020, the positions of the Chairman and the CEO are held by Mr Koh Wee Seng and Mr Ng Leok Cheng 
respectively.

The Board is of the view that there are sufficient safeguards and checks to ensure that the process of decision-making by the 
Board is independent and based on collective decisions without any individual or small group of individuals exercising any 
considerable concentration of power or infl uence.

For good corporate governance, the Board has appointed Mr Tan Keh Yan, Peter as the Lead Independent Director of the 
Company. He is available to address the concerns of the shareholders and employees in the event that interactions with the 
Non-Executive Chairman, CEO or Assistant Finance Director cannot satisfactorily resolve their concerns or where such channel 
of communications is considered inappropriate or inadequate. No queries or requests on any matters were received in FY2020 
which required the Lead Independent Director’s attention.

BOARD MEMBERSHIP & PERFORMANCE (Principles 4 and 5)

Principle 4: The Board has a formal and transparent process for the appointment and re-appointment of directors, 
taking into account the need for progressive renewal of the Board.

Principle 5: The Board undertakes a formal annual assessment of its eff ectiveness as a whole, and that of each of 
its board committees and individual directors.
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NOMINATING COMMITTEE

The NC comprises fi ve (5) Directors, all of whom are Non-Executive Directors, and a majority of whom, including the NC 
Chairman, are independent. The members of the NC are as follows:

Goh Bee Leong Chairman Independent Director
Tan Keh Yan, Peter Member Lead Independent Director
Lee Sai Sing Member Independent Director
Tan Soo Kiang Member Independent Director
Koh Lee Hwee Member Non-Executive Director

The NC will meet at least once a year. The NC carries out its duties in accordance with a set of terms of reference which 
includes, mainly, the following:

 reviewing and recommending to the Board on all Board appointments, including the nomination or re-nomination of 
Directors having regard to the Directors’ contribution and performance;

 reviewing the succession plans for the Chairman of the Board, Directors, CEO and key management personnel of the 
Company; 

 developing a process for the selection, appointment and re-appointment of Directors to the Board;

 reviewing induction programs for new Directors, as well as the training and professional development programs for the 
continuing training of the Directors;

 determining on an annual basis whether or not a Director is independent bearing in mind the salient factors set out in the 
Code;

 deciding whether or not a Director is able to and has been adequately carrying out his duties as a director, having regard 
to the competing time commitments that are faced by the Director has multiple listed company board representations;

 assessing the effectiveness of the Board as a whole and the contribution of each individual Director to the effectiveness 
of the Board;

 recommending to the Board the development of a performance evaluation framework and deciding how the performance 
of the Board may be evaluated and proposing objective performance criteria. The NC Chairman should act on the results 
of the performance evaluation, recommend areas that need improvement and, where appropriate, propose new members 
be appointed to the Board or seek the resignation of Directors, in consultation with the NC;

 reviewing the structure, size and composition (including the skills, gender, age, qualifi cation, experience and diversity) of 
the Board and Board Committees (taking in account Rule 406(3)(c) of the Catalist Rules and Provisions 2.1 to 2.4 of the 
Code) and make recommendations to the Board with regard to any changes; and

 reviewing and ensuring that there is a clear division of responsibilities between the Chairman and CEO of the Company in 
place.

In its selection of new Directors, the NC reviews the composition of the Board and identifi es the skill sets which will enhance the 
Board’s overall effectiveness. Potential candidates are identifi ed from various sources. The Board conducts an initial assessment 
to review the candidate’s qualifi cations, attributes and past experience followed by interviewing short-listed candidates. The 
proposed candidate’s independence, expertise, background and right skills will be considered before the Board makes its fi nal 
decision on the appointment. For re-appointment of Directors to the Board, the Board will take into consideration, amongst 
others, the Director’s integrity, competencies, independence, commitment, contribution and performance (such as attendance, 
participation, preparedness and candour).

The NC ensures that new directors are aware of their duties and obligations. Information in respect of the academic and 
professional qualifi cation and present and past directorships is set out in the “Board Composition and Guidance” section of this 
report. For FY2020, the Board is of the view that all Directors have been able to and have adequately carried out their duties as 
Directors notwithstanding their other listed company board representations and other principal commitments. Having reviewed 
each Director’s attendance, participation, contribution, expertise and competing time commitments, the Board (with the NC’s 
concurrence) is of the view that none of the Directors hold a signifi cant number of directorships and other principal commitments 
that may impede his/her ability to discharge his/her duties. The Board further notes that none of the Directors hold six (6) or more 
listed company directorships. Further information on multiple directorships can be found under “The Board’s Conduct of Affairs” 
of this report. 
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The NC determines the criteria on which Board performance is to be evaluated and, subject to the approval of the Board, 
proposes objective performance criteria which address how the Board has enhanced long-term shareholders’ value.

The Board has implemented a formal annual process to be carried out by the NC to assess the effectiveness of the Board 
as a whole, its Board Committees, the Chairman of the Board and the individual Director’s performance. For FY2020, 
the Directors participated in the evaluation by providing feedback to the NC in the form of completing a Board Performance 
Evaluation checklist which covers several parameters such as Board composition, conduct of meetings, Board process, Board 
accountability, risk management and internal control, measuring and monitoring performance as well as communication with 
shareholders. The assessment of the Chairman of the Board is based on his ability to lead, whether he established proper 
procedures to ensure the effective functioning of the Board and that the time devoted to Board meetings were appropriate 
and Board meetings are conducted in a manner that facilitate open communication and meaningful participation for effective 
discussion and decision-making by the Board. The performance criteria taken into account by the NC in relation to an individual 
Director include, inter alia, the Director‘s interactive skills, industry knowledge, contribution and workload requirements, sense of 
independence and preparation at the Board and Board Committees meetings. To ensure confi dentiality, the evaluation checklists 
completed by the Directors were submitted to the Company Secretary for collation. The consolidated responses were presented 
to the NC for review before submitting to the Board for discussion and determining areas for improvement and enhancement 
of the Board effectiveness. Following the review in FY2020, the Board is of the view that the Board and its Board Committees 
operate effectively and each Director is contributing to the overall effectiveness of the Board. There was no external consultant 
involved in the Board evaluation process in FY2020.

The NC will continue to review formal assessment processes for evaluating Board performance, as well as the contribution of 
individual Directors to the effectiveness of the Board. Each member of the NC and the Board shall abstain from voting on any 
resolutions in respect of the assessment of his performance or re-nomination as Director.

All Directors submit themselves for re-nomination and re-appointment at regular intervals of at least once every three (3) years. 
The Company’s Constitution provides that at least one-third of the Board shall retire from office by rotation and are subject 
to re-election at every AGM. The NC has reviewed and is satisfi ed that the Directors who are retiring in accordance with the 
Company’s Constitution at the forthcoming AGM are properly qualifi ed for re-appointment by virtue of their skills, experience and 
contributions.

The NC recommended to the Board that Mr Koh Wee Seng, Mr Tan Soo Kiang and Mr Tan Keh Yan, Peter who are retiring 
pursuant to Regulation 89 of the Company’s Constitution, be nominated for re-election as Directors at the Company’s 
forthcoming AGM. The NC also recommended to the Board that Mr Ng Leok Cheng, who is retiring pursuant to Rule 720(4) of 
the Catalist Rules, be nominated for re-election as a Director at the Company’s forthcoming AGM. The Board has accepted the 
recommendation of the NC. Please refer to page 15 of this Annual Report for more information on Mr Koh Wee Seng, Mr Tan Soo 
Kiang, Mr Tan Keh Yan, Peter and Mr Ng Leok Cheng. The re-appointments of Mr Koh Wee Seng, Mr Tan Soo Kiang, Mr Tan Keh 
Yan, Peter and Mr Ng Leok Cheng shall be subject to shareholders’ approval at the forthcoming AGM.

The NC also determines, on an annual basis, the independence of the Directors. For FY2020, the NC has assessed and affi  rmed 
the status of each Director as follows:

The RC will meet at least once a year. The RC carries out its duties in accordance with a set of terms of reference which 
includes, mainly, the following:

 reviewing and recommending to the Board a framework of remuneration policies to determine the specifi c remuneration 
packages and terms of employment for each of the Directors and key management personnel which are appropriate 
and proportionate to the sustained performance and value creation of the Company, taking into account the strategic 
objectives of the Company;

 setting performance measures and determine targets for any performance-related pay schemes, as necessary, that are 
operated by the Company;

 ensuring that a signifi cant and appropriate proportion of the Executive Director’s and key management personnel’s 
remuneration is structured so as to link rewards to corporate and individual performance, and that the performance-
related remuneration is aligned with the interests of shareholders and other stakeholders and promotes the long-term 
success of the Company;

 ensuring that the remuneration of the Non-Executive Directors is appropriate to the level of contribution, taking into 
account factors such as eff ort, time spent, and responsibilities;

 reviewing the remuneration of employees related to the Directors, CEO or substantial shareholders, if any, to ensure that 
their remuneration packages are in line with staff  remuneration guidelines and commensurate with their respective job 
scopes and level of responsibilities; 

 reviewing the ongoing appropriateness and relevance of the Company’s remuneration policy (including but not limited 
to Directors’ fees, salaries, allowances, bonuses, options, share-based incentives and awards and benefi ts-in-kind are 
covered) and other benefi t programmes (where appropriate);

 reviewing and administering the award of shares to Directors and employees under the employee performance share 
plan adopted by the Company; and

 reviewing and determining the contents of any service contracts for any Directors or key management executives, and 
ensuring that the termination clauses in the service contracts, if any, are fair and reasonable, and not overly generous.

The RC ensures that a formal and transparent procedure is in place for determining the remuneration packages of individual 
Directors and key management personnel. All aspects of remuneration, including but not limited to Directors’ fees, salaries, 
allowances, bonuses and other benefi ts-in-kind are reviewed by the RC. The recommendations of the RC are submitted for 
endorsement by the Board. Each member of the RC abstains from voting on any resolutions in respect of his remuneration 
package.
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The remuneration of related employees will be reviewed annually by the RC to ensure that their remuneration packages are in 
line with the staff remuneration guidelines and commensurate with their respective job scopes and level of responsibilities. Any 
bonuses, pay increments and/or promotions for these related employees will also be subject to the review and approval of the 
RC. In the event that a member of the RC is related to the employee under review, he/she will abstain from participating in the 
review.

No remuneration consultants were engaged by the Company in FY2020. The RC will engage professional advice in relation to 
remuneration matters as and when the need arises. The RC will ensure that existing relationships between the Company and 
its appointed remuneration consultants, if any, will not affect the independence and objectivity of the remuneration consultants. 
Where remuneration consultants are appointed, the Company will disclose the names and fi rms of the remuneration consultants 
in the annual remuneration report, and include a statement on whether the remuneration consultants have any such relationships 
with the Company.

The Company’s remuneration policy is to ensure that the remuneration offered is competitive and sufficient to attract, retain and 
motivate Directors and key management personnel of the required experience and expertise. Having reviewed and considered 
the variable components of the Executive Directors and key management personnel, which are moderate, the RC is of the 
view that there is no requirement to institute contractual provisions to allow the Company to reclaim incentive components of 
remuneration from the Executive Director and key management personnel in exceptional circumstances of misstatement of 
fi nancial results, or of misconduct resulting in fi nancial loss to the Company.

Executive Directors do not receive Directors’ fees but are remunerated as members of the Management. The remuneration 
package of the Executive Directors and the key management personnel comprises a basic salary component and a variable 
component (which is the annual bonus), based on the performance of the Group as a whole and their individual performance. 
The performance-related component of the remuneration package is designed to align the interests of the Executive Director with 
those of the shareholders and link rewards to the Group’s fi nancial performance. Service agreements for the Executive Director 
are for a fi xed appointment period and do not contain onerous removal clauses.

The Non-Executive Directors do not have service agreements with the Company. They are paid fi xed Directors’ fees appropriate 
to their level of contribution, taking into account factors such as effort and time spent, and their responsibilities on the Board 
and Board Committees. The Independent Directors have not been over-compensated to the extent that their independence is 
compromised.

In addition, the Company has implemented an employee performance share plan as part of a compensation plan to motivate 
Directors and employees of the Group of dedication, loyalty and higher standards of performance. The Maxi-Cash Performance 
Share Plan (the “Share Plan”) was approved and adopted by the shareholders of the Company at an extraordinary general 
meeting (“EGM”) held on 11 April 2012.

The Share Plan is administered by the RC. The names of the members of the RC are as stated above.

A participant’s award under the Share Plan will be determined at the sole discretion of the RC. In considering the grant of an 
award to a participant, the RC may take into account, amongst others, the participant’s capability, creativity, entrepreneurship, 
innovativeness, scope of responsibility and skill set.

Awards granted under the Share Plan will be performance based, with performance targets set over a designated performance 
period. Performance targets set are intended to be premised on medium-term corporate objectives covering market 
competitiveness, quality of returns, business growth and productivity growth. Awards are granted when and after pre-determined 
performance or service conditions are accomplished.

The aggregate number of shares which may be issued or transferred pursuant to the awards granted under the Share Plan, 
when added to (i) the number of shares issued and issuable and/or transferred or transferable in respect of all awards granted 
under the Share Plan; and (ii) all shares issued and issuable and/or transferred or transferable in respect of all options granted 
or awards granted under any other share incentive schemes or share plans adopted by the Company for the time being in 
force, shall not exceed fi fteen per cent (15%) of the issued share capital (excluding treasury shares) of the Company on the day 
preceding the relevant date of the award.

During FY2020, no shares have been granted under the Share Plan. For further details of the Share Plan, please refer to the 
Company’s offer document dated 12 June 2012.

RISK MANAGEMENT AND INTERNAL CONTROLS (Principle 9)

Principle 9: The Board is responsible for the governance of risk and ensures that Management maintains a sound 
system of risk management and internal controls, to safeguard the interests of the Company and its 
shareholders.

The Board acknowledges that it is responsible for the governance of risk and ensures that the Management maintains a 
sound system of risk management and internal controls to safeguard the shareholders’ interests and the Group’s assets, and 
determines the nature and extent of the signifi cant risks which the Board is willing to take in achieving its strategic objectives and 
value creation.

The Company’s internal control systems serve as the key in identifying and managing risks that are signifi cant to the achievement 
of its business objectives. The process of risk management has been integrated into the Group’s business planning and 
monitoring process. The Board regularly reviews the Group’s business and operational activities to identify areas of signifi cant 
business risks. Appropriate measures are taken to assess, control and mitigate these risks.

The AC reviews with the external auditors, as part of their statutory audit, the adequacy and effectiveness of the Group’s internal 
controls relevant to the preparation of fi nancial statements. In its review of the fi nancial statements for FY2020, the AC is of the 
view that the fi nancial statements are fairly presented in conformity with the relevant Singapore Financial Reporting Standards 
(International) in all material aspects. In the review of the fi nancial statements for FY2020, the AC had discussed with the 
management and the external auditors on signifi cant issues and assumptions that impact the fi nancial statements. Key audit 
matters (“KAM”) were reported by the external auditors and is set out on pages 44 to 45 of this Annual Report. The AC reviewed 
the KAM and concurred and agreed with the external auditor and management on their assessment, judgements and estimates 
on the signifi cant matters reported by the external auditor.

The internal audit function of the Group performs risk assessment and conducts review on the adequacy and effectiveness of 
the Group’s material internal controls, that addresses the Group’s fi nancial, operational, compliance and information technology 
controls, and risk management systems. Any material non-compliance or failures in internal controls and recommendations for 
improvements are reported to the AC. The AC also reviews and endorses the internal audit plan and internal audit reports of the 
Group.

The internal control systems maintained by the Management throughout the year and up to the date of this report, provides 
reasonable, but not absolute, assurance against material fi nancial misstatements or loss, and include the safeguarding of assets, 
the maintenance of proper accounting records, the reliability of fi nancial information, compliance with appropriate legislation, 
regulation and best practice, and the identifi cation and containment of business risk. The Board notes that no system of internal 
controls or risk management could provide absolute assurance against the occurrence of material errors, poor judgement in 
decision-making, human error, losses, fraud or other irregularities. The adequacy and effectiveness of the Group’s risk 
management and internal control systems and procedures will be reviewed by the AC annually. No material internal control 
weaknesses had been raised by the internal auditor in the course of their audits for FY2020.

Based on the Group’s framework of management controls in place, the internal control policies and procedures established and 
maintained by the Group, work performed by the internal and external auditors and reviews performed by the Management, 
the Board, with the concurrence of the AC, is of the opinion that the Group’s internal controls, including fi nancial, operational, 
compliance and information technology controls, and risk management systems are adequate and effective as at 31 December 
2020.

The Board has also received the assurance from:

(a) the CEO and the Assistant Finance Director that the fi nancial records have been properly maintained and the fi nancial

(b) the CEO and the key management personnel who are responsible that they have evaluated the adequacy and 
effectiveness of the Company’s risk management and internal control systems and assessed the internal auditors’ reports 
on the Group’s operations and external auditors’ report on the fi nancial statements and management letter, and noted 
that the Group’s risk management and internal controls systems in place were adequate and eff ective to address the 
fi nancial, operational, compliance and information technology risks in the context of the current scope of the Group’s 
business operations 

AUDIT COMMITTEE (Principle 10)

Principle 10: The Board has an Audit Committee which discharges its duties objectively.

The AC comprises fi ve (5) Directors, all of whom are Non-Executive Directors, and a majority of whom, including the AC 
Chairman, are independent and have accounting related or fi nancial management experience. The members of the AC are as 
follows:

The AC meets on a quarterly basis during the year. The AC carries out its duties in accordance with a set of terms of reference 
which includes, mainly, the following:

 reviewing with the external auditors, the audit plan and their evaluation of the system of internal accounting controls as 
part of their statutory audit and monitor Management’s response and actions to correct noted defi ciencies;

 reviewing with the internal auditors of the Company, the adequacy, eff ectiveness, independence, scope and results of the 
internal audit and monitor Management’s response to their fi ndings to ensure that appropriate follow-up measures are 
taken;

 reviewing the internal control systems and procedures and ensure coordination between the external auditors and 
Management;

 ensuring that the Company has programmes and policies in place to identify and prevent fraud;

 overseeing the establishment and operation of the whistleblowing process in the Company;

 reviewing the assurance provided by the CEO and the Assistant Finance Director that the fi nancial records have been 
properly maintained, and that the fi nancial statements give a true and fair view of the Company’s operations and fi nances;

 reviewing the effectiveness and adequacy of the Company’s administrative, operating internal accounting and fi nancial 
control procedures, and ensuring compliance with accounting standards, Catalist Rules and statutory/regulatory 
requirements;

 ensuring that internal and external auditors have direct and unrestricted access to the AC Chairman and the Chairman of 
the Board;

 reviewing the signifi cant fi nancial reporting issues and judgements so as to ensure the integrity of periodic fi nancial 
results, fi nancial statements, and any announcements on the Company’s fi nancial performance and recommend 
changes, if any, to the Board;
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 reviewing and reporting to the Board at least annually the adequacy and effectiveness of the Company’s risk 
management and internal controls systems in relation to fi nancial reporting and other fi nancial-related risk and controls 
(and to the extent delegated to it by the Board);

 reviewing the interested person transactions and related party transactions; 

 review any potential confl icts of interests that may arise in respect of any directors and/or controlling shareholders of the 
Company for the time being;

 evaluating the independence of the external auditors annually and recommend to the Board the appointment, 
reappointment and removal of the external auditors, and its remuneration and terms of engagement; and

 reviewing the adequacy, eff ectiveness, scope and results of the external audit, and where external auditors provide non-
audit services, to review the nature, extent and cost of such services and the independence and objectivity of the external 
auditors. 

The AC has authority to investigate any matter within its terms of reference and have been given full access to, and the co- 
operation of, the Management and reasonable resources to enable it to discharge its function properly. The AC has full discretion 
to invite any Director or key management personnel to attend its meetings.

The AC is guided by its terms of reference which stipulate its principal functions. In performing its functions, the AC meets 
regularly with the Management and the external auditors to review auditing and risk management matters and discuss 
accounting implications of any major transactions including signifi cant fi nancial reporting issues. It also reviews the internal audit 
function of the Group to ensure that an effective system of internal controls is maintained in the Group. The AC has full access 
to the external auditors and the internal auditors and has met with them at least once during FY2020 without the presence of the 
Management. On a quarterly basis, the AC also reviews the interested person transactions before their submission to the Board 
for approval. The AC is kept abreast by the Management and the external auditors of changes to accounting standards, Catalist 
Rules and other regulations which could have an impact on the Group’s business and fi nancial statements.

The AC will review the independence of the external auditors annually. The AC undertook the review of the independence and 
objectivity of the external auditors, EY, through discussions with the external auditors as well as reviewing the non-audit services 
provided and the fees paid to them. A breakdown of the audit and non-audit fees paid to the external auditors can be found on 
page 68 of this Annual Report. Based on the review, the AC is of the opinion that EY is, and is perceived to be, independent for 
the purpose of the Group’s statutory audit. In reviewing the nomination of EY for re-appointment for the fi nancial year ending 
31 December 2021, the AC has considered the adequacy of the resources, experience and competence of EY, and has taken 
into account the Audit Quality Indicators relating to EY at the fi rm level and on the audit engagement level. Consideration was 
also given to the experience of the engagement partner and key team members in handling the audit. The AC also considered 
the audit team’s ability to work in a cooperative manner with Management whilst maintaining integrity and objectivity and to 
deliver their services professionally and within agreed timelines. On the basis of the above, the AC is satisfi ed with the standard 
and quality of work performed by EY. The AC has recommended to the Board that EY be nominated for re-appointment as the 
Company’s external auditors at the forthcoming AGM.

The Company has complied with Rules 712 and 715 of the Catalist Rules in appointing the audit fi rms for the Group. No former 
partner or director of the Company’s existing auditing fi rm is a member of the AC (a) within a period of two (2) years commencing 
on the date of their ceasing to be a partner or director of the audit fi rm; or (b) hold any fi nancial interest in the audit fi rm.

The Company has put in place a whistle-blowing policy, endorsed by the AC where employees of the Company may in 
confi dence, raise concerns about wrongdoing or malpractice within the Company and its subsidiaries and ensure arrangements 
are in place for the independent investigations of such matters and for appropriate follow up actions. Details of the whistle- 
blowing policies and arrangements have been made available to all employees. No such whistle-blowing letter was received 
during FY2020.

The internal audit function of the Group is conducted by the internal audit team of the Company. The internal audit team performs 
risk assessment and conducts the review of the effectiveness of the Group’s internal controls, including fi nancial, operational, 
compliance and information technology controls, and risk management systems. The internal auditors report primarily to the AC 
Chairman and has unrestricted access to the documents, records, properties and personnel of the Company and of the Group. 
The AC reviews and endorses the internal audit plan and internal audit reports of the Group. Any material non-compliance or 
failures in the internal audit function and recommendations for improvements are reported to the AC.
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AUDIT COMMITTEE (Principle 10) (continued)

The internal audit function is independent of the activities it audits and carries out its activities in compliance with the Standards 
for the Professional Practice of Internal Auditing set by The Institute of Internal Auditors.

The Board and the AC are of the opinion that the internal audit function is sufficiently resourced and internal audits are 
performed by competent professional staff. The AC will review annually the adequacy and effectiveness of the internal audit 
function to ensure that resources are adequate and that the internal audits are performed effectively. The AC will also approve the 
appointment, removal, evaluation and compensation of the head of the internal audit function.

SHAREHOLDER RIGHTS AND ENGAGEMENT (Principles 11 and 12)

Principle 11: The Company treats all shareholders fairly and equitably in order to enable them to exercise 
shareholders’ rights and have the opportunity to communicate their views on matters aff ecting the 
Company. The Company gives shareholders a balanced and understandable assessment of the 
Company’s performance, position and prospects.

Principle 12: The Company communicates regularly with its shareholders and facilitates the participation of 
shareholders during general meetings and other dialogues to allow shareholders to communicate their 
views on various matters aff ecting the Company.

Shareholders are informed of shareholders’ meetings through notices contained in annual reports or circulars sent to all 
shareholders by post within the mandatory period. Notice of general meeting is released through SGXNet and published 
in the Business Times within the same period. Reports and circulars are published on the Company’s website and for those 
shareholders who opted for printed copies, they will also receive the reports and circular by post. The results of the general 
meetings are also released on SGXNet on the same day.

All registered shareholders are invited to attend the general meetings to put forth any questions they may have on the motions 
to be debated and decided upon. All shareholders are entitled to vote in accordance with the established voting rules and 
procedures at the AGM. Each share is entitled to one vote. Matters which require shareholders’ approval were presented and 
proposed as a separate resolution. The resolutions are not bundled or made inter-conditional on each other, unless the issues 
are interdependent and linked so as to form one signifi cant proposal. Where the resolutions are bundled, the Company will 
explain the reasons and material implications in the notice of meeting. The Company practices having separate resolutions at 
general meetings for each distinct issue. Each item of special business in the notice of general meeting is accompanied by 
an explanatory note, where appropriate. A proxy form is also sent with the notice of general meeting to all shareholders. If 
shareholders are unable to attend the general meetings, a shareholder who is not a relevant intermediary may appoint not more 
than two (2) proxies (or in the case of a shareholder who is a relevant intermediary, more than two (2) proxies) to attend and vote 
on their behalf at the general meetings. There is no provision in the Company’s Constitution that limits the number of proxies for 
nominee companies.

All Directors, the Management, the Company Secretary, external auditors and legal advisors (if necessary) attend the general 
meetings of the Company. The procedures of the general meetings provide shareholders the opportunity to ask questions relating 
to each resolution tabled for approval. Shareholders are encouraged to provide their views on matters relating to the Company. 
All Directors attended the AGM held on 10 June 2020. The Company’s external auditors, EY, were also present at the AGM and 
were available to assist the Directors in addressing any relevant queries by the shareholders relating to the conduct of the audit 
and the preparation and content of the auditors’ report.

Voting in absentia such as voting via mail, electronic mail or facsimile at the general meetings may only be possible following 
careful study to ensure that integrity of the information and authentication of the identity of shareholders through the web is not 
compromised.

In view of the current COVID-19 situation in Singapore, the forthcoming AGM to be held in respect of FY2020 will be convened 
and held by electronic means pursuant to the COVID-19 Order. Alternative arrangements relating to attendance at the AGM via 
electronic means (including arrangements by which the meeting can be electronically accessed via a “live” audio-visual webcast 
and/or a “live” audio-only stream), submission of questions to the Chairman of the AGM in advance of the AGM, addressing of 
substantial and relevant questions prior to the AGM and voting by appointing the Chairman of the AGM as proxy at the AGM, will 
be put in place for the AGM to be held on 30 April 2021.
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The Company Secretary prepares detailed minutes of the general meetings which include substantial and relevant comments 
or queries from shareholders relating to the agendas of the meetings, and responses from the Board and Management. These 
minutes are subsequently approved by the Board and make available to shareholders during office hours at the registered 
office. The minutes will be posted on the Group’s website as soon as practicable. All material information relating to the Group 
is disclosed in an accurate and timely manner through publication on SGXNet and is made available to everyone, including the 
shareholders.

For greater transparency, the Company will put all resolutions to vote by poll at general meetings and an announcement of the 
detailed results of the number of votes cast for and against each resolution and the respective percentages will be made on the 
same day.

The Company currently does not have a fi xed dividend policy. The form, frequency and amount of declaration and payment 
of future dividends on our shares that the Directors may recommend or declare in respect of any particular fi nancial year or 
period will take into consideration the Group’s retained earnings and expected future earnings, operations, cash fl ow, capital 
requirements and general fi nancing condition, as well as general business conditions and other factors which the Directors 
may deem appropriate. The Company may declare dividends by way of an ordinary resolution of the shareholders at a general 
meeting, but may not pay dividends in excess of the amount recommended by the Directors. The declaration and payment of 
dividends will be determined at the sole discretion of the Directors, subject to the approval of the shareholders. The Directors 
may also declare an interim dividend without the approval of the shareholders. Future dividends will be paid by the Company as 
and when approved by the Directors and the shareholders (if necessary). Any dividend payments are clearly communicated to 
shareholders via announcements on SGXNet.

The Board is mindful of the obligation to provide timely and fair disclosure of material information. The Board is accountable 
to the shareholders while the Management is accountable to the Board. The Management currently provides the Board with 
management accounts of the Group’s position, performance and prospects on a quarterly basis and as and when deemed 
necessary, and the Board provides shareholders with an assessment of the Company’s performance, position and prospects 
periodically via announcements of fi nancial results and other ad-hoc announcements as required by the SGX-ST. The Board has 
taken adequate steps to ensure that there is compliance towards the legislative and regulatory requirements. The Board seeks 
the confi rmation of the Company’s legal advisors if necessary before deciding on signifi cant matters.

Results and other material information are released through SGXNet on a timely basis for the dissemination to shareholders and 
public in accordance with the requirements of the SGX-ST.

The Company does not have a dedicated investor relations team. The CEO and Assistant Finance Director are responsible for 
the Company’s communication with shareholders. The public can provide feedback to the Company Secretary via electronic mail 
address or registered address.

MANAGING STAKEHOLDERS RELATIONSHIPS (Principle 13)

Principle 13: The Board adopts an inclusive approach by considering and balancing the needs and interests 
of material stakeholders, as part of its overall responsibility to ensure that the best interests of the 
Company are served.

The Group takes a strategic and pragmatic approach in managing stakeholders’ expectations to support its long-term strategy. 
The Group has regularly engaged its stakeholders through various medium and channels to ensure that the business interests 
are aligned with those of the stakeholders, to understand and address the concerns so as to improve services and products’ 
standards, as well as to sustain business operations for long-term growth. The stakeholders have been identifi ed as those who 
are impacted by the Group’s business and operations and those who similarly are able to impact the Group’s business and 
operations. Four (4) stakeholders groups have been identifi ed through an assessment of their signifi cance to the business 
operations. The Group has undertaken a process to determine the environmental, social and governance issues which are 
important to these stakeholders. These issues form the materiality matrix upon which targets, performance and progress are 
reviewed and endorsed by the Board annually. Having identifi ed the stakeholders and the material issues, the Company has 
mapped out the key areas of focus in relation to the management of the respective stakeholder relationships. Please refer to the 
Group’s Sustainability Report for further details.

The Group maintains a website at www.maxi-cash.com.sg to communicate and engage with stakeholders. All material 
information on the performance and development of the Group and of the Company is disclosed in a timely, accurate and 
comprehensive manner through SGXNet, press releases and the Company’s website. The Company does not practice selective 
disclosure of material information. The Company’s website, which is updated regularly, contains various information on the Group 
and the Company which serves as an important resource for investors and all stakeholders.
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OTHER CORPORATE GOVERNANCE MATTERS 

DEALING IN SECURITIES

In compliance with Rule 1204(19) of the Catalist Rules, the Group has adopted an internal securities code of compliance to 
provide to the Directors and all employees of the Group with regard to dealing in the Company’s securities. During the fi nancial 
year, the Company issued quarterly memos to its Directors, officers and employees prohibiting dealing in its shares during the 
period commencing one (1) month before the announcement of the Company’s half year and full-year fi nancial results (if the 
Company is not required to announce its quarterly fi nancial results), and ending on the date of announcement of the relevant 
results. Directors and employees are also advised against dealing in the Company’s securities when they are in possession 
of any unpublished material price-sensitive information of the Group at all times. In addition, the Company discourages the 
Directors and employees from dealing in the Company’s securities on short-term considerations. All Directors are required to 
notify the Company Secretary of any change in his interest in the Company’s shares within two (2) business days of the change. 
The Group confi rms that it has adhered to its internal securities code of compliance for FY2020.

INTERESTED PERSON TRANSACTIONS

The Company has adopted an internal policy in respect of any transactions with interested persons and has set out the 
procedures for review and approval of the Company’s interested person transactions. All interested person transactions are 
reported in a timely manner to the AC and are subject to the review of the AC when a potential confl ict of interest arises. The 
Director concerned does not participate in discussions and decisions involving the issues of confl ict and refrains from exercising 
any infl uence over other members of the Board.

The Group does not have a general mandate from shareholders for interested person transactions pursuant to Rule 920(1)(a)(i)
of the Catalist Rules.

Report on the audit of the fi nancial statements 

Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of Maxi-Cash Financial Services Corporation Ltd. (the “Company”) and its 
subsidiaries (collectively, the “Group”), which comprise the statements of fi nancial position of the Group and the Company as 
at 31 December 2020, the statements of changes in equity of the Group and the Company and the consolidated statement of 
comprehensive income and consolidated statement of cash fl ows of the Group for the year then ended, and notes to the fi nancial 
statements, including a summary of signifi cant accounting policies.

In our opinion, the accompanying consolidated fi nancial statements of the Group, the statement of fi nancial position and the 
statement of changes in equity of the Company are properly drawn up in accordance with the provisions of the Companies Act, 
Chapter 50 (the “Act”) and  Singapore Financial Reporting Standards (International) (“SFRS(I)”) so as to give a true and fair view 
of the consolidated fi nancial position of the Group and the fi nancial position of the Company as at 31 December 2020 and of the 
consolidated fi nancial performance, consolidated changes in equity and consolidated cash fl ows of the Group and changes in 
equity of the Company for the year ended on that date.

Basis for opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with Singapore Standards on Auditing (“SSAs”). Our responsibilities under those 
standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. 
We are independent of the Group in accordance with the Accounting and Corporate Regulatory Authority (“ACRA”) Code of 
Professional Conduct and Ethics for Public Accountants and Accounting Entities (“ACRA Code”) together with the ethical 
requirements that are relevant to our audit of the fi nancial statements in Singapore, and we have fulfi lled our other ethical 
responsibilities in accordance with these requirements and the ACRA Code. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained 
is suffi  cient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Key audit matters 

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgement, were of most signifi cance in our audit of the fi nancial 
statements of the current period. These matters were addressed in the context of our audit of the fi nancial statements as a whole, 
and in forming our opinion thereon, and we do not provide a separate opinion on these matters. For each matter below, our 
description of how our audit addressed the matter is provided in that context.

We have fulfi lled our responsibilities described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section 
of our report, including in relation to these matters. Accordingly, our audit included the performance of procedures designed to 
respond to our assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the fi nancial statements. The results of our audit procedures, 
including the procedures performed to address the matters below, provide the basis for our audit opinion on the accompanying 
fi nancial statements.

Allowance for expected credit losses on pawnshop loans and interest receivables on pawnshop loans

Trade receivables are signifi cant to the Group and include pawnshop loans and interest receivables on pawnshop loans. The 
collectability of trade receivables is a key element of the Group’s working capital management. 

The Group uses a provision matrix to estimate the allowance for expected credit losses (“ECLs”) on pawnshop loans and 
interest receivables on pawnshop loans. The key inputs of the Group’s ECLs model are the probability of default and loss given 
default. The Group has estimated the probability of default being the forfeiture of the customers’ pledges based on historical 
non-redemption data of its pawnshop outlets and estimated future non-redemption rate on open pledges taking into account the 
current economic environment. The Group has estimated the loss given default as the amount of loss exposure at default after 
considering the expected realisable value of the customers’ pledges.

Signifi cant judgement and estimation is involved in using the historical non-redemption data to derive the probability of default, 
estimating the expected realisable value of customers’ pledges as well as considering any forward-looking economic information. 
Accordingly, we have identifi ed the Group’s ECLs assessment on pawnshop loans and interest receivables on pawnshop loans 
from the Group’s pawnbroking segment as a key audit matter.

As part of our audit, we tested the reasonableness of the key inputs and assumptions used by the Group in the ECLs model 
which is largely dependent on the Group’s historical loss experience and loan-to-valuation data. We reviewed and tested the 
overall process and key controls relating to the collection of non-redemption data used in the ECLs model including checking the 
arithmetic accuracy of the probability of default. We also analysed historical trend of expected realisable value of the customers’ 
pledges and considered forward-looking macroeconomic factors, taking into consideration the economic environment and 
external information, that may aff ect the recoverability of the pawnshop loans and related interest receivables. Furthermore, we 
assessed the adequacy of the disclosures related to trade receivables in Note 18 to the fi nancial statements.

Key audit matters (continued)

Existence of pledges, cash and inventories

We focused on pledges, cash and inventories as their total carrying amounts are material to the fi nancial statements, and there is 
a higher inherent risk of theft and pilferage.

As part of our audit, we obtained an understanding of the internal controls with respect to the physical safeguards over pledges, 
cash and inventories. We tested selected internal controls over cash receipts and disbursements and movement of inventories. 
We obtained bank confi rmations including testing controls over bank reconciliation reviews and obtained an understanding of 
management’s monitoring of cash balances, including monitoring of outlet cash fl oat, physical transfer of cash between outlets 
and head offi  ce, and reconciliation of outlet cash fl ows to the pledges movement. 

On a sample basis, we attended and observed surprise outlet audits on daily cash counts and inventory counts at selected 
outlets. We performed verifi cation of pledges by taking a sample of pledges held on open pawn tickets and matched details of 
pledges to the physical pledges during our planned and surprise visits to the outlets. We also attended the year-end inventory 
count and cash count conducted at head offi  ce. 

We assessed the adequacy of the disclosures relating to cash and bank balances, trade receivables (which comprise mainly 
pawnshop loans related to pledges held as collateral) and inventories in Notes 20, 18 and 17 respectively, to the fi nancial 
statements.

Other information 

Management is responsible for other information. The other information comprises the information included in the annual report, 
but does not include the fi nancial statements and our auditor’s report thereon.

Our opinion on the fi nancial statements does not cover the other information and we do not express any form of assurance 
conclusion thereon.

In connection with our audit of the fi nancial statements, our responsibility is to read the other information and, in doing so, 
consider whether the other information is materially inconsistent with the fi nancial statements or our knowledge obtained in the 
audit or otherwise appears to be materially misstated. If, based on the work we have performed, we conclude that there is a 
material misstatement of this other information, we are required to report that fact. We have nothing to report in this regard. 

Responsibilities of management and directors for the fi nancial statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of fi nancial statements that give a true and fair view in accordance with the 
provisions of the Act and SFRS(I), and for devising and maintaining a system of internal accounting controls suffi  cient to provide 
a reasonable assurance that assets are safeguarded against loss from unauthorised use or disposition; and transactions are 
properly authorised and that they are recorded as necessary to permit the preparation of true and fair fi nancial statements and to 
maintain accountability of assets.

THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

For the fi nancial year ended 31 December 2020

1. Corporate information

 Maxi-Cash Financial Services Corporation Ltd. (the “Company”) is a limited liability Company incorporated and domiciled 
in Singapore and is listed on the Catalist Board of the Singapore Exchange Securities Trading Limited (“SGX-ST”).

 The Company’s immediate and ultimate holding companies are Aspial Corporation Limited and MLHS Holdings Pte Ltd 
respectively, both incorporated in Singapore.

 The Company’s registered offi  ce is located at 80 Raffl  es Place, #32-01 UOB Plaza 1, Singapore 048624 and its principal 
place of business is located at 55 Ubi Avenue 3, #03-01, Singapore 408864.

 The principal activity of the Company is investment holding and provision of management services. The principal 
activities of the subsidiaries are disclosed in Note 13 to the fi nancial statements.

2. Summary of signifi cant accounting policies

2.1 Basis of preparation

 The consolidated fi nancial statements of the Group and the statement of fi nancial position and statement of changes in 
equity of the Company have been prepared in accordance with Singapore Financial Reporting Standards (International) 
(“SFRS(I)”).

 The fi nancial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except as disclosed in the accounting policies 
below.

 The fi nancial statements are presented in Singapore Dollars (“SGD” or “$”) and all values in the tables are rounded to the 
nearest thousand (“$’000”), except when otherwise indicated.

2.2 Adoption of new and amended standards and interpretations 

 The accounting policies adopted are consistent with those of the previous fi nancial year except that in the current 
fi nancial year, the Group has adopted all the new and amended standards which are relevant to the Group and are 
eff ective for annual fi nancial periods beginning on or after 1 January 2020. Except for the adoption of amendment to 
SFRS(I) 16 Leases: COVID-19-Related Rent Concessions described below, the adoption of these standards did not have 
any material eff ect on the fi nancial performance or position of the Group. 

 Amendment to SFRS(I) 16 Leases: COVID-19-Related Rent Concessions

 The Group has early adopted the amendment to SFRS(I) 16 Leases: COVID-19-Related Rent Concessions and has 
applied the practical expedient applicable in this amendment that is eff ective for annual periods beginning on or after 1 
June 2020.

 The standard allows the lessee to account for any COVID-19 related rent concessions received as a variable lease 
payment with the eff ect of the rent concession recognised directly in the statement of comprehensive income, rather than 
a lease modifi cation, which generally requires a lessee to remeasure the lease liability by discounting the revised lease 
payments using a new discount rate under SFRS(I) 16 Leases.

 Accounting for any COVID-19-related rent concessions directly in the statement of comprehensive income is permissible 
provided the following conditions are met:

  The change in lease payments results in revised consideration for the lease that is substantially the same as, or 
less than, the consideration for the lease immediately preceding the change;

  Any reduction in lease payments aff ects only payments originally due on or before 30 June 2021; and

  There is no substantive change to other terms and conditions of the lease.

 The amount of COVID-19-related rent concessions recognised directly the statement of comprehensive income is 
disclosed in Note 7.

 
 The amendment is applicable for annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1 June 2020 and earlier application is 

permitted. The Group has early adopted this amendment for the year ended 31 December 2020 and has applied the 
practical expedient available in the standard.

2.4 Basis of consolidation 

 The consolidated fi nancial statements comprise the fi nancial statements of the Company and its subsidiaries as at the 
end of the reporting period. The fi nancial statements of the subsidiaries used in the preparation of the consolidated 
fi nancial statements are prepared for the same reporting date as the Company. Consistent accounting policies are 
applied to like transactions and events in similar circumstances.

 
 All intra-group balances, income and expenses and unrealised gains and losses resulting from intra-group transactions 

and dividends are eliminated in full. 

 Subsidiaries are consolidated from the date of acquisition, being the date on which the Group obtains control, and 
continue to be consolidated until the date that such control ceases. 

 Losses within a subsidiary are attributed to the non-controlling interest even if that results in a defi cit balance.

2.5 Business combination involving entities under common control 

 Business combinations involving entities under common control are accounted for by applying the pooling of interest 
method which involves the following:

  The assets and liabilities of the combining entities are refl ected at their carrying amounts reported in the 
consolidated fi nancial statements of the controlling holding company.

  No adjustments are made to refl ect the fair values on the date of combination, or recognise any new assets or 
liabilities.

  No additional goodwill is recognised as a result of the combination.

  Any diff erence between the consideration paid/transferred and the equity ‘acquired’ is refl ected within the equity 
under other reserves.

  The statement of comprehensive income refl ects the results of the combining entities prospectively from the date 
on which the business combination occurred.
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2.6 Transactions with non-controlling interests

 Non-controlling interest represents the equity in subsidiaries not attributable, directly or indirectly, to owners of the 
Company.

 Changes in the Company’s ownership interest in a subsidiary that do not result in a loss of control are accounted for 
as equity transactions. In such circumstances, the carrying amounts of the controlling and non-controlling interests are 
adjusted to refl ect the changes in their relative interests in the subsidiary. Any diff erence between the amount by which 
the non-controlling interest is adjusted and the fair value of the consideration paid or received is recognised directly in 
equity and attributed to owners of the Company.

2.7 Foreign currency

 The fi nancial statements are presented in Singapore Dollars (“SGD”), which is also the Company’s functional currency. 
Each entity in the Group determines its own functional currency and items included in the fi nancial statements of each 
entity are measured using that functional currency. 

 (a) Transactions and balances

  Transactions in foreign currencies are measured in the respective functional currencies of the Company and 
its subsidiaries and are recorded on initial recognition at exchange rates approximating those ruling at the 
transaction dates. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the rate 
of exchange ruling at the end of the fi nancial year. Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical 
cost in a foreign currency are translated using the exchange rates as at the dates of the initial transactions. Non-
monetary items measured at fair value in a foreign currency are translated using the exchange rates at the date 
when the fair value was measured.

  Exchange diff erences arising on the settlement of monetary items or on translating monetary items at the end of 
the fi nancial year are recognised in profi t or loss.

 (b) Consolidated fi nancial statements

  For consolidation purpose, the assets and liabilities of foreign operations are translated into SGD at the rate of 
exchange ruling at the end of the reporting period and their profi t or loss are translated at the exchange rates 
prevailing at the date of the transactions. The exchange diff erences arising on the translation are recognised in 
other comprehensive income. On disposal of a foreign operation, the component of other comprehensive income 
relating to that particular foreign operation is recognised in profi t or loss.

2.8 Property, plant and equipment

 All items of property, plant and equipment are initially recorded at cost. Subsequent to recognition, property, plant and 
equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and any accumulated impairment losses.

 Freehold land has an unlimited useful life and therefore is not depreciated. 

 Depreciation is computed on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives of the assets as follows:

Freehold properties – 50 years
Leasehold properties – 57 to 69 years
Renovations, electrical fi ttings, furniture and fi ttings – 3 – 5 years
Air-conditioners, offi  ce and security equipment – 3 – 5 years
Showroom tools and machinery – 5 years
Computers – 3 years
Motor vehicles – 3 – 7 years

 Work-in-progress is not depreciated until it is ready for its intended use.

 The carrying values of property, plant and equipment are reviewed for impairment when events or changes in 
circumstances indicate that the carrying value may not be recoverable. 
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2.8 Property, plant and equipment (continued)

 The useful life and depreciation method are reviewed at each financial year-end, and adjusted prospectively, if 
appropriate. 

 An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no future economic benefi ts are 
expected from its use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on de-recognition of the asset is included in profi t or loss in the 
year the asset is derecognised.

2.9 Investment properties

 Investment properties are properties that are either owned by the Group that are held to earn rental or for capital 
appreciation, or both, rather than for use in the production or supply of goods or services, or for administrative purposes, 
or in the ordinary course of business. Investment properties comprise completed investment properties and properties 
that are being constructed or developed for future use as investment properties.

 Investment properties are initially measured at cost, including transaction costs.

 Subsequent to initial recognition, investment properties are carried at cost less accumulated depreciation and 
accumulated impairment losses. 

 Freehold land has an unlimited useful life and therefore is not depreciated.

 Depreciation is calculated using a straight-line method to allocate the depreciable amount over their estimated useful 
lives of 50 to 68 years. The residual values, useful lives and depreciation method of the investment properties are 
reviewed, and adjusted as appropriate, at each balance sheet date. 

 Investment properties are derecognised when either they have been disposed of or when the investment property is 
permanently withdrawn from use and no future economic benefi t is expected from its disposal. Any gains or losses on the 
retirement or disposal of an investment property are recognised in profi t or loss in the year of retirement or disposal.

2.10 Impairment of non-fi nancial assets

 The Group assesses at each reporting date whether there is an indication that an asset may be impaired. If any 
indication exists, or when annual impairment testing for an asset is required, the Group makes an estimate of the asset’s 
recoverable amount. 

 An asset’s recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s or cash-generating unit’s fair value less costs of disposal and 
its value in use and is determined for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash infl ows that are largely 
independent of those from other assets or groups of assets. Where the carrying amount of an asset or cash-generating 
unit exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount. 

 Impairment losses are recognised in profi t or loss.

 A previously recognised impairment loss is reversed only if there has been a change in the estimates used to determine 
the asset’s recoverable amount since the last impairment loss was recognised. If that is the case, the carrying amount of 
the asset is increased to its recoverable amount. That increase cannot exceed the carrying amount that would have been 
determined, net of depreciation, had no impairment loss been recognised previously. Such reversal is recognised in profi t 
or loss. 

 
2.11 Subsidiaries

 A subsidiary is an investee that is controlled by the Group. The Group controls an investee when it is exposed, or has 
rights, to variable returns from its involvement with the investee and has the ability to aff ect those returns through its 
power over the investee.

 In the Company’s separate fi nancial statements, investments in subsidiaries are accounted for at cost less impairment 
losses.
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2.12 Joint arrangements 

 A joint arrangement is a contractual arrangement whereby two or more parties have joint control. Joint control is the 
contractually agreed sharing of control of an arrangement, which exists only when decisions about the relevant activities 
require the unanimous consent of the parties sharing control.

 A joint arrangement is classifi ed either as joint operation or joint venture, based on the rights and obligations of the 
parties to the arrangement. 

 To the extent the joint arrangement provides the Group with rights to the assets and obligations for the liabilities relating to 
the arrangement, the arrangement is a joint operation. To the extent the joint arrangement provides the Group with rights 
to the net assets of the arrangement, the arrangement is a joint venture.

 Joint ventures

 The Group recognises its interest in a joint venture as an investment and accounts for the investment using the equity 
method. The accounting policy for investment in joint venture is set out in Note 2.13.

2.13 Joint ventures and associates

 An associate is an entity over which the Group has the power to participate in the fi nancial and operating policy decisions 
of the investee but does not have control or joint control of those policies.

 The Group account for its investments in associates and joint ventures using the equity method from the date on which it 
becomes an associate or joint venture.

 On acquisition of the investment, any excess of the cost of the investment over the Group’s share of the net fair value 
of the investee’s identifi able assets and liabilities represents goodwill and is included in the carrying amount of the 
investment. Any excess of the Group’s share of the net fair value of the investee’s identifi able assets and liabilities 
over the cost of the investment is included as income in the determination of the entity’s share of the associate or joint 
venture’s profi t or loss in the period in which the investment is acquired.

 Under the equity method, the investment in associates or joint ventures are carried in the statement of fi nancial position 
at cost plus post-acquisition changes in the Group’s share of net assets of the associates or joint ventures. The profi t or 
loss refl ects the share of results of the operations of the associates or joint ventures. Distributions received from joint 
ventures or associates reduce the carrying amount of the investment. Where there has been a change recognised in 
other comprehensive income by the associates or joint venture, the Group recognises its share of such changes in other 
comprehensive income. Unrealised gains and losses resulting from transactions between the Group and associate or 
joint venture are eliminated to the extent of the interest in the associates or joint ventures. 

 When the Group’s share of losses in an associate or joint venture equals or exceeds its interest in the associate or joint 
venture, the Group does not recognise further losses, unless it has incurred obligations or made payments on behalf of 
the associate or joint venture.

 After application of the equity method, the Group determines whether it is necessary to recognise an additional 
impairment loss on the Group’s investment in associate or joint ventures. The Group determines at the end of each 
reporting period whether there is any objective evidence that the investment in the associate or joint venture is impaired. If 
this is the case, the Group calculates the amount of impairment as the diff erence between the recoverable amount of the 
associate or joint venture and its carrying value and recognises the amount in profi t or loss.

 The fi nancial statements of the associates and joint ventures are prepared as the same reporting date as the Company. 
Where necessary, adjustments are made to bring the accounting policies in line with those of the Group.
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2.14 Financial instruments 

 (a) Financial assets

  Initial recognition and measurement

  Financial assets are recognised when, and only when the entity becomes party to the contractual provisions of 
the instruments.

  At initial recognition, the Group measures a fi nancial asset at its fair value plus, in the case of a fi nancial asset not 
at fair value through profi t or loss, transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition of the fi nancial 
asset. Transaction costs of fi nancial assets carried at fair value through profi t or loss are expensed in profi t or loss.

  Trade receivables are measured at the amount of consideration to which the Group expects to be entitled in 
exchange for transferring promised goods or services to a customer, excluding amounts collected on behalf of 
third party, if the trade receivables do not contain a signifi cant fi nancing component at initial recognition.

  Subsequent measurement

  Investments in debt instruments

  Subsequent measurement of debt instruments depends on the Group’s business model for managing the asset 
and the contractual cash fl ow characteristics of the asset. The three measurement categories for classifi cation of 
debt instruments are:

  (i) Amortised cost

   Financial assets that are held for the collection of contractual cash fl ows where those cash fl ows represent 
solely payments of principal and interest are measured at amortised cost. Financial assets are measured 
at amortised cost using the eff ective interest method, less impairment. Gains and losses are recognised in 
profi t or loss when the assets are derecognised or impaired, and through amortisation process.

  (ii) Fair value through other comprehensive income

   Financial assets that are held for collection of contractual cash fl ows and for selling the fi nancial assets, 
where the assets’ cash fl ows represent solely payments of principal and interest, are measured at FVOCI. 
Financial assets measured at FVOCI are subsequently measured at fair value. Any gains or losses from 
changes in fair value of the fi nancial assets are recognised in other comprehensive income, except for 
impairment losses, foreign exchange gains and losses and interest calculated using the eff ective interest 
method are recognised in profi t or loss. The cumulative gain or loss previously recognised in other 
comprehensive income is reclassifi ed from equity to profi t or loss as a reclassifi cation adjustment when 
the fi nancial asset is derecognised.

  (iii) Fair value through profi t or loss

   Assets that do not meet the criteria for amortised cost or FVOCI are measured at fair value through profi t 
or loss. A gain or loss on a debt instruments that is subsequently measured at fair value through profi t or 
loss and is not part of a hedging relationship is recognised in profi t or loss in the period in which it arises.

  Investments in equity instruments

  On initial recognition of an investment in equity instrument that is not held for trading, the Group may irrevocably 
elect to present subsequent changes in fair value in other comprehensive income. Dividends from such 
investments are to be recognised in profi t or loss when the Group’s right to receive payments is established. 

  Derivatives

  Derivatives are initially recognised at fair value on the date a derivative contract is entered into and are 
subsequently remeasured to their fair value at the end of each reporting period. Changes in fair value of 
derivatives are recognised in profi t or loss.
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2.14 Financial instruments (continued)

 (a) Financial assets (continued)

  Derecognition

  A fi nancial asset is derecognised where the contractual right to receive cash fl ows from the asset has expired. On 
derecognition of a fi nancial asset in its entirety, the diff erence between the carrying amount and the sum of the 
consideration received and any cumulative gain or loss that had been recognised in other comprehensive income 
for debt instruments is recognised in profi t or loss. For derecognition of equity instruments, cumulative fair value 
changes previously recognised in FVOCI will be transferred to retained earnings.

  Regular way purchases and sales

  All regular way purchases and sales of fi nancial assets are recognised or derecognised on the trade date i.e. 
the date that the Group commits to purchase or sell the asset. Regular way purchases or sales are purchases 
or sales of fi nancial assets that require delivery of assets within the period generally established by regulation or 
convention in the marketplace concerned.

 (b) Financial liabilities

  Initial recognition and measurement

  Financial liabilities are recognised when, and only when, the Group becomes a party to the contractual provisions 
of the fi nancial instrument. The Group determines the classifi cation of its fi nancial liabilities at initial recognition.

  All fi nancial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value plus in the case of fi nancial liabilities not at fair value 
through profi t or loss, directly attributable transaction costs.

  Subsequent measurement

  After initial recognition, fi nancial liabilities that are not carried at fair value through profi t or loss are subsequently 
measured at amortised cost using the eff ective interest method. Gains and losses are recognised in profi t or loss 
when the liabilities are derecognised, and through the amortisation process. 

  Derecognition

  A fi nancial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled or expires. On 
derecognition, the diff erence between the carrying amounts and the consideration paid is recognised in profi t or 
loss.

2.15 Impairment of fi nancial assets

 The Group estimates the ECLs for all debt instruments not held at fair value through profi t or loss. ECLs are based on the 
diff erence between the contractual cash fl ows due in accordance with the contract and all the cash fl ows that the Group 
expects to receive, discounted at an approximation of the original eff ective interest rate. The expected cash fl ows will 
include cash fl ows from the sale of collateral held or other credit enhancements that are integral to the contractual terms.

 The Group’s estimation varies with respect to its various types of fi nancial assets as follows:

 Pawnshop loans and interest receivables on pawnshop loans

 The Group uses the general approach and estimates for lifetime ECLs on the fi nancial assets. ECLs are based on the 
diff erence between the contractual cash fl ows due in accordance with the contractual terms of the pawn tickets and all 
the cash fl ows that the Group expects to receive from the sale of collateral held or other credit enhancements that are 
integral to the contractual terms of the pawn tickets.

 The Group considers the fi nancial assets in default upon forfeiture of the collateral to the Group. When such default 
occurs, the Group has no reasonable expectations of recovering the interest receivable portion of the fi nancial assets. 
Therefore, the Group writes off  the interest receivable portion of the fi nancial assets.
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2.15 Impairment of fi nancial assets (continued)

 Secured lending receivables

 The Group uses the general approach and estimates for 12-months expected credit losses when there is no indication 
of signifi cant deterioration in credit risk. When a signifi cant increase in credit risk has occurred, the Group estimates the 
lifetime ECLs for such fi nancial assets.

 Debt investment securities

 ECLs are recognised in two stages. For credit exposures for which there has not been a signifi cant increase in credit 
risk since initial recognition, ECLs are provided for credit losses that result from default events that are possible within 
the next 12-months (a 12-month ECLs). For those credit exposures for which there has been a signifi cant increase in 
credit risk since initial recognition, a loss allowance is recognised for credit losses expected over the remaining life of the 
exposure, irrespective of timing of the default (a lifetime ECLs).

 For debt instruments at FVOCI, the Group applies the low credit risk simplifi cation. At every reporting date, the Group 
evaluates whether the debt instrument is considered to have low credit risk using all reasonable and supportable 
information that is available without undue cost or eff ort. In making that evaluation, the Group reassesses the external 
credit rating of the debt instrument. 

 Due from subsidiaries (non-trade), due from a related company (non-trade), due from a joint venture (non-trade) 

 The Group uses the general approach and estimates for 12-months expected credit losses when there is no indication of 
signifi cant deterioration in credit risk based on the fi nancial performance of its related entities. When a signifi cant increase 
in credit risk has occurred, the Group estimates the lifetime ECLs for such fi nancial assets.

2.16 Cash and cash equivalents

 Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash at banks including fi xed deposits and cash on hand.

2.17 Inventories

 Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost is determined by applying the specifi c 
identifi cation method.

 Where necessary, allowance is provided for damaged, obsolete and slow moving items to adjust the carrying value of 
inventories to the lower of cost and net realisable value.

 Net realisable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less estimated costs of completion 
and the estimated costs necessary to make the sale.

2.18 Provisions

 Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event, it is 
probable that an outfl ow of economic resources embodying economic benefi ts will be required to settle the obligation and 
the amount of the obligation can be estimated reliably. 

 Provisions are reviewed at the end of each fi nancial year and adjusted to refl ect the current best estimate. If it is no longer 
probable that an outfl ow of economic resources will be required to settle the obligation, the provision is reversed. If the 
eff ect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a current pre tax rate that refl ects, where 
appropriate, the risks specifi c to the liability. When discounting is used, the increase in the provision due to the passage 
of time is recognised as a fi nance cost.
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2.19 Government grants 

 Government grants are recognised when there is reasonable assurance that the grant will be received and all attaching 
conditions will be complied with. When government grant relates to an expense item, it is recognised as income on a 
systematic basis over the periods that the related costs, for which it is intended to compensate, are expensed. Grant 
relating to income are presented as part of profi t or loss under “Other income”.

2.20 Financial guarantees

 A fi nancial guarantee contract is a contract that requires the issuer to make specifi ed payments to reimburse the holder 
for a loss it incurs because a specifi ed debtor fails to make payment when due in accordance with the terms of a debt 
instrument. 

 Financial guarantees are recognised initially as a liability at fair value, adjusted for transaction costs that are directly 
attributable to the issuance of the guarantee. Subsequent to initial recognition, fi nancial guarantees are measured at 
the higher of the amount of expected credit loss determined in accordance with the policy set out in Note 2.15 and the 
amount initially recognised less, when appropriate, the cumulative amount of income recognised over the period of the 
guarantee. 

2.21 Borrowing costs

 Borrowing costs are capitalised as part of the cost of a qualifying asset if they are directly attributable to the acquisition, 
construction or production of that asset. Capitalisation of borrowing costs commences when the activities to prepare the 
asset for its intended use or sale are in progress and the expenditures and borrowing costs are incurred. Borrowing costs 
are capitalised until the assets are substantially completed for their intended use or sale. All other borrowing costs are 
expensed in the period they occur. Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs that an entity incurs in connection 
with the borrowing of funds.

2.22 Employee benefi ts

 (a) Defi ned contribution plans

  The Group participates in the national pension schemes as defi ned by the laws of the countries in which it has 
operations. In particular, the Singapore companies in the Group make contributions to the Central Provident Fund 
scheme in Singapore, a defi ned contribution pension scheme. Contributions to defi ned contribution pension 
schemes are recognised as an expense in the period in which the related service is performed. 

 (b) Employee leave entitlement

  Employees’ entitlement to annual leave is recognised as a liability when they are accrued to the employees. The 
undiscounted liability for leave expected to be settled wholly before twelve months after the end of the fi nancial 
year is recognised for services rendered by employees up to the end of the fi nancial year. 

 (c) Employee share award plan

  The immediate holding company’s shares can be awarded to certain employees and directors of the Group. Share 
award expense is recognised as an expense in the same period in which the related service is performed. The fair 
value of the share award expense is determined based on the market value of the shares at the distribution dates.

2.23 Leases

 The Group assesses at contract inception whether a contract is, or contains, a lease. That is, if the contract conveys the 
right to control the use of an identifi ed asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration.

 Group as a lessee

 The Group applies a single recognition and measurement approach for all leases, except for short-term leases and 
leases of low-value assets. The Group recognises lease liabilities to make lease payments and right-of-use assets 
representing the right to use the underlying assets.

 Group as a lessee (continued)

 (a) Right-of-use assets 

  The Group recognises right-of-use assets at the commencement date of the lease (i.e., the date the underlying 
asset is available for use). Right-of-use assets are measured at cost, less any accumulated depreciation and 
impairment losses, and adjusted for any remeasurement of lease liabilities. The cost of right-of-use assets 
includes the amount of lease liabilities recognised, initial direct costs incurred, and lease payments made at or 
before the commencement date less any lease incentives received. Right-of-use assets are depreciated on a 
straight-line basis over the shorter of the lease term and the estimated useful lives of the assets, as follows:

Retail stores – 2 to 10 years

  If ownership of the leased asset transfers to the Group at the end of the lease term or the cost refl ects the 
exercise of a purchase option, depreciation is calculated using the estimated useful life of the asset.

  The right-of-use assets are also subject to impairment. The accounting policy for impairment is disclosed in Note 
2.10. 

 (b) Lease liabilities 

  At the commencement date of the lease, the Group recognises lease liabilities measured at the present value 
of lease payments to be made over the lease term. The lease payments include fi xed payments (including in-
substance fi xed payments) less any lease incentives receivable, variable lease payments that depend on an index 
or a rate, and amounts expected to be paid under residual value guarantees. The lease payments also include the 
exercise price of a purchase option reasonably certain to be exercised by the Group and payments of penalties 
for terminating the lease, if the lease term refl ects the Group exercising the option to terminate. Variable lease 
payments that do not depend on an index or a rate are recognised as expenses (unless they are incurred to 
produce inventories) in the period in which the event or condition that triggers the payment occurs.

  In calculating the present value of lease payments, the Group uses its incremental borrowing rate at the lease 
commencement date because the interest rate implicit in the lease is not readily determinable. After the 
commencement date, the amount of lease liabilities is increased to refl ect the accretion of interest and reduced 
for the lease payments made. In addition, the carrying amount of lease liabilities is remeasured if there is a 
modifi cation, a change in the lease term, a change in the lease payments (e.g., changes to future payments 
resulting from a change in an index or rate used to determine such lease payments) or a change in the 
assessment of an option to purchase the underlying asset.

 (c) Short-term leases and leases of low-value assets

  The Group applies the short-term lease recognition exemption to its short-term leases of retail stores (i.e., those 
leases that have a lease term of 12 months or less from the commencement date and do not contain a purchase 
option). Lease payments on short-term leases are recognised as expense on a straight-line basis over the lease 
term.

 Group as a lessor 

 Leases in which the Group does not transfer substantially all the risks and rewards incidental to ownership of an asset are 
classifi ed as operating leases. Rental income arising from operating lease is accounted for on a straight-line basis over 
the lease terms and is included in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income due to its operating nature. Initial 
direct costs incurred in negotiating and arranging an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the leased 
asset and recognised over the lease term on the same basis as rental income. Contingent rents are recognised as rental 
income in the period in which they are earned. 
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2.24 Revenue 

 Revenue is measured based on the consideration to which the Group expects to be entitled in exchange for transferring 
promised goods or services to a customer, excluding amounts collected on behalf of third parties. 

 Revenue is recognised when the Group satisfi es a performance obligation by transferring a promised good or service 
to the customer, which is when the customer obtains control of the good or service. A performance obligation may 
be satisfi ed at a point in time or over time. The amount of revenue recognised is the amount allocated to the satisfi ed 
performance obligation.

 (a) Sale of goods 

  Revenue from sale of jewellery and branded merchandise is recognised upon satisfaction of identified 
performance obligation, which generally coincides with delivery and acceptance of promised goods sold, net of 
discounts, returns and applicable goods and services tax. Revenue is not recognised to the extent where there 
are signifi cant uncertainties regarding recovery of the consideration due, associated costs or the possible return 
of goods.

 (b) Interest income

  Interest income is recognised using the eff ective interest method.

 (c) Rental income from operating leases

  Rental income is accounted for on a straight-line basis over the lease terms. The aggregate costs of incentives 
provided to lessees are recognised as a reduction of rental income over the lease term on a straight-line basis.

 (d) Distribution income 

  Distribution income are recognised when the Group’s right to receive payment is established.

2.25 Taxes

 (a) Current income tax

  Current income tax assets and liabilities for the current and prior periods are measured at the amount expected 
to be recovered from or paid to the taxation authority. The tax rates and tax laws used to compute the amount are 
those that are enacted or substantively enacted at the end of the fi nancial year, in Singapore where the Group 
operates and generates taxable income.

  Current income taxes are recognised in profi t or loss except to the extent that the tax relates to items recognised 
outside profi t or loss, either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity. Management periodically 
evaluates positions taken in the tax returns with respect to situations in which applicable tax regulations are 
subject to interpretation and establishes provisions where appropriate.

 (b) Deferred tax

  Deferred tax is provided using the liability method on temporary diff erences at the end of the fi nancial year 
between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for fi nancial reporting purposes.

  Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary diff erences, except:

  - Where the deferred tax liability arises from the initial recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction that 
is not a business combination and, at the time of the transaction, aff ects neither the accounting profi t nor 
taxable profi t or loss; and

  - In respect of taxable temporary diff erences associated with investments in subsidiaries, where the timing 
of the reversal of the temporary diff erences can be controlled and it is probable that the temporary 
diff erences will not reverse in the foreseeable future.

 (b) Deferred tax (continued)

  Deferred tax assets are recognised for all deductible temporary diff erences, the carry forward of unused tax 
credits and unused tax losses, to the extent that it is probable that taxable profi t will be available against which 
the deductible temporary diff erences, and the carry forward of unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be 
utilised except:

  - Where the deferred tax asset relating to the deductible temporary diff erence arises from the initial 
recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction that is not a business combination and, at the time of the 
transaction, aff ects neither the accounting profi t nor taxable profi t or loss; and

  - In respect of deductible temporary diff erences associated with investments in subsidiaries, deferred tax 
assets are recognised only to the extent that it is probable that the temporary diff erences will reverse in 
the foreseeable future and taxable profi t will be available against which the temporary diff erences can be 
utilised. 

  The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at the end of each fi nancial year and reduced to the extent 
that it is no longer probable that suffi  cient taxable profi t will be available to allow all or part of the deferred tax 
asset to be utilised. Unrecognised deferred tax assets are reassessed at the end of each fi nancial year and are 
recognised to the extent that it has become probable that future taxable profi t will allow the deferred tax asset to 
be recovered. 

  Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the year when the 
asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively 
enacted at the end of each fi nancial year. 

  Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside profi t or loss is recognised outside profi t or loss. Deferred tax 
items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in other comprehensive income or directly 
in equity. 

 (c) Sales tax

  Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of sales tax except:

  - Where the sales tax incurred on a purchase of assets or services is not recoverable from the taxation 
authority, in which case the sales tax is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part 
of the expense item as applicable; and

  - Receivables and payables that are stated with the amount of sales tax included.

2.26 Share capital and share issuance expenses

 Proceeds from issuance of ordinary shares are recognised as share capital in equity. Incremental costs directly 
attributable to the issuance of ordinary shares are deducted against share capital. 

2.27 Treasury shares

 The Group’s own equity instruments, which are reacquired (treasury shares) are recognised at cost and deducted from 
equity. No gain or loss is recognised in profi t or loss on the purchase, sale, issue or cancellation of the Group’s own equity 
instruments. Any diff erence between the carrying amount of treasury shares and the consideration received, if reissued, 
is recognised directly in equity. Voting rights related to treasury shares are nullifi ed for the Group and no dividends are 
allocated to them respectively.

 A contingent liability is:

 (a) a possible obligation that arises from past events and whose existence will be confi rmed only by the occurrence 
or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the Group; or

 (b) a present obligation that arises from past events but is not recognised because:

  (i) It is not probable that an outfl ow of resources embodying economic benefi ts will be required to settle the 
obligation; or 

  (ii) The amount of the obligation cannot be measured with suffi  cient reliability.

  A contingent asset is a possible asset that arises from past events and whose existence will be confi rmed only 
by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the 
Group.

  Contingent liabilities and assets are not recognised on the statement of fi nancial position of the Group. 

3. Signifi cant accounting judgments and estimates

 The preparation of the Group’s consolidated fi nancial statements requires management to make judgments, estimates 
and assumptions that aff ect the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities, and the disclosure of 
contingent liabilities at the end of each fi nancial year. Uncertainty about these assumptions and estimates could result in 
outcomes that require a material adjustment to the carrying amount of the asset or liability aff ected in the future periods.

3.1 Judgments made in applying accounting policies

 In the process of applying the Group’s accounting policies, is of the opinion that there is no signifi cant judgement made in 
applying accounting policies.

3.2 Key sources of estimation uncertainty

 The key assumptions concerning the future and other key sources of estimation uncertainty at the end of the fi nancial 
year are discussed below. The Group based its assumptions and estimates on parameters available when the fi nancial 
statements were prepared. Existing circumstances and assumptions about future developments, however, may change 
due to market changes or circumstances arising beyond the control of the Group. Such changes are refl ected in the 
assumptions when they occur.

 (a) Allowance for expected credit losses on pawnshop loans and interest receivables on pawnshop loans

  The Group uses a provision matrix to estimate the allowance for ECLs on pawnshop loans and interest 
receivables on pawnshop loans. The Group has estimated the probability of default being the forfeiture of the 
customers’ pledges based on historical non-redemption data of individual pawnshop outlets. The Group has 
estimated the loss given default based on the expected realisable value of the customers’ pledges. Signifi cant 
judgement and estimation is involved in using the historical non-redemption data to derive the probability 
of default well as considering any forward-looking economic information. The Group’s historical credit loss 
experience and forecast of economic conditions may also not be representative of customer’s actual default in 
the future. The carrying amount of the Group’s trade receivables which includes the pawnshop loans and interest 
receivables on pawnshop loans at the end of the fi nancial year is disclosed in Note 18 to the fi nancial statements.

 (b) Allowance for inventory obsolescence

  The Group periodically assesses the allowance for inventory obsolescence. When inventories are deemed 
obsolete or when the net realisable value falls below cost, the amount of obsolete inventories or fall in value is 
recognised as an impairment against the inventory balance. To determine whether there is objective evidence of 
impairment, the Group estimates future demand for the product. Any possible changes in these estimates could 
result in revision to the valuation of inventory. The carrying amount of the Group’s inventories at the end of the 
fi nancial year is disclosed in Note 17 to the fi nancial statements.

 Jobs Support Scheme

 The Jobs Support Scheme (“JSS”) was introduced to provide wage support to employers to retain local employees 
during the period of economic uncertainty. Under the JSS, the Government co-funds the fi rst $4,600 of gross monthly 
wages paid to each local employee. 

 Foreign worker levy rebate

 Under the foreign worker levy rebate and waiver, foreign worker levy due in April 2020 were waived, and companies 
received a rebate of $750 in that month for each work permit or S-Pass holder, from levies paid for the month.

 Property tax rebate and government cash grant

 As part of the COVID-19 (Temporary Measures) Act, the Group received property tax rebates and government cash 
grant for its qualifying non-residential properties for the period from 1 January 2020 to 31 December 2020 of up to 100% 
on their property tax payable for the calendar year 2020. Government cash grant is provided based on 0.8 months 
annual value of the Annual Value of the properties for Year 2020. Owners of the qualifying properties are required to 
unconditionally and fully pass on to their tenants the property tax rebate that is attributable to the rented property based 
on the period it was rented out. 

 COVID-19-related rent concessions

 The Group received rent concessions as part of the COVID-19 support under the Rental Relief Framework, which 
provides for mandated equitable co-sharing of rental obligations between the Government, landlords and tenants.

 The Rental Relief Framework requires qualifying property owners which have received support via a government cash 
grant to in turn provide the necessary rental relief to their eligible Small and Medium Enterprises (“SMEs”) and specifi ed 
Non-Profi t Organisations tenant-occupiers of the prescribed properties.

 During the fi nancial year ended 31 December 2020, the Group recognised COVID-19-related rent concessions to which 
the Group applied the practical expedient as disclosed in Note 2.2.

 (b) Interest rate risk

  Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash fl ows of the Group’s and the Company’s fi nancial 
instruments will fl uctuate because of changes in market interest rates. The Group’s and the Company’s exposure 
to interest rate risk arises primarily from its term loans. Other than the term notes which are at fi xed rates, the 
Group’s loans are at fl oating rates which are contractually repriced at intervals of less than 6 months from the end 
of the reporting period.

  The Group’s policy is to manage interest cost by using a mix of fi xed and fl oating rate debts. At the end of the 
reporting period, term notes of $45,250,000 (2019: $75,500,000) are at fi xed rates of interest.

  Sensitivity analysis for interest rate risk

  At the end of the reporting period, if SGD interest rates had been 50 (2019: 50) basis points lower/higher with all 
other variables held constant, the Group’s profi t net of tax would have been $225,000 (2019: $137,000) higher/
lower, arising mainly as a result of lower/higher interest expense on fl oating rate term loans.

 (c) Foreign currency risk

  The Group’s money lending business has transactional currency exposures arising from investments that are 
denominated in a currency other than the respective functional currencies of the Group’s entities. The foreign 
currencies in which these transactions are denominated are mainly Australian Dollars (“AUD”) and Euro (“EUR”).

  The Group also holds cash and bank balances denominated in foreign currencies for working capital purposes.

  As disclosed in Note 15, the Group entered into forward currency contracts during the fi nancial year to reduce its  
exposure to foreign currency risks on Australian Dollar and Euro.

 (d) Credit risk

  Credit risk is the risk of loss that may arise on outstanding fi nancial instruments should a counterparty default 
on its obligations. The Group’s exposure to credit risk arises primarily from trade receivables and quoted 
debt instruments. The Group minimises credit risk by requiring collateral and/or dealing with credit worthy 
counterparties.

  The Group considers the probability of default upon initial recognition of asset and whether there has been a 
signifi cant increase in credit risk on an ongoing basis throughout each reporting period.

  The Group has determined the default event on a fi nancial asset to be when the counterparty fails to make 
contractual payments.

  The Group considers “low risk” to be an investment grade credit rating with at least one major rating agency for 
those investments with credit rating. To assess whether there is a signifi cant increase in credit risk, the company 
compares the risk of a default occurring on the asset as at reporting date with the risk of default as at the date of 
initial recognition. The Group considers available reasonable and supportive forward-looking information which 
includes the following indicators:

  - External credit rating;

  - Actual or expected signifi cant adverse changes in business, fi nancial or economic conditions that are 
expected to cause a signifi cant change to the borrower’s ability to meet its obligations;

  - Actual or expected signifi cant changes in the operating results of the borrower;

  - Signifi cant increases in credit risk on other fi nancial instruments of the same borrower;

  - Signifi cant changes in the value of the collateral supporting the obligation or in the quality of third-party 
guarantees or credit enhancements; and

  - Signifi cant changes in the expected performance and behaviour of the borrower, including changes in the 
payment status of borrowers in the Group and changes in the operating results of the borrower.

  Regardless of the analysis above, a signifi cant increase in credit risk is presumed if a debtor is past due in making 
contractual payment.

  The Group determined that its fi nancial assets are credit-impaired when:

  - There is signifi cant diffi  culty of the issuer or the borrower;

  - A breach of contract, such as a default or past due event;

  - It is becoming probable that the borrower will enter bankruptcy or other fi nancial reorganisation; and

  - There is a disappearance of an active market for that fi nancial asset because of fi nancial diffi  culty.

  Financial assets are written off  when there is no reasonable expectation of recovery. Where loans and receivables 
have been written off , the company continues to engage enforcement activity to attempt to recover the receivable 
due, where legally enforceable or practicable. Where recoveries are made, these are recognised in profi t or loss.

  The following are classes of fi nancial assets that are exposed to credit risk:

  Secured lending receivables (Note 18)

  Secured lending receivables are secured by way of collateralised real estate held by the investment trustee. 
Although the collateral does not infl uence whether the fi nancial instrument has a low credit risk, the expected 
cash fl ows in the assessment of net lifetime expected credit losses will include cash fl ows from the sale of 
collateral held.

  Pawnshop loans (Note 18)

  Collateralised nature of the pawnshop loans whereby the quantum of loans granted to customers is based on a 
fraction of the value of the collaterals pledged to the Group. Although the collateral does not infl uence whether 
the fi nancial instrument has a low credit risk, the expected cash fl ows in the assessment of net lifetime expected 
credit losses will include cash fl ows from the sale of collateral held.

  Interest receivables on pawnshop loans (Note 18)

  When customer default occurs, the Group has no reasonable expectations of recovering the interest receivable 
and therefore, the Group writes off  the interest receivable portion of the fi nancial assets. However, this loss is 
expected to be recoverable when the forfeited pledges are subsequently sold to customers under the Group’s 
retail and trading of jewellery and branded merchandise business segment (Note 29).

  Pawnshop loans and interest receivables on pawnshop loans expected credit losses

  The Group uses a provision matrix to estimate the allowance for expected credit losses (“ECLs”) on pawnshop 
loans and interest receivables on pawnshop loans. The key inputs of the Group’s ECLs model are the probability 
of default and loss given default. The Group has estimated the probability of default being the forfeiture of the 
customers’ pledges based on historical non-redemption data of its pawnshop outlets. The Group has estimated 
the loss given default as the amount of loss exposure at default after considering the expected realisable value of 
the customers’ pledges.

  Signifi cant judgement and estimation is involved in using the historical non-redemption data to derive the 
probability of default as well as considering any forward-looking economic information.

  Quoted debt instruments (Note 16)

  For those quoted debt instruments that are assessed to be of low credit risk and externally rated, the Group 
applied the low credit operational simplifi cation and determined that no signifi cant increase in credit risk has 
occurred. There is no signifi cant impact arising from estimation of loss allowance based on 12-month probability 
of default and loss given default, which would result in impairment losses to be recognised in profi t or loss.

  For those quoted debt instruments that are assessed to be of high credit risk and externally rated, the Group 
applied the lifetime ECLs approach and noted that there is no signifi cant impact arising from estimation of loss 
allowance as the Group does not have a signifi cant portion of quoted debt instruments with high credit risk.
