China

▪ China’s 1H2023 gross domestic product (“GDP”) grew 5.5% year-on-year to

RMB 59.3 trillion. 1H 2023 disposable income per capita of urban residents

grew 4.9% year-on-year, while retail sales of consumer goods was up 8.2%

year-on-year1

▪ Fitch Ratings reported that even though recent data point to a fading

rebound from the reopening at end-2022, China’s GDP growth should still

remain above the 2023 government target of 5%. It expects China’s GDP to

grow at 5.6% in FY 2023 as the economy normalises following weak

consumption growth in FY 20222

▪ China's top leaders pledged at the Politburo meeting in July 2023 to step up

economic policy adjustments, focusing on expanding domestic demand,

boosting confidence and preventing risks, signalling more stimulus steps3

▪ In July 2023, the Federal Reserve raised its benchmark interest rate to its

highest level since 2001, by 25 basis points to a range of 5.25% to 5.50%,

following three interest rate hikes in 1H 2023. It also signalled the possibility of

more interest rate hikes amid improving economic prospects4
